Reference is made to the Operating Committee's letter of 
March 7, 1955, on the subject property. 


1. Attached is a property map which shows the location of the 
Mud Cut, Taflent, and Roper mines. 


2. No information is available as to the produotion from the 
Prospect. ospect. The openings, except the open cut, are all pre-World 


War II. The total amount of drift that can be examined on the 20-foot 
level is 63 feet. It is believed that this represents most of the drift 
from this level. All workings on the pe gmatite*from the 0-foot level 
are caved and their extent is unknown. 


39 As stated in the examination report, proba b̂2y all mineable 
pe gmatite has been remov4 above the level of the 37-foot crosscut. This 
crosscut is about 1' x 41 in cross section and is caved at the face where 
it intersects pegmatite. In order to use this opening for sinking a 
winze on the pegmatite, it will be necessary to trim the crosscut and 
provide a hoisting station at the pegmatite. It is estimated that cost 
of this preparation will be approximately 10 per foot for trimming, 
1,00 per foot for track, and $200.00 for a hoisting station. 


The Field Team is of the opinion that the best method of 
approach at this deposit is the one set forth in the examination report.

Applicant: Roper Mining Company ., do Sam L. Hiillips, Spruce Pine, N. Co 


This pegmatite has been extensively worked in the weathered zone. 
No work extends into unweathered rock. Mica exposed in the old workings is 
of strategic grade and the size of the pegmatite in both length and thickness. 
indicate considerable pegmatite remains at this place. Exploration 
assistance is recommended. 


The deposit was examined January 17, 1955. Messrs. Ramey Boono, 
Sam L. Phillips, Homer and Jeter Boone accompanied the examiners on the 
inspection which required two hours. 


The Roper Prospect is on the north slope of friinont Ridge, midway 
between the Mud Cut Mine and Tallent Prospect. It is 148 airline miles; 
N. 460 W. of the center of Franklin, Macon County, North Carolina, A jeep 
road extends to the mine, 


The applicants are competent to conduét the proposed work. 
Location of this deposit with respect to the lease boundaries is such that 
adequate dumping and working space is available. 


There are no facilities atthe deposit; however, adequate buildings 
and magazines are present at the nearby Mud Cut Mine • Workings consist of a 
large open cut at the surface, a 27-foot crosscutting adit with 63. feet of 
accessible drift from it on the 25".foot level, and an 87 sfoot crosscut from 
the 10s.foot level, Pegmatite is exposed in the open cut and the 27-foot 
adit, but the head of the 87-foot crosscut is caved, 41]. available peg.o 
matite appears to have been emaed above the 40400t level. AU accessible 
workings are in t1'1án ging wall ne, 


The openings expose an east. west trending pegmatite which dips 
50.-600 S. It is apparently between 10 and 15 feet thick, zoned, and is 
normal to the foliation of the mica gneiss walIrock. When exposed the 
pegmatite is composed of the following zones, from the hanging wail; 211..6" 
border zone composed of small mica, quartz, and plagioclase; 1' .2' wail. 
zone composed of abundant small to medium size ruby muscovite, plagioclase and quartz; 2' 4' intermediate zone composed of abundant perthite, quartz, and green "A" mica; and 31 - 5t core zone composed of massive gray quartz. 
Pegmatite below the quartz core is not exposed; however, at the nearby 
Mud Cut Mine zoning conditions below the quartz were similar to those on the 
hanging wail side. 


Mica is relatively abundant in the wail zone, It is hard, clear,

generally flat, and ruby scolored. Some books are severely ruled 'and some are 
cracked. Most of the mica observed warm small sizes (less. than h inches: 
in diameter); however, books up to 6 inches across were observed. ' The mica 
is of strategic grade. 


Ar exploration program on this deposit should be directed toward 
exploring the deposit at depth. Previous mining has removed most of the 
weathered pegmatite The ex[nrLners recommend that a 65-foot. shaft be sunk 
25 feet south of the position of the pegmatite on the 25wfoót level. This, 
shaft will intersect pegmatite at a point 25-140 feet from its collar, de-
pending on dip. After the pegmatite is 'intersected the shaft .thou]I be me. 
dined. A total of 80 feet of drift is recommended from the bottom of the 
shaft.
