Subject: Review of application 


The proposed exploration consists of a 70 foot shaft and 
100 feet of drifting in an area near the Deake mine. The Deake mine 
has a long record of intermittent mica and. feldspar production. 
Apparently this new prospect lies south of the old Deake workings. 
There are numerous old shafts on the Deake property so the location 
of the prospect cannot be accurately determined, from the property 
description. 


The Deake mine has been described in a U.S.G.S. Open File 
report prepared in 19 by W. P. Irwin. The main pegmatite has an 
exposed length of 330 feet and attains a thickness of 25 feet. It 
strikes north and dips east at angles ranging up to 90 degrees. At 
the south end, the thickness of the pegmatite diminishes both along 
strike and down dip. Past production has been mainly in the thicker 
and more central parts of the dike. 


In 1944, the Survey Open File report suggested trenching 
north and south of the Deake mine. This recommendation may be 
appropriate for applicant's property, but we do not know its rela-
tionship to the Deake mine. 


I recommend this application be referred to the Field Team 
for their review and recommendations.
