The Childers mine is in the bottom of a small southwest draining valley 2.3 miles S. 600 W. of spruce Pine A linear series of rkings 
that is 1000 feet long and trends N. 20° . includes open cuts and many 
tunnels and shallow shafts, Most are caved. Light green mica was isined fron 
coarse, plagioclase..rjch paatite in a large mass of penatitic granite, 
It is reported tIBt two peatite bodies vere worked, and that clear mica was 
obtained from one and heavily stained mica from the other. 


Recently the applicant has done cansiderable bul]ozing along the 
zone of pegnatites. One mica concentration was uncovered, resulting in the 
sale of about 560O oh of strategic mica. No pegmatito extends below the 
concentration, noris mica-bearing pegniatite exposed elsewhere in the curt, 
There is no favorable place to conduct exploration. Jny mica which may be 
found will result from an accidental discovery. Furthernore, any deposit 
tthich produced this quantity of mica should pay its osn way. Denial of the 
applicatioa is recommended,

The applicant's proposed exploration consists of a 
foot trench, 3 test pits and 75 feet of drifting. 


We do not have any available information on this prospect 
in our files. 


From the outline of work, it would appear that the operator 
is basing his work on the possibility that the Childers pegmatite 
extends thru his property. 


A staged project may be warranted. However, the Stage I 
trenching should be limited to a. series of crosscutting trenches 
rather than the huge open pit that he has proposed.
