Old workirs - Stripped 2 areas, one on the peginatite 10 feet deep and 
20 .feet long. 


Method of explor1n - The applicants proposed a 60-foot shaft and 80 feet 
of drifting. 


Economics - Very little previous production, about 400 pounds of block 
mica. 90% of mica is non-strategic quality and the peginatite appears 
quite small, The DA and the commodity members from the Geological 
Survey and the Bureau of Mines concur in the Field Team's recommenda-
tion to deny the application
