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(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or 
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been 
made, the Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest 
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. If the Government makes 
no certification of discovery or development within the time limited in Article 7, it shall thereafter have 
no claim against the land or any production therefrom except for any production referred to in Article 
7(b) (1). 


ARTICLE 3. The exploration project .—The project is a search for indicated or undeveloped deposits

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the wórk.—(á)Opérator's responsibilty.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipments -facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed.	 :j...: 


(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
mèSns of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed 
(per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per hour of operations, etc.) is hereby agreed upon, and 
is set fot in Exhibit "A" in connection with the estimated total cost of the project in the sum 
of 9?.°---99------------The Government will contribute .15. percent of the fixed unit costs as 
work is perjormed, in a total sum not in excess. of$.696.6.....Ofl---------------------: Provided, That until the 
OperStor has rendered to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the Gov-
ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may with-
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated 
total ost of- the -wOrk. TheGovernment will make its-cOntribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers 
referred to in Article 6(b), but all payments 'by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until 
the accoijnt between thç :operator and the Government is finally auditedind settled. To the extent that 
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government. The Government may make payments directly to independent contractors 
and suppliers for the account of the Operator rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-






able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-






ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three

years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three 

years after any obligation to ay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may 

inspect and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified publicaccount-






ant. The Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said 

three-year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, 

and records of the Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto 

and the Government's payments thereof remain subj ect to adjustment until final audit by the Government. 



(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 

of monthly. progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 

showing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's 

Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting 

pe]Od and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; ad (3) a Narrative Report of the work 
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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in minerlized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Governentj 


(c) Final report.—.Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certiflcation.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the 1. o. b. point); except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for -instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percertages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held or used, plus one-half (1/2) 
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 1-7O618-1
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(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposiLion of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a)' If in the opinion of the Govern -
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi 
fled, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit. 


ARTICLE 11. Changes and added provisions.-

The application was made by Lewis Biggerstaff. The work ap-
pears to have been done by John Lewis Biggerstaff. Presumably they 
are one and the sane person. 


The bulldozing revealed so much mica and bery]. the 4erator 
hesitated about doing the shaft sinking. Because the Cerathr would 
not cooperate, the contract was terminated, $2,173.00 having been spent. 
The mica and beryl sold had a value of $65,441.94 and the Government" s 
share of expenditure was repaid as royalty. The ex'miners estimate the 
reserves to be 160,000 lbs. of mine-run mica valued at $64,000. 


The em(riers and Field Team recommend that a certificate bf 
discovery be issued, although there is now no accrued royalty. I con-
cur with the recommendation.

The subject Operator assigned his lease without approval, 
failed to carry out the second stage of the work as outlined in the 
contract, and apparently intends to continue mining and has no 
intention of completing the contract work. The Field Team has 
recommended termination by mutual agreement with certification. The 
certification being based upon production of about 1500 worth of 
mica on which the Operator paid a royalty of 5?5$ 


The contract called for 925.00 worth of bulldozing and 
100 feet of shaft and 100 feet of drifting and/or crosscutting for 
a total cost of 9,2&.00. The Field Team verbally approved bull-
dozing in excess of 925.00, and Amendment No. 1 was written to allow 
Q2,173.75 worth of bulldozing. 


The Operator is definitely in default of the contract, and 
it would appear that rescission with demand for repayment would be 
in order. However, a certification will be recommended by the Field 
Team, based upon production to date from the area bulldozed under the 
contract. Therefore we concur with the recommendation for certifica 
tion and termination by mutual agreement.

Reference is made to your letter of December 27. 


In this case, as in so many others, we are faced with an 
accomplished fact when the Operator sends us a signed, notarized 
transfer of his lease to a new Operator and requests assignment of 
the contract. We have tried to discourage this practice, but with 
little success. Mica miners and operators are a rather independent 
group and are likely to go right on doing what they have always done 


Therefore when we receive such a request, we forard it to 
you, usually with a recoimuendation for approval, when it is considered 
to be in the Governjnents interest to complete the project. In this 
case, however, we took no action (as indicated in our letter of 
December 13 to Mr. Frank Phillips) until further information, still 
not received, was available. It is our present thinking that the 
contract should be abandoned and certified, but as the field examiners 
expected to visit the mine and talk to Mr. Biggerstaff and Mr. Phillips 
this week, we are still withholding any action until the examiners 
return from North Carolina. 


In practically all similar cases (e.g.., DMEA2579, DIV A29lLI., 
Di€A-3375, etc.), assignments have been approved. If it is now to be 
the policy to refuse such assignments by strict adherence to Article 
2(d) of the contract, please notify us so that we may advise Operators 
accordingly-0 


concerning the monthly report and voucher for August, Septeiubor, 
cnd October: The Operator originally claimed 75 feet of shaft, 
apparently- measured from the surface, although actually only about 
12 feet of shaft had been sunk from the bottom of the open cut. Then

the Operator began bulldozer work in the open cut again (at his own 
expense), cutting the floor below the collar of the shaft and 
leaving the shaft in an unsafe and precarious position. We advised 
him that we would not par for any shaft footage until he corrected 
this situation and continued exploration in a proper manner. For 
that reason, he made no claim for reimbursement for shaft sinking 
on his voucher. 


We, too, prefer to get reports from the Operator monthly, 
and in most cases they do submit them, But there are souie who just 
dont do it, and unless we place an inspector on such jobs fuU-time, 
it is difficult to get them to do so. The seine applies to the daily 
drifled, shot and	 narratives that some of the Operators 


submit, regardless of what we tell them. In such eases, of' course, 
we could get tough and ithhold paymént, but we wouldn et discover 
much mica that way and, mith otr field men making regular bi-weekly 
visits to the projects, we feel that we get practically all the 
necessary in-formation on the progress of the project. 


