Geological premise: A

The premise that the target pegmatite would

contain worthwhile concentrations of strategic

mica was not. substantiated by the exploration

work.

Geological criteria upon which work was based:

1. Two pegmatltes - Eastern pezmatite, 35 feet,
maxinm thlckness, exposed for 140 feet in
depth and 400 feet along strike. Western
pegmatite, similar in shape, averaging 10 to
15 feet in thickness.

2. Mica = rum in color, "A" gtructure, 60 to ’70%

_ is reported to be stained.

3. Past production.

Criteria developed during project:

1. Pegmatite - Main pegmatite is 7 to 10 feet thick,
composed of massive grey quartz surrounded by
crystals of badly stained mica, and feldspar.
Many smaller pegmatites were cut by the incline.

2. Mica - From the main "targzet" pegmatite, non-
strateglc,flat "A" ruby, heavily stained (about
95%) and up to 15.inches across. There are no
reserves of strategic mica.

Future possibilities:

None for productlon of strategic mica. The reserves

of feldspar, punch and scrap mica are too small and

of too little value to permit an economic operation.

The operator's request for additional funds for

stoping operations was denied by the Field Team for

the obvious reason that it did not comstitute ex-
ploration.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and
cumulative ‘costs. The “Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs’’ as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date". - * o

In preparing. Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a_number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other cquitable basis. “Operating Equipment”,s'‘Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”’, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘““Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ‘“A”’ of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs. '

Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following,.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form %/IF—IOA&
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
alpi,enft should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form,

. The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear

in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),.
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting

Under Item (1) delete words ‘‘Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
‘“Independent’’ if the eontract reported is on Form M¥F-200
(A).

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is.desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the ‘“Total
Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and .engineering costs may -have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, ete., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘‘Operating Equipment’’, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘‘Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ‘A’ of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive-or
disproportionate unit costs.

(¢) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. .

(d) Report of sales—The Operator shall provide the Govérnment with suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or
other disposition of production. '

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment

. of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. :

ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly

(c) Basis for computation.—The Government’'s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular c¢ourse of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the duyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used
herein.

At the conclusion of work on the cited property the Field
Team recommended that no certification of discovery or development
be issued to the Operator since the exploration project failed to
find any significant amount of mica. Since completing the project,
however, the Operator has extended the workings driven by IMEA and
has found and mined considerable amounts of mica and feld.apar from
which royalty has been paid to the Government.

In a recent trip to the property; field examiners found
that the feldspar and mica being mined had been made accessible
through the DMEA workings. They furthermore note there is a consider-
able guantity of these minerals remaining to be mined and therefore
have reversed their previous recommendations and now recommend the
proJect be certified.

I concur with the Field Team recommendations. The property
has benefited from IMEA work to the extent that mineable ore has been
made accessible from DMEA workings. This ore should pay royalty to
the Government so long as contract terms apply to the property or
until the amount of money spent by the Government in development of

the mine has been repaid.

After revisiting this mine recently, Mr. Bergman and
Mr. Shirley report that development and mining since completion
of the contract work has considerably changed the picture. The
Operator has stoped up to the old open cut, and is preparing for a
considerable production of feldspar. Mica w111 continue to be the
minor product, and most of it will be non-strategic.

In the time available, we cannot give a revised reserve
figure, except to say that the figures given in the May and June
reports are much too_small. Also, it is clear that the Operator
could not be doing the present work, if the work under the DMEA
contract had not been done,

Therefore, we now recommend that this project be certified
as a discovery, chiefly on the basis of feldspar reserves.

The contract approved the expenditure of $10,940 for ex-
tending an incompleted incline under an old stope of a feldspar

The map with the Final Report does not agree with the
map used in the examination report, in that the "start of the new
incline" is about 40 feet short of the supposed face of the incline, .
The 7-10 foot pegmatite cut in the incline does not coffelate well
with the 20-foot pegmatite, shown in the stope map, but probably is
the target pegmatite, Where cut the pegmatite lacks the mica column,

The money seems to ha.ve run out before the colunn could
be searched for on both sides of the incline, If actually present
and section A-A' of the examination map is reasonably correct the
ridge and lower .roll axes are probably to northeast at the
elevation of the incline or below it and the 37-foot drift should
have been driven that way instead of to the southwest.

If the incline has drained the stope and the operator is

We have completed the work called for in the above con-
tract and have submitted final engineering report.

We wish to request an amendment to this contract allowing
additional work, inasmuch as our crosscutting oneration did not
reach the main vein of mica as had been anticipated., We have in-
formation now which indicates that the former survey made was in-
correct, and we wish to do further exploration work based on a
new and accurate survey., We will, at our own expense, pump the
water from the old works and run a new survey.

The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important.
phases of operation on which permanent information is-desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need .to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs’” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs’’ as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date’”.

For instance, supervisory and .engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month.

