Books one inch thick are stained and badly ruled. About 2 lbs:. of
trimmed mica in small sizes was the total production for 2 months
by the applicant. The mica is too severely ruled to al;Low trimming
of strategic size. Mica occurs in quartz and soda felspar matrix.


The pegmatite is 4 feet thick, undulating and non-conformable
in unweathered, garnetiferous biotite gneiss.


Old workings consist of three pits aligned down a 45° slope ­
30 to 40 feet apart. The lowest pit about 25 feet deep and 25 feet


. wide has a j oint system in biotite gneiss and a prominent fault,.


The Field Team does not believe that ruling will become less
with depth nor is it thought that the ·fault is confined to the bottom
cut. The fault plane probably extends upslope to offset the pE~gmatite


and facilitate ruling.


It is' recommended that exploration be denied. The Nonmeta.llic
Minerals Division concurs in the recommendation. The Commodity Divi.sions
of the Geological Survey and the Bureau of Mines also concur in the recom­
mendation.
