2. Comments:
Government assistance was requested to explore a 


pegmatite that is exposed for 60 feet along its strike. 
Fematite and Country Rock: Vertical and conformable 


in a 1-foot zone of brown mica schist. Surrounding the schist 
is a weathered to hard biotite gneiss. The schiat contains 
some suphides. The foliation of the enclosing rocks dip 
vertically and strikes N30°E. 


Massive white quartz, 6 feet in thickness outcrops in 
the center of the pegmatite which is 20 feet wide. 


Mica: Muscovite is abundant, but consists entirely 
of scrap, non-strategic mica. It is found in green, wedge "At' 
blocks(3-4 inches wide) of extremely poor quality.	 - 


Nine Workings: A trench 75 feet long, 10 feet deep 
and 20 feet wide extends along the strike of the pegniatité. 
An old caved adit extends for an unknown distance on the west 
side of the cut.







Recommendations: 
The Field Team recommends that the application be denied 
because of poor quality muscovite. 
The Nonmetallic Minerals Division concurs in the recoinmenda.-.

The applicants requested assistance in exploring a 
peginatite of which they supplied little in.forination. 


Some work had been done on the pegmatite years ago, and 
recent stripping by bulldozing revealed a vertical, 20.-foot wide 
peginatite for 60 feet. The peginatite has a quartz core 6 feet 
wide. "?4iscovite Is abundant, but consists entirely of scrap, 
non-strategic mica. It is found in green, wedge "A" blocks 
(3-1+ in. wide) of extremely poor quality.". 


With the Field Team the examiners recoxmnend denial of 
the application.
