Mica: small crystals of green wedge "A", scrap 
muscovite exist' on a dump, and disseminated in 
the pegmatite. 
Peinatite: all workings are in a very highly 
weathered kaolinized lO'7-foot wide ('i) pegrnatite 
composed of soda and potash feldspar, quart 
sericite and muscovite. Graphic granite textures 
are predominant.

The examiners found a 107—foot' wide graphic granite 
pegrnatite on which considerable work had been done. Only a 
very small percentage of the mica recovered (coo pounds) by the 
applicant is of strategic grade and only small jenerally scrap 
grade mica shows where the pegmatite is exposed. 


The examiners consider the pegmatite has been 
thoroughly explored and further work is not warranted.
