No good penatite outcrops exist, only biotite gneiss and 
quartz veins. A small pegrnatite having two crystals of 
green muscovite was seen. 


Old workings: 
Two small Q3fl cuts. 


Method of exploring: 
Applicant wanted an open cut operation. 


Comments:
This is a case of an application which furnished very little 
information. It raises the question whether the applicant 
should be pressed for more information before referral to 
field. However, the Field Team Report indicates that efforts 
to secure more information would probably have been fruitless. 
So it appears the best we can do is refer such cases to the 
field for examination. 


Recommendations: 
The Nonmetallic Minerals Division and the Commodity- Members 
of the Bureau of Mines and Geological Survey concur in the 
Field Team's recommendation to deny the application.
