Subject: Review of Field Team report.

The applicent requested assistance in exploring, by
bulldozing, crosscutting and drifting, a pegmatite from which,
according to the applicant, highegrade mica was obtained during
World War I.

The examiners found that the pegmatite had been explored
by numerous openings which afforded many faces and in none of them
was strategic mica visible, nor, apparently, did the openings
indicate that other than scrap size mica had been found in the
course of the work.

The examiners conclude that the old openings permit
appraisal of the potential of the pegmatite and new work probably
would show only scrap ruby mscovite. They and the Field Team
recommend denial of the application. S

I concur with that recommendation.
