A flat lying, doubly dipping mica quartz rich pegmatite
is exposed in a 12-foot deep bulldozer cut and an adit 38 feet in
length driven on the strike.

The pegmatite shows evidence of considerable late and
post-pegmatite movements and is abruptly truncated to the south
by a steep inclined fault. The pegmatite is limited in size and
its contained mica is entirely scrap quality.

Because of the poor quality of the mica and the very
limited size of the pegmatite, the Field Team recommended that
the application be denied.

The Nonmetallic Minerals Division and the Commodity
Divisions of the Geological Survey and the Bureau of Mines concur
in the recommendation.
