(d) Report.of sales—The Operator shall provide the Government with ‘suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or
other disposition of production. - : S ,

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make thém, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. . The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. , -

ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see. Article
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. ’

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development,
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Govérnment without interest is fully repaid,
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development,
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. Sen Avnex 1T,

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ;-except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” -as that term is used
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds” .
as that term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled),
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, cohcentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in
which and at the time when it is so used. _“Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the
market value, whichever is greater. ) _

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (11%) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight

dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (14)

percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)

per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 16—70618-1
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(For‘ instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-

= (£). Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided
in this article. .o S K

(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production of
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty
to any purchaser of thé¢ production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation
on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. .

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when theé notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph “(b) ” is in addition to any other remedy
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
such rights shall be fully preserved. SO

ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or fnay be
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. Co

ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis:
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit.

2, Mica: Flat, hard, and easily split, containing some biotite
staining. Very little recovered, percentage of sheet recovery is
about 6%. In both headings pegmatite is barren of mica.

Future Possibilities: None, because of small recovery and low indi-
cated potential of "mine-run-block" mica.

Recommendations: The Nonmetallic Minerals Division and the Commodity
Members of the Buresu of Mines and Geological Survey concur in the
Field Team's recommendation not to certify,

- Freeman started work on September 6, 1955. On September 19,
1955, the examiners reported, "Incline shaft sinking is under way,
and is now at 12 feet. All of the work, with the exception of a
little muck in the bottom of the original cut, has been in pegmatite
. composed of feldspar, scattered quartz, minor muscovite, and
considerable biotite mica. The body at this point is 4 to 5 feet
thick."

Under date of October 3, 1955, the examiners' reported, |
"Incllne shaft sinking continues on this contract, and is now
at 18 feet. . . . The pegmatite is reported to be 3 to 3.5 feet’
thick in the present bottom, and an estimated 500 pounds of block
mica has been recovered to date from all work completed.”





Later reports, January 3, 1956, and January 18, 1956, say
no further work was done. The present applicant proposes to resume
the work and to assume the liabilities incurred by Freeman.

(d) Report of sales—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or
other disposition of production.

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts.

ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall deseribe broadly
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. '

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or

the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used
herein.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled),
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in
when the Government elects to require computation and payment.

(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production of
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty
to any purchaser of the production, -and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Govérnment and to furhish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by-the
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation

(¢) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

~ The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

_ Preparation of Form MF—-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his

e form.

 The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear

in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms. . )

Under Item (1) delete words “Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form NPF—200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
gervices incurred for the exploratory operations.

" places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
" phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will ‘be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rebhabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other cquitable basis. “Operating Equipment”’, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DM EA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ““A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

(d) Report of sales—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or
other disposition of production.

- (e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts.

ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development,
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid,
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development,
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. See Annex II.

(¢) Basis for computation—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds”
as that term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form ; excluding fabricating or
manufacturing. ‘

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled),
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in
which and at the time when it is so used. “Val}le” as here used means what is or would be gross income
from mining operations for percentagé depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the
market value, whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (11%). percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight

dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (14)

percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)

per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 16—70818-1
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(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (11%4) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (314) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided
in this article. ' g

(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production of
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. ‘

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation
on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. °

ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. '

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph “(b)” is in addition to any other remedy
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
such rights shall be fully preserved. ' i

ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator,.or may be
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit. ‘
