ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers ‘or fails to retain his
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the ‘Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that

term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,

concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov- .
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and paymeént of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-

- grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-

ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at
the time it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,
whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (11%4) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (%) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
(1%%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (31%) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operatlons, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.

SECTION 2. In consideration of the foregoing, the lessee agrees:.

(a) Production. To begin production within......l12.. .. months and to continue production
thereafter unless operations are interrupted by strikes, the elements or casualties not attrib-
utable to the lessee. The lessor may grant reasonable extensions of time for the commencement
of production, and may authorize suspensions of production for reasonable periods of time in the
interest of conservation or when” the lease cannot be successfully operated at a profit, or for
other reasons when such action does not adversely affect the interest of the United States.

(b} Rental. To pay to the lessor annually in advance, beginning with the date of this
lease, rental of $.10.00 . . for each acre or fraction thereof for each lease year until pro-
duction commences, the rental payment for the year in which production commences to be credited
on royalties that accrue during that lease year.

(¢) Royalty. To pay the lessor within 30 days after the end of each period prescribed in
subsection (f) of this section a royalty of....8 .. percent of the gross value of the minerals
mined hereunder at the point of shipment to market, such point of shipment to be the mine or
preparation plant, as the case may be. The lessee agrees that the Secretary of the Interior, for
the purpose of determining the royalties due hereunder, may establish reasonable minimum values
for the minerals mined, due consideration being given to the highest price paid for a part or a
majority of the production of minerals of like quality produced from the same general area, the
price received by the lessee, posted prices, and other relevant matters.

(d) Minimum Royalty. If there is no production or if royalties under subsection (c) of
this section total less than $.25.00... ... . in any lease year, to pay the lessor a sum equal to the
difference between such royalties and $25,00. ... ... . , such minimum royalty obligation to become
effective the first lease year commencing after production begins, and 1o be payable within 30
days following the end of the lease year for which due. Lessor may, in its discretion, suspend
the minimum royalty requirement when production is interrupted or suspended as provided in sub-
section (a).

(¢) Bond. To furnish and maintain a bond in the sumof $ 520.00 . conditioned upon
compliance with the terms and conditions of this lease.

(f) Statement. To furnish for each month or such other period as may be designated by the
District Mining Supervisor of the Geological Survey, statements in detail, in such form as may
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prescribed by him, 1/ of the amount and value of output from the leasehold during such period for
use in determining royalties, such statements to be furnished within 30 days from the close of
the month or period so designated. Falsification of such statements shall be grounds for cancel-
lation of the lease. 2/

(g) Inspection. To permit at all reasonable times: (1) inspection by any duly authorized
officer of the supervising agencies, of the leased premises and all surface and underground im-
provements, works, machinery, equipment, and all books and records pertaining to operations and
surveys or investigations under this lease; and (R) the lessor to make copies of and extracts
from any or all books and records pertaining to operations under this lease.

(h) Maps--Reports. To furnish in duplicate to the District Mining Supervisor, at such
times as he may require, a plat in the manner and form prescribed by him 1/ showing prospecting
and development work and improvements on the lease land and other related information, with a re-
port as to all buildings, structures, and other works or equipment, situated elsewhere and owned
or operated in conjunction with, or as a part of the operations conducted hereunder.

(i) Operations. To conduct operations in compliance with all Federal and State laws and
the operating regulations of the Department of the Interior (30 CFR, Chap. II, Part 231), which
are made a part hereof, and to exercise reasonable diligence, skill and care in the operation of
the property, and to carry on all operations in accordance with approved methods and practices,
having due regard for the prevention of damage to mineral deposits, water horizons and property,
injury to life and health, and economic waste.

(j) Taxes. To pay when due all taxes lawfully assessed and levied under the laws of the
State or the United States upon improvements, output of mines, and other rights, property and
assets of the lessee. .

(k) Deliver Premises. To deliver up to the lessor in good order and condition and subject
to the provisions of Section 9 hereof on the termination of this lease as a result of forfeiture
thereof the lands covered thereby, including all underground timbering and such other supports
and structures as are necessary for the preservation of the mine.

(1) Assignment. Not to assign this lease, or any interest therein, whether by direct as-
signment, operating agreement, working or royalty interest, or otherwise, nor sublet any portion
of the leased premises, except with the approval in writing of the lessor. All such assignments
or subleases must be submitted in triplicate within S0 days from the date of execution and must
contain all of the terms and conditions agreed upon by the parties thereto. No overriding royal-
ties or payments out of production shall be created which would exceed 1/2 the royalties payable
under this lease to the lessor. An assignment of all or part of the record title to a portion of
the acreage in the lease shall separate the lease into separate leaseholds and the terms hereof
shall apply separately to the segregated portions. Advance annual rental payments if previously
terminated shall be resumed as to an undeveloped segregated portion on the next anniversary date
of the lease, the minimum royalty payment herein specified shall apply separately to the segre-
gated portions and the time allowed within which to commence operations on an undeveloped segre-—
gated portion shall be such reasonable period as shall be prescribed by the lessor at the time
the assignment is approved.

