No strategic mica has been sold from these prospects.

Miller Progpect:

A trench exposes a graphic granite body at least
25 feet thick and a 5-foot barren pegmatite conformable to
enclosing biotite-hornblende gneiss.

Reported production is 200 pounds of green beryl
and some radioactive minerals. None of these were found on
the dump by the examiners.

Parsgons No., 1 Prospect:

A cut 100! x 12' x 10 exposes a small graphic
granite body. Black accessory tourmaline crystals up to
2 inches long exist in dump.

Parsons No, 2 Prospect:
