Reference:
This is the same prospect that was covered by Docket No. 
DMEA-4]24, under which the application was denied by 
letter of March 15, 1956. The applicants were Sherrill 
Huakins, Paul Petty, Grover Grindstaff and John Tipton, 
and the property was named the Willis Prospect. The Field 
Team discussed this with the subject applicants, who said 
they were unaware of the previous application. 


Recommendations: 
The field e,riin(nsrs visited the property, saw that no 
additional work had been done since the first application 
and therefore spent no time at the property. The Non.-
metallic Minerals Division and the Commodity Msmbers of 
the Geological Sur7ey and the Bureau of Mines concur in 
the Field Team's recommendation to deny the application.
