We note (2d) that consent to lein may be postponed until remainder 
of application has been prepared and expense thereof incurred. Under ex-
istingciroumstanoea, we cannot advise our client to underttake this expen-
diture. Among other items, we do not care to rebid the. job ourselves or 
have our client as others to do so without additional data.W The proposal 
is novel, we must4 admit. Without express information as to our previous 
failures to comply, we are not sure our corrections will meet with approval. 
This might end in 2 or 3 rebiddings by all contractors qOn6rfl,as well 
as ebsolesance of figure weed in bids. We are sure t1.t you can appreciate 
our view point in this regard. 


We have dpne enough work to assure ourselves that titanium is 
present in the sands beneath the Sound. We do not know, however, extent 
and/or tenor of ore. Although we do not know formation contacts, site of 
veins ( if any, and we doubt their existanoe) beneath the water, these date 
are not essentially a part of prospection, or exploration for that matter 
(4th). Their determination, and checking by your çirganization, is an under-
taking of more magnitude than is justified by the utility of a loan because 
the work would have been done by the time such a project were completed. 


Wehave gone far enough with you to realize that your program is not 
geared to a project of this kind. We will, therefore, with your permission1 
break off negotiations and seek venture capitol elsewhere. 


We want you to realize that this decision is reached not in a feeling 
of pique, but rather to facilitate your handling of mthher and more feasible 
projects, as well as permitting us to concentrate on other and more profit-
able facets of our olents' needs.

In reply to yours of August 24, 1956. We can now have copies made 


of all pertinent information on the geology of the Atlantic Coastal Plain, including 


discussions of secertation along that coast, together with geological map of Eastern

We can have the required number of copies of the map, as it appears in the 


lease, prepared, together with copies of such geological cross sections as appear in 


the literature of the Atlantic Coastal plain showing the logs of such oil wells as 


have been drilled in the area insofar as they have been published. 


We cannot of course, give you a geological map of the bottom of Pam].ioo 


sound. If we could, we do not think a loan would be necessary for the exploration 


would have been done.

You set up, I think some 8 cost categories, the first of which is 


Independent Contractors" and specify very clearly to layman that contract labor, 


materials, equipment, repairs, building, miscellaneous 1ems are NOT to be included 


in the further numbered categories. 


Before going to the trouble of rebidding this contract, we would like a 


definite statement on this item. 


The lease attached, made a part of the original application, did describe 


the property as adequately as we have a description. Will you please indicate what 


more description is necessary than by bearing (N-S,EW), latitude, longitude, (as per 


our current understanding) county lines, etc. In view of the fact that the Congress 


did not specify as distinct boundaries as w have given you, when they handed tidelands 


back to the states, I fail to see how a creatre of the Congress can demand that 


we be more specific than the original bill. Wi'llease, be as specific as you 


can on this item. 


We realize,of course, that this is probably one of the two first application 


of this kind to be processed by you. It certainly is for us. We hope, therefore, 


that you will be as specific as you can in order to save us both time. 


There is no point, whatsoever, in our filing another application, either 


for the general project, or for fifteen separate ones until you have made up your 


mind which you desire. Will you therefore, give this matter serious consideration. 


In t meantime, we will think of hbw we can prepare the fifteen separate applications 


using te same &nformation. 


Of course a second reading of our lettex has already convinced you that we 


do not have the impression that the language ofa consent to lien must be a part 


of every mining lease" You have, however, answered our question (as have our own 


attorneys) by indicating that the Uovernment will require separate consent of lease 


on your forms, even if the leaser were to make a Government Consent of leases form 


a part of each lease.

The second subparagraph of thisnumbered paragrasays in effect that you 


do not know what form of consent is to be used when a state is involved. If 


you cannot find out, please let us know at once so that we can advise client to 


seek financing elsewhere. 


In view of the fact that our ony copy of the lease is in your hands, we 


must secure additional ones for any further application.


I hope to be in D.C. during the early part of September, will try to see 


some one in your office relative to this matter. Perhaps an off-the-record 


discussion may serve to clarify, 


We might as well face the fact that this is an unusual application. It 


is tidelands; it is submarine; it involves an area (under amlico sound) where 


no geological work has been done; no adequate maps of such sub sea areas exist. 


Now, these are facts. We can,perhaps, produce generalize cross section guesses 


at sub-sea geological maps, logs of Jersey oil wells ( I think Spangler published 


some), and similar material. None of this changes the basic facts. 


Or client wants answer not because he is oantakj us, but because he wants 
to get to work. If it is to take thousands of dollars ad months of time., I do 


not think he has his answer. 


So. lets sit down face to face and talk it out for a few hours. We may 


not arrive at an answer in terms of the governmental frame work, but we will have 


something concrete upon which to advise our client.

Dear Mr. Dacan: 


We have your letter of September 7 in which you question the need for 500 
copies of Form MF-205. 


We have at hand today some 18 oopis of this form, derived from all sources. 
If your Mr. Hauk is correct in his possible inference that the state of 
North Carolina is to be required to sign consent to lend for lease in each 
of the 16 counties, it is perfectly obvious that we do not have enough 
copies for that one purpose alone. In addition there are some 50-odd land-
owners in the other project for which we are responsible for filing appli-
cation. 


Adding these two figures together we came up with 6 consents that must be 
signed. If we recaLl correctly live copies must be furnished to,the govern-


ree.a,',ed	 - 
ment and one written in the client's office, making a total of.six. If we 
multiply 66 by 6 our arithmetic shows that 396 copies are needed. You are, 
therefore, correct that we may not need 500 copies of this form. Unless our 
arithmetic is in serious error, however, we need close to 400 copies or about 
380, more than we have in stock. As originally intended 1 it was 'the intention' 
of others of our clients to apply1the projects on which they hold or will 
hold lease from at least a dozen landowriers.orxning the same calculation 
here it would appear that our request for 500 copies is not very far out of 
line. 


Even supposing that we request the clients to file direct with you instead 
of doing that work for them as part of our service, we are committed to the 
400 copies apparently.
