Denial of application is recommended.

Mica:. Clear ruby, flat and bent, 2 inches wide, minor in
abundance when compared with biotite.

Pegmatite: Seems to be a large feldspar deposit, consisting
of fine-to-medium grained pink orthoélase, white
plagioclase, gray quartz ribs 2 to 4 inches thick,
biotite, muscovite and sericite in order of abundance.

014 Workings: Large, irregular open cut 150 feet long by 20 to
50 feet wide and by a maximum of 20 feet deep.

Past production: Has a record of being mined for feldspar for
60 years.

Method of exploring: Applicants proposed a 60 to 75 foot shaft
and 1p0 feet of drifts for which they requested $6,318.

-Recommendations:
The Field Team recommends denial of the application for

the following reasons:

1. Unfavorable enviromment for the occurrence of
strategic mica.

2. The prospect is prlmarlly a feldspar deposit.

3. Records indicate past production consisted of
feldspar and very little mica.

4. Composition of the deposit would make mica mining
unprofitable.

A very large, feldspathic pegmatite body exhibits.: an unfavorable
environment for the occurrence of strategic muscovite. This prospect is
primarily a feldspar deposit.

The Cole Bartlett Prospect is at 3000 feet elevation in Bear Creek
Valley on. the western slope of Sparks Ridge, 4.4 airline miles N 19° W of
Spruce Pine, Mitchell County, North Carolina. It is 1.2 airline miles S 58° W
from the crest of High Knob. .

Examination

The prospect was examined November 14, 1956 in the company of Messrs.
C. E. Foster and Nat Burleson. One hour was spent on the examination. No

faciliiies are on the~property, although water and electricity are nearby.
Geology

This pegmatite has a history of being mined for feldspar as long ago
as 60 years.

Works

A large, irregular open cut in weathered material trends N 33° E
upslope, is about 150 feet long, 20-50 feet wide and a maximum of 20 feet deep
from the present water hole to the original surface., Muck covers the floor of
the cut. :

Pegmatite

This seems to be a large feldspar deposit, consisting of fine-to-
medium grained pink orthoclase, white plagloclase, gray quartz ribs 2 to 4
inches thick, biotite, muscovite and sericite in order of -abundance. Some of

~ the orthoclase is white perthite, as noted in a pile of hand-cobbed feldspar

in the northern end of the cut.

A predominance of orthoclase exists in a 15 x 8 foot exposure on the

east wall of the cut where 90% of the feldspar is orthoclase and 10% is
plagioclase with some quartz ribs, biotite, and muscovite (1/2" wide). In the
fine-grained exposure (3 to 4 ft sec.), to the southwest at the water hole,
the pegmatite is predominately plagioclase with quartz ribs, and small muscovite.
No strikes or dips were taken because of a lack of contacts.
Dumps exhibit very fine-grained material with no large blocks of muck.

Country Rock

Country rock, consisting of a weathered, chloritic hornblende gneiss
juts into the pegmatite in the northern end of the cut. The foliation strikes
generally N and dips 60 to 70° E. ‘ .

Musoo¥ite

Clear ruby, flat and bent muscovite two inches wide is found in the
dump material, but is minor in abundance when compared with biotite.

The Applicants spent $200 in excavating two trenches by a bulldozer.
One, where the water hole is shown on the map, cost a reported $50, and gave
a return of $250 worth of muscovite, while the other cut southeast cost $150
and gave no return. '

Conclusions

Denial of the application is recommended because of the poor
mineralogic environment that makes this a feldspar deposit. The size and
composition of the body would not make mica mining profitable, but will pro-
bably be profitable in feldspar.

The figures used in the record of sales on muscovite were reported

by the Applicants. The mucK or the pegmatite did not indicate that any such
production could be-made from the small trench.