As soon as we get a report from Mr. Shirley, we tdll send 
you our recommendations for the next action on the Dycus contract0

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—Al1 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 
• The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 


in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and, technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paidor duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported..

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more importan t 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howevQ, for those unusual phases which may need to he 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which arc not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs".on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reporled on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such inf.ormation is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The writer has not surnamed the proposed amendment because 
similar amendments on other projects have been written previously, 
thereby furnishing an experience record, and because of the informa-
tion contained in the docket, excerpts of which appear below. 


The subject contract, dated June 28, 19%, provides for a 
two-stage project. The first stage calls for bulldozing a trench 
which shall be JSO feet long, SO feet wide and 15 feet deep. Fifty 
hours of bulldozing at $].8.50 an hour, or a total cost of $925, is 
allowed for the trenching. The intent of the contract is that the 
trench meet the specifications with either less than So hours of bull-
dozing or more than So hours of bulldozing. In the latter case all 
hours in excess of 50 are for the account of the Operator. Stage II, 
in part, provided for a 100 .-foot shaft on the pegmatite at a cost of 
$50 a foot. 


An interim report dated July 12 and 13, 19%, states that 
the work began on July 6. At that time between 25 and 30 hours of the 
dozing had been completed. Mention is made that the pegxnatite is 
weathered and that the Operator had been instructed to locate the sheft 
about hO feet from the western end of the peginatite when stripping was 
completed. Block mica totalling 3000 pounds was recovered. 


A Field Team letter dated July , 1955, to the Operator 
authorized him to do the work under Stage II as indicated by Mr. Teague 
on July 13, 1955.







S
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An interim report dated July 28, 1955, states that the 
trench work had provided a very good picture for subsequent work as 
Stage II and that the trench has been lowered about 25 feet with the 
pegxnatite retaining its thickness and mica content to this depth. 
The Operator was instracted to start sinking a shaft about t1.O feet 
from the west end as soon as the trenching was completed. At the time 
of this visit the Operator had breached the contract by trenching 25 
feet in depth rather than 35 feet as called f or in the contract. No 
mention of this is made in the report and one receives the impression 
that trenching was near completion. Mica recovery ran in the tons. 


An interim report dated August 11, 1955, (practically one 
month after locating the shaft site) states that the depth of the 
trench is now 50 feet and that the machine time required for the work 
was in excess of 100 hours • The field examiners recommended that all 
of the additional depth attained, 25 feet (really 35 feet), by recent 
trenching excluded by the contract be convertd by amendment of shaft 
sinking to trenching. 


A second letter dated August 17, 19%, to Mr. Biggerstaff 
confirms the verbal approval given to him by Mr. Teague on July 13, 
1955, tà conatnict a tool house, powder magazine, and exploder magazine 
and begin sinking a shaft. Up to that time no written approval had been 
given the Operator to trench deeper than the 35 feet specified in the 
contract nor had it been mentioned in the reports. 


The Field Team interim report dated August 2S, 19%, states 
that shaft sinking is under way but no measurable ppg'ess has been 
made as far as depth is concerned. The trench hd been lowered an ad-
ditional 5 feet since the last interim report. The Field Teari merrio-
randuin dated September 33, 19%, in response to the Operating Conuiiittee's 
letter dated August 31, 1955, questioning the additional trenching states 
that the trenching was done because it gave a much better picture of the 
nature of the pegrnatite than a shaft would have for about the same cost. 


The first So hours of dozing as provided for in the contract 
of a total of 195.5 hours resulted in a trench about 200' x So' x 30' 
deep or twice the size of the trench called for in the contract. By the 
terms of the contract the Government should have participated in ap-
proximately 25 hours of bulldozing and there is a question in the writer's 
mind whether it was within the delegated authority of the Field Team to 
radically change the depth of the trench. Such changes are limited in 
scope as outlined in Operating Committee Memorandum No. 7 to the Field 
Teams. There is no reason that the extra deepening of the trench couldn't 
have been called mining and that the Operator should have so mined the 
peginatite until unweathered rock was reached. Shaft sinking under the

cthitract ould then have started and an additional depth of 2S feet 
(really IjO) could have been attained which decidedly would have been 
to the Government's interest, 


The writer also wishes to point out that the Field Team re-
port made no mention that the peginatite was weathered. Explosives 


were estimated at 3 a foot and the rate of shaft sinking at 2 feet a 
day. However, the Operator was able to bulldoze L1.o feet of the 
pegniatite for which shaft sinking had been provided at So a foot, a 
cost and rate of advance not in 1eping with the type of rock en-
countered,


The writer suggests that the Field Team be advised as to the 
intent of short form contracts and the extent of its delegated au-
thority to change the work, each type of which is considered a firm 
commitment and a maximum.

"If the Operator and the Government agree that the results 
of the drilling in Stage I have established the existence of pegmatite 
below the old workings, a shaft will be sunk to a meximum depth of 
23S feet, including a sump." ( DIlEA-2739, Idm-'E361i,, July 1, 19%) 


"If the results of Stage II are considered favorable by it, 
the Government will notify the Operator that Stageill is to be under-
taken." (DNEA-2810, Idma.EO7, April 9, l93). 


by uld not one of these, especially the first, be preferable 
to the much longer wozing suggested? Approval of Stage II no more 
binds the Government to complete all the proposed work than does 
approval to begin shaft-sinking on a non-staged project; at any time 
either may be stopped on recommendation of the field exwniners, Our 
only objection to the wording of the subject contracts was the require-
ment to approve in advance how much of Stage II was to be done.

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.

The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses inurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due.