A contract is recommended
Mica: Rum in color, marked by A-structure. From 60% to 70% is reported

to be stained. The mica could not be observed since the column in
which it occurs lies beneath the debris of the old mine cave-in.

Pegmatite: Two main pegmatiles and numerous small masses of pegmatite
.occur in the country rock, which is a hybrid variety of mica gneiss
referred to in reports as migmatite. One of the 2 main pegmatites,
the eastern, is exposed for 400 feet along the strike, elongated
in shape, with maximum thickness of 35 feet and about 140 feet in-
vertical dimension. The western pegmatite is similar in shape ranging
from an average thickness of 10 to 15 feet, to a maximum of 30 feet.

01d workings: Open cut about 400 feet long.

Method of exploring: The applicant's proposal is essentially the same
as the method of exploring recommended by the Field Team which con-
sists of 160 feet of crosscut incline extended from the existing
157 feet of incline and 100 feet of drifts and raise.

Economics_and costs: The crosscutting incline should intersect the peg-
matite after which drifting will be confined to pegmatite:. Total
footage of incline, drifts and raise amounts to 260 feet, costing
$40.00 per foot. There will be no rehabilitation costs. -

Recommendation: This work is the continuation of a program started
during World War IT and suspended when Colonial Mica Corporation
stopped buying non-ruby mica. No change in the target since.
Other pegmatites may be encountered in the driving of the incline.






This office asked the Field Team if we could justify 161 feet of
incline without prelimimary drilling. They contended that drilling
would be too expensive and only vertical drilling could be resorted
to which would be impracticable as the pegmatite is almost vertical.
After carefully weighing the pros and cons in connection with this
project we recommend a contract as outlined. The Commodity mem=-
bers of the Geological Survey and Bureau of Mines concur.

From twongeﬂmatltes, one ThO feet long and up to 150
feet deep (D section) and the other 260 feet long and 4O feét’ deep,
feldspar worth $100,000 has been produced. The value of the mica
is much less definite but probably, since it was primarily a
feldspar mine, was less than that of the feldspar, though the
claims of Mr. W. ¥. Deneen, if substantiated, mlght make a good
showing for the mica.

Unless the parallel and, as known, smaller pegmatite
shows in the proposed incline and is mica bearing, an increase in
the probable ratio of mica to feldspar in the larger pegmatite
would make a better proposition of this exploratory program.

No allowance appears to have been made for unwatering
the old cut. Since such will probably be required for safety and
working reasons, it might be well to pump out and resurvey the
underhand stope and study anew the conditions under which it will
be necessary to work, and the size of the reported "mica column."
Moving of caved muck along the easterly wall may be. worthwhile, It
now consolidated drifting in it might give access to the mica zone.
Otherwise much care must e exercised since there appears to be
not_over 20-25 feet of possible rock cover (at -16° of inclination)
over the lower end of the incline in which to work. With proper
precautions drainage of much of the stope to the present face of
incline by a diamond drill hole should be feasible. Other holes
might give credence to the "mica colum" legend. =





In good hands this feldspar-mica project has some merit.

After discussion with the field examiners, we reaffirm
our recommendation for continua&}gn of the inclineq;grosscut
begun in 194k.

A vertical drill_hole would be impractical, as the
pegmatite is almost vertical and it would be easy to miss the
target either by slight deflection of the drill, or by a slight
roll of the pegmatite. Drilling a -18° hole, 161 feet long,
from an underground station at the heading of the incline also
appears to be undesirable., At a relatively inaccessible locality
like this, unit costs on a single hole, 300 feet or less, would
be high. We believe the original plan of exploration as proposed
by Griffitts in 194k and partly carried out at that time is the
most practical method of exploring this pegmatite, even though as
pointed out by Mr. Anderson it will require over $6000_to reach
the pegmatite.. , — )

There are no_surface facilities on the property. Extent and dis-
tribution of existing workings are described in the following report and
maps prepared by W. R. Griffitts, U.5. G. S. in JuneA9Lli. Work that
was underway at that time was continued until Novembey 5, 194l when work
was suspended because the mine could not be brought into production before
the  Government suspended the buying of non-ruby mica.

" The country rock is a hybrid variety of mica gneiss that has
been termed migmatite in previous reports. It consists of lenses of quartz
and feldspar 1 to 3 inches long separated by thin layers of mica. The
parallel orientation of the lenses gives the rock a banded appearance, and
the cleavage of this rock is due to the parallel flakes of mica between the -
lenses, The mica layers benc around the lenses, hence the cleavage is not
. everywhere well developed, The strike of the layering in the rock ranges

from N, L5° E, to N, 60° E, and the dip ranges from 60. to 80 degress
southeast., Near the large pegmatite bodies, especially in the tunnel,
there are stxfaks and lenses of pegmatite in the country rock, and in
places at least half the rock is pegmatite,"®

"The pegmatite is composed of oligoclase (4b 75), gray and pink
microcline, quartz, and mica, with small amounts of thulite s calcite, and
garnet, The garnet occurs as individual crystals and as masses inter=-
grovn with quartz, Biotite is common, especially in the small cuts north
and east of the two larger cuts, Near the middle of the pegmat ites are
- masses of gray quartz. The upper part of the eastern pegmatite is said





to have consisted chiefly of microcline, whereas the lower part was
oligoclase=riche"

"The eastern pegmatite is an elongate body about 35 feet in
maximum thickness and about 140 feet in vertical dimension, It narrows
to about 5 feet near the upper and lower edges; the upper edge has been
eroded and the lower edge has not yet been reached in the mine. The
pegmatite has been exposed for HOO feet along the strike, It plunges
southwest an an angle of about 30 degrees."