(m) Nondiscrimination. Not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for employ-
ment because of race, creed, color, or national origin, and to require an identical provision to
be included in all subcontracts.

(n) Payments. To make all payments to the lessor under this section as directed, such pay-
ments to be made to the order of the Treasurer of the United States.

SECTION 3. In further consideration of the foregoing, the lessee also agrees:

(a) Protection of Property. To conduct all operations authorized by this lease with due
regard for good land management; not to cut or destroy timber without first obtaining permission
from the authorized representative of-the Secretary of Agriculture, and to pay for all such timber
cut or destroyed at rates prescribed by such representative; to avoid unnecessary damage to im-
provements, timber, crops, or other cover; whenever practicable, to control soil erosion result-
ing from the operation; to prevent pollution of soil and water resources; unless otherwise author-
ized by the representative of the Secretary of Agriculture, not to carry on operations, make
excavations, construct tunnels, drill, or otherwise disturb the surface of the leased land within
200 feet of any building standing on the leased land; whenever required in writing by the author-
ized representative of the Secretary of Agriculture, to fence all sump holes and other exca-
vations made by lessee.

(b) Forest, Brush and Grass Fire Precautions. To do all in his power to prevent and sup-
press forest, brush and grass fires on the leased land and in its vicinity, and to require his
employees, contractors, subcontractors, and employees of contractors or subcontractors to do
likewise. Unless prevented by circumstances over which he has no control, the lessee shall place
his employees, contractors, subcontractors, and employees of contractors and subcontractors em-
ployed on the leased land at the disposal of any authorized officer of the Departiment of Agricuoture

1/ All forms herein required are subject to approval by the Bureau of the Budget in accordance
with the Federal Reports Act of 1942.

2/ 18 U.S.C. sec. 1001 makes it a crime for any person knowingly and wilfully to submit or cause
to be submitted to any agency of the United States any false or fraudulent statement as to any
matter within its jurisdicti‘ ‘
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for the purpose of fighting forest, brush, or grass fires, with the understanding that payment
for such services shall be made at rates to be determined by the authorized representative of the
Secretary of Agriculture, which rates shall not be less than the current rates of pay prevailing
in the vicinity for services of a similar character; except that if the lessee, his employees,
contractors, subcontractors, or employees of contractors or subcontractors caused or could have
prevented the origin or spread of said fire or fires, no payment shall be made for services so
rendered.

During periods of serious fire danger to forest, brush, or grass, as may be specified by the
authorized representative of the Secretary of Agriculture, the lessee shall prohibit smoking and
the building of camp and lunch fires by his employees, contractors, subconiractors, and employees
of contractors or subcontractors, within the leased area except at established camps, and shall
enforce this prohibition by all means within his power. However, the authorized representative
of the Secretary of Agriculture may designate safe places where, after all inflammable material
has been cleared away, campfires may be built for the purpose of heating lunches and where, at
the option of the lessee, smoking may be permitted.

The lessee shall not burn rubbish, trash, or other inflammable material except with the con-
sent of the authorized representative of the Secretary of Agriculture and shall not use explo-
sives in such manner as to scatter inflammable materials on the surface of the land during the
forest, brush or grass fire season, except as authorized to do so or on areas approved by such
representative.

The lessee shall build or construct such fire lines or do such clearing on the leased land
as the authorized representative of the Secretary of Agriculture decides is necessary for forest,
brush, and grass fire prevention and shall maintain such fire tools at his headquarters on the
leased land as are deemed necessary by such representative.

(c) Damage to Property. To pay the lessor or its tenant, as the case may be, for any and
all damage to or destruction of property caused by the lessee's operations hereunder; to save and
hold the lessor or its tenant harmless from all damage or claims for damage to persons or property
resulting from the lessee's operations under this lease; and where the surface of the leased land
is owned by other than the lessor, to pay such owner, or his tenant, as the case may be, for dam-
age or injury to livestock, crops, trees, pipelines, buildings, and other improvements on the
leased land.

(d) Restoration of Surface of Land. Upon any partial or total relinquishment, cancellation
or expiration of this lease, as to that part of the leased land as to which the lessee's rights
have terminated and to the extent deemed necessary by the authorized representative of the Sec-
retary of Agriculture, to fill all sump holes, ditches and other excavations, remove or cover all
debris, and, so far as reasonably possible, restore the surface of the leased land to its former
condition, including the removal of structures as and if required.