"The western pegmatite is probably similar in shape and
orientation. Its average thickness is about 10 to 15 feet, and its maximum
thiclness, at the north end of the cut, is 30 feet,." ‘ ‘

"As mentioned in the discussion of country rocks, numerous
small masses of pegmatite occur in the country rock. Some masses of pege
matite occur in the cauntry rock, are entirely surrounded by pegmatite,"

"There appear to be two modes of occureence of the mica. Along

the east wall of the west cut (fear the crosscut) are books of muscovite
and biotite that occur in small lenses and fingers of pegmatite in the
country rock. Some mica books ~appear near the bottom of the east wall of
the east cut. The mica in these hanging-wall zones is not reeved, but
books more than 3 inches acgfss were observed, Much of this mica does not
sheet well., Mica also occurs with quartz in a colum that plunges southe
west near the middle of the larger pegmatite. This is the sone from which-
most of the mica has been taken, The column cannot now be seen because
the unmined portion lies beneath the debris from the cave-in. It is reported
. to have lain 30 or L0 feet above the inclined floor of the cut and to

have pitched about 30° southwest." .

"The mica is rum in color, It is marked by A-structure, with
intervening flat portions, From 60% to 70% is reported to be stained."
, "The mine was named (roog Rock after a Mr. Guggenheimer, one of
the early operators."

"The Clinchfield Products Corporation is said to have mined the
western cut in 1912 and 191, Since 1916 the Consolidated Feldspar
Corporation has owned the mine, The eastern cut was started in 1916, In
1923 and 192} a Mr. Blake worked the eastern cut for feldspar, and from
1927 to 1940 the mine was leased to W. F. Demeen, who worked in both cuts,"
After a large cave-in occured near the heading in 1939 or 1940, the
eastern cut was abondoned, and in 1940 all operations at the mine ceased,"

; "Total production of mica during the years 1925-26, 1928-29,
and 1935-39, as listed in U. S. Geological Survey Bulletin 936-A, has

amounted to 16 pounds clear sheet, 8,38l pounds stained sheet, and 18,656

pounds punch mica. Mr. Deneen claims to have sold annually mica valued

at $10,000, Total feldspar sales were reported to have amounted to
$100,000," ,

"The Consolidated Feldspar Corporation started an incline near
the river, with intentions of intersecting the mica column at a point
LO feet below the bottom of the cut, The planning of this incline
involved ‘the projecting of the mica column about 90 feet beyond its
last accurately known position., The known irregularity of most peg-
matite deposits can allow little confldence in the complete accwnxy'of
of such an extrapolatlon."

"The incline should reach thé center of the pegmatite with a
total length of about 318 feete The theoretical bearing would be
Se h8° 15! E, and the throretical slope 18° 22! or 33.2%."

"If the incline does not intersect the mica zone, drifts can be
driven to the northeast and southwest in a search for it., The most
certain method of finding the mica would be to drift northeast for
about 60 feet. If this does not locate the mica, a raise of about 30-
feet should intersect it. The raise should e extended to the cut to
provide ventilation far the incline,

"It is possible that other pegmatites may be encountered in the
driving of the incline," .





The operation by the Bonsolidated Feldspar Corporation began
on April 105 1944 and was suspended on November 5, 19L4i, Work completed
consisted ‘of dewatering the old mine to permit an accurate survey and the
driving of 157 feet of 6 x 7' crossgutting incline at a - 16° slope,
The Colonial Mica Corporation advanced the Operator $L518,69 for this Works

As pointed out in Griffitts l9hh report the inclined _crosscut
will need to be about 318 feet in length, with the possible additional
requirements of approx1mately 100 feet of drift and raise. As 157 feet
of the incline has been completed,only 161 feet of crosscut will “be needed,
This incline is now filled with water, but it €an be removed in about 10
hours of pumplng time, Although, as indicated in Griffitits' report
approximately SO percent of the mica may bs stained, there appears to be
an exeellent possibility that significant reserwves of strategic quallty
mica exists at this deposit. Therefore, exploration assistance is receme
mended as follows:

Construct approximately 2400 feet of access road.
Construct toolhouse ~ Hoist House

Construct exploder and powder magazines

Drive 160 feet of crosscutting incline at »(§6° - 18?1
Drive 100 feet of drift or raise.