(e) Department of Agricultiure Regulations. To comply with all the rules and regulations of
the Secretary of Agriculture governing the national forests or other lands under his jurisdiction
which are embraced in this lease.

(f) Special Stipulations.

(&) The lands included within this lease are within the Mt. Mitchell Game Management Area.
All Federal and State laws and regulations relating to carrying firearms, hunting, fishing
or trapping, &s well as all other regulations appliceble to the area, must be complied with.

(b) Lessee will construct and meintein ell roads needed for this operation on locations and
to standards approved vy the rorest Supervisor.

(c) The lessee will orevent treallings, weshing, silt, chemicals or debris from entering the
Setrock Creek, its tributaries, or any other streams or waters, and will prevent any
change in the quality of water that may be damaging to recreetion, fish and wildlife, or
to waterpower equipment.

(d) The lessee will teke measures to prevent and/or control soil erosion in & menner
satisfactory to the Forest Supervisor.

(g) Appropriate Agency Official. To address all matters relating to this section to.. ...
________ Forest. Sup'vr, North Carolina Nat'l Forestat P.Q. Box.T31, Asheville, N. Carcline who is the
authorized representative of the Secretary of Agriculture, or to such other represcntative as
may, from time to time, be designated provided that such designation shall be in writing and be
delivered to the lessee or his agent as provided by Section 4 hereof.

SECTION 4. Lessee—Agent. Prior to the beginning of operations the lessee shall appoint
and maintain at all times during the term of this lease a local agent upon whom may be served
written orders or notices respecting matters contained in this lease, and shall inform the au-
thorized representative of the Secretary of Agriculture, and the District Mining Supervisor of
the Geological Survey, in writing, of the name and address of such agent. If a substitute
agent is appointed, the lessee shall immediately so inform the said representatives.

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SECTION 5. Renewal of Lease. If, upon the expiration of this lease, the issuance for an
ensuing period of a lease of similar character is determined to be in the public interest, and
all of the terms hereof have been satisfactorily complied with, and the lessee is then qualified,
he shall be accorded a preference in the issuance of said ensuing lease upon such reasonable
terms and considerations as may be prescribed by the Secretary of the Interior, unless otherwise
provided by law. The exercise of such preference right shall be in accordance with regulations
prescribed by the Secretary of the Interior.

SECTION 6. The lessor expressly reserves:

(a) Rights Reserved. The right to permit for joint or several use easements or rights-of-
way, including easements in tunnels upon, through, or in the land leased, occupied, or used as
may be necessary or appropriate to the working of the same or other lands, and the preparation
and shipment of the products thereof by or under authority of the Government, its lessees or per-
mittees, and for other public purposes.

(b) Monopoly and Fair Prices. Full power and authority to promulgate and enforce all orders
necessary to insure the sale of the production of the leased lands to the United States and to
the public at reasonable prices, to protect the interest of the United States, to prevent mo-
nopoly, and to safeguard the public welfare.

(c) Fissionable materials. All fissionable source materials, together with the right, at

any and all times, to enter upon the lands and prospect for, mine and remove such materials, pur-
suant to Executive Order No. 9908 (12 F. R. 82R3).
' (d) Waiver of Conditions. The right to waive any breach of the covenants and conditions
contained herein, but any such waiver shall extend only to the particular breach so waived and
shall not limit the rights of the lessor with respect to any future breach; nor shall the waiver
of a particular cause of forfeiture prevent cancellation of this lease for any other cause, or
for the same cause occurring at another time.

SECTION 7. It is mutually agreed:

(a) Strip Mining. That this lease does not authorize mining or removal of minerals by
stripping or contour mining unless otherwise specifically authorized herein.

(b) Reduction or Smelting of Ores. That the reduction or smelting of ores on the leased
land is expressly prohibited in the absence of an agreement between the lessee and the designated
representative of the Secretary of Agriculture authorizing such use of the surface of the land
and providing for the necessary protection of life and property. Such agreement shall contain
all of the terms and conditions under which the reduction or smelting of ores may be carried on
and any violation of that agreement shall be considered a violation of the terms of this lease
for the purpose of Section 9.

(c) Uses and Disposition of Surface. That the }eased land shall be subject at all times
to any other lawful uses or sale by the United States, its lessees, permittees, licensees, and
assigns; provided that such uses or sale shall not prevent, obstruct, or unduly interfere with
any privilege granted under this lease.

(d) Granting Leases_for Other Mimerals. That the granting of this lease will not preclude
the issuance of other leases of the same land for the mining of other minerals with suitable
stipulations as to joint operations, in order that full development of the mineral resources may
be obtained.

SECTION 8. Relinquishment of Lease. Upon payment of all rentals, royalties and other debts
due and payable to the lessor and upon payment of all wages or moneys due and payable to the
workmen employed by the lessee, the lessed may, upon a satisfactory showing that the public in-
terest will not be impaired, surrender all or any subdivision or subdivisions of the area in-
cluded in the lease. 1In no case will the lease be terminated in whole or in part until and un-
less the lessee shall have made provision for the preservation of any mines and mincral deposits
or productive works or permanent improvements on the lands covered thereby and complied with
Section 3(d) hereof. A surrender must be by a relinquishment filed, in triplicate, with the Ad-
ministrator, Bureau of Land Monagement. A relinquishment upon its approval shall take effect
as of the date it is filed.

SECTION 9. Removal of Equipment, etc., on Termination of Lease. On termination of +this
lease, by surrender, forfeiture, or otherwise the lessee shall have the privilege at any time
within a period of 90 days thereafter of removing from the premises all machinery, eqguipment,
tools and materials, other than underground timbering placed by the lessee in or on the leased
lands, which are not necessary for the preservation of the mine. Any materials, tools, appli-
ances, machinery, structures and equipment, subject to removal as above provided, which are allowed
to remain on the leased land shall become the property of the lessor on expiration of the 90-day
period or such extension thereof as may be granted by the lessor, but the lessee shall remove
any or all of such property when so directed by the lessor.

SECTION 10. Proceedings in case of default. If the lessee does not comply with the appli-
cable regulations made a part hereof or the terms of this lease and such default coutinucc for a
period of 30 days after service of written notice thereof by the lessor, the lease may be can-
celed by the Administrator, Bureau of Land Management. However, if production has commenced on

" . o la- .
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the lease, it may be canceled only by appropriate proceedings in a court of competent jurisdiction;
but this provision does not apply to leases issued for a period of five years or less which may
be canceled in the manner stated above. Furthermore, if the lessee fails to take prompt and nec-
essary steps to prevent loss or damage to the mine, property, or premises, or danger to the em-
ployees, the lessor may enter on the premises and take such measures as may be deemed necessary
to prevent such loss or damage or to correct the dangerous or unsafe condition of the mine or
works thereof, which shall be at the expense of the lessee, but the lessee shall not be held re-
sponsible for delays or casualties occasioned by causes beyond the lessee's control.

SECTION 11. Heirs and successors-in-interest. It is further agreed that each obligation
hereunder shall extend to and be binding upon, and every benefit hereof shall inure to, the heirs,
executors, administrators, successors, or assigns of the respective parties hereto.

") - Certification of Discovery - In conclusive results from
the small amount of work completed did not justify issuance of a
certification of discovery or development, however, a royalty pro-
- vision was incorporated in the termination agreement of October
18, 1957, to protect the Goverrment's intérest in the event sub-
sequent épbrations resulted in production.

"5 - Comments -~ Work started on December 10, 1956, but was
delayed because of inclément weather. The operator completed an
access road, contructed.a tool shed, and moved in equipment and
supplies. After sinking only 21 feet of shaft he failed to pursue
the work diligently. Disagreements between the partners, diffi-
culties with the Forest Service over the access road, as well as
disappointment in the quality of the mica encountered, undoubtedly,
affected the operations. However, the Field Team succeeded in ob-
taining an extension of six months of the Forest Service permit, ‘
provided the operator's repaired the access road to comply with the
Forest Service's specifications. The DMEA also granted an extension
for the completion of the work,

resume work. Although one of the partners on several occasions indicated
his willingness to contimue the project, the other partner who evidently
was the financial backer, had lost interest and requested termination of
the contract.

The contract was eventially terminated short of com-
pletion, with a psaudo-certification of discovery.

A considerable amount of rather poor quality muscovite was
recovered from the limited incline work, of which apprcximétely
150 to 200 pounds waé processed for sales A total of 9.94 pounds
of sheet was sold for $91.95, Approximately 1,000 pounds of very
light—brdwnish muscovite was left strewn around the incline portal
and dump. The muscovite was in books, sheets and films up to_15»
inches across. Most of the muscovite was in soft intergrown,
locky, flat to wedge "A" books, with some minor oxide staining
particularly along the reeving. Very little if any of this mica
was of anything but serap value. The contract work completed was
too limited to materially change the interpretation of the environ-

ment and potential outlined in the examination report.

It
is doubtful if the two partners will agree on a course of
action, and it is doubtful if Mr. Wilson is financially able
to go on without Mr. Aldridge's participation.

As far as we are concerned, this project is in-
adequately explored and the target is still as good as it was
originally. But we do not think it can be completed satis-
factorily by the present Operator. Also, it seems certain that the
Forest Service will refuse to sanction another extension
without completely rebuilding the access road to conform to their
specifications for an access roads They reluctantly agreed to
a six month extension last March,-and they are not likely to
agree to another.

Termination without certification or termination with
pseudo-certification would, in effect, reward the Operator for
inefficient work. Mr., Aldridge has lost interest and wants to
quit, but he should be permitted to do so ohly by repayment of
the Government?s contribution. Based on the past six months
experience, we could put no faith in any promises: by the
Operator to begin promptly and carry out the work efficiently.
- It may be worth noting that Mr, Aldridge now owes royalties on
three projects and has not paid even after being Teminded.

We recommend termination for default, with demand for

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;

(¢) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished; and any unusual
difficulties encountered-must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated.with maps or sketches
showing formations. penetrated dnd location and assays
of samples. taken as well as advances in _workings. In
the case .of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and:inclination of holes is to. be shown on a map;
logs apd-assays also are.to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original’ahd four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month followjng. L .

Preparation of -Form MF-104—O0perator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the dpplicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
ager}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms:

Under Item (1) delete words ‘“Short Form” if the contract

The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other admmlstrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. * The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-

ments, etc.” . The reason for not distribating these items on a monthly basis is doubtless -

clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been demgned to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs’” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have

" to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other cquitable basis. “Operating Equipment”, ‘“Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:

(a) Form MF-104,—0O0perator’'s Monthly Report and

Voucher.—This form' details expenditures and consti-

. tutes a vouchér for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs; ’

() Form MF-104A-—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—~This is a statistical report of expenditures
which- shows .costs for the various, types of operation;
and N .

(¢) Narrative.—A -concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficlilties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Vouchier. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—OQperator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aﬁent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form. ’ . ’

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is réadily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ““Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent’ if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form NFF—200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
ust:jd(ix)l. the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

" dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etec., and giving the

third party will be.reported under ?Rental’”’. The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under ‘“‘Purchase’”. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
zgon 'ot' equipment owned will be reported under * Deprecia-
ion’’,

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, ete., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be r,eported
under items (2) and (3).

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixéd improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3). .

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, lability insurance, workmen’s compensation
Insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other stven categories.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,
“Certified True Copy (or Transcript)’’, followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an ‘“‘on-site’” audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator’s books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original -or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher.

Preparation of Form MF:104x:1-0perator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to

~ furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. {1t vull be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported. with the exception .of three.items the costs. of
which"are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operatmg Equ1p-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire tontract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative.costs. The “Total Costs’” on Form MF-104A for reach month should equal
the monthly *“Total Costs’”” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”. ‘

"~ In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other cquitable basis. “Operating Equipment”, *‘Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ““A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for

the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual cxrcumstances causing excessive or .

ment to this Report and Voucher.® Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and.location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or chirn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is.to be shown on & map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following. - )

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher—All the applicable spaces in® Form MTF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ‘Short Form”’ if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). 'Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MpF—ZOO as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations.

(a¢) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes & voucher for réimbursing .the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs; = .

(b) Fqgrh MF§104A"—0peratér{s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report:—This is a statistical. report of expenditures
which shows, costs for the .various types of operation;
and N

(¢) Narrative~~A concise narrative description _of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever pdssible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in

an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ‘“Short Form”’ if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract. ° '

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not

include labor, supervision and technical services used for

work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
use(:ld((isr)l. the project other than that used under items (5)
an . .

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be ‘reported under ‘‘Rental”;’ The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under ‘“Purchase’’. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
Egon, pf equipment owned will be reported under ‘‘ Deprecia-
ion”’.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reporbed
under items (2) and (3). :

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen’s compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other stven categories. .

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolis,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,

The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. Jt will be necessary for the ‘Operator to distribute his

costs among the applicable phascs reported with the exception of three items the costs of’

which are.not to be distributed by the Operator. These thtce itemis are: “Operating Equip-

ment Purchased”, ‘“Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-

ments, etc.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribixtion might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire<contract period. -

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF+104 for both monthly and
cumulative, costs. The “Total Costs’”” on Form MF-104A for-each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs’” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”. :

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the yarious phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other cquitable basis. “Operating Equipment’’, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etec.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary.

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of

the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is‘used by the Operator in inte-

- grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-

ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at
the time it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,
whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (11%4) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (%) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
(1Y%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (31%) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.
