1. Applicant has done some work since bulldozing a trench 
under Stage I of contract i]4EA 4067 - Idm-E 920 consisting of further 
bulldozing and sinking a 110-foot shaft. 


2. There are several lenses of mica-bearing pegmatite' 
but they are of United size and continuity and in the opinion of 
the field examiners do not offer a target large enough to warrant 
an exploration, program. 


3. Possibility for discovery of a worthwhile deposit of 
strategic mica is considered poor. 


Recommendation: 


I concur with the recommendation of the field team that 
the application be denied.

Denial of application is recommended, 


Mica: Clear, reddish brown, thin flat books averaging about 2 by 4 inches. 
Minor amount of edge-cracking and ruling. 


Pegmatite: Several small lenses, largest being 40 feet long and 3 to 4 feet 
thick, others substantially smaller, Concordantly emplaced in a soft, 
deeply weathered gneiss. Composed of medium fine-grained kaolinized 
plagioclase, minor perthite, interstitial quartz, and some muscovite, 
largest structure is feldspathic and deficient of quartz and muscovite. 


Workings: Application based on work done subsequent to Stage I bulldozing 
completed under DMEA-4067. Under DNEA-4067, applicants bulldozed a 
trench far in excess of that required. Dimensions - 260 feet long, 
by 25 feet wide at bottom, by 45 feet deep. Subsequently deepened trench 
10 feet, sank 40 feet of uncribbed shaft, and 18 feet of drift. The 
trenched area cannot be used for access, since the vertical upslope wall 
is badly cracked and completely caved in one place. 


Applicant's Proposal: Recondition existing shaft, 100 feet of additional shaft, 
and 100 feet of drifts at an estimated cost of $10,140.00. 


Comments: Several lenses of mica-bearing pegmatite are of limited size and 
continuity and do not offer a large enough target for an exploration 
project. 


Recommendationa: The Division of Nonmetallic Minerals and the Commodity 
Members of the Geological Survey and Bureau of Mines concur in the 
Field Team's recommendation to deny the application.

This application is based on work done subsequnt to the Stage I 


bulldozing completed under DNFA4j.070 Two visits were made to inspect a 
140-foot deep shaft sunk by the applicants in the floor of the bulldozer cut. 
At no time could access be gained to the shaft, but what could be seen in 
the walls, merely reaffirmed the conclusions reached by the examiners on 
previous visits • There are several lenses of mica-bearing pegmatite exposed 
in the wall of the cut and shaft. They are of limited size and continuity 
and in the opinion of the examiners do not offer"a large enough target for 
an exploration program even if all of the exposed pegmatite were xnineralog 
ically favorable, which it is not. In addition, the cut can no longer be 
used for access to the pegmatite since the vertical upsiope wall which is 
as high as 50 feet, and immediately adjacent to the exposures is badly 
cracked and in one place has completely caved and covered the exposures. 
It is the recommendation of the examiners that the application be denied. 


INTRODUCTION 


Location


The mine is located 2. 9  airline' miles S. 57 0 W. from the inter-


section of Highways 194, and 221 at Baldwin, Ashe County, North Carolina. 


The mine lies about one fourth mile south of Highway 1914 on a heavily wooded 


hilislope, and may be reached from the Highway by means of a fairly good 


bulldozer trail. 


Examination 


The property was examined on January 23, 1957, and subsequently on 


May I, 1957, in an attempt to see what, if anything, the applicants had 


outlined in the post-contract shaft and drift. At no time were the under.-







.	 S 
ground openings accessible, the applicants evidently being unwilling to go 


to the expense of pumping the 510 feet of water standing in the shaft. As 


Stage I of flMEA ..4067, the applicants had bulldozed a trench far in excess of 


that required, about 260 feet long., 25 feet wide at the bottom, and a maximum 


of Jj$ feet deep. Subsequent to this work, and at their own expense, they 


deepened the southwest end of the trench about 10 feet and sank 40 feet of 


uncribbed shaft, almost at the site of the old pre-contract shaft, in soft 


weathered gneiss. A reported 18 feet or so of drift in Pegmatite was driven 


from the shaft bottom in a north-'northwesterly direction, The applicants 


report a recovery of about $11J40.00 worth of mica from this drift, with con= 


siderable muscovite left in the working face. This raised the question of 


the validity of DL participation in an area of a mine with indicated 


reserves (?). At the time of the second visit, a portion of the drift back 


could be seen to be caved, and a thick sequence of large diagonal cracks had 
developed in the upsiope trench wall, extending from the ground surface to a


depth of 10 feet below the collar in the southwest shaft wall. An area about 
40 feet acros and extending to the ground surface slid off into the trench 


about 15 feet northwest of the shaft. It appears that the complete area of 


pegmatite exposure is now lost to direct access, and any subsequent work that 


might be done would have to be . carried out from a doiwnalope adit or shaft and 


crosscut completely removed from the trench area. A fairly new gasoline hoist 


and 105 cfm compressor are and have been at the site and appear to have been 


there since the date of the former contract, most of the time being inoperative. 







GEOLOGY 


As described in previous reports, several small lenses of pegmatite 


were exposed from the shaft northwest, a distance of about 70 feet along the 


upsiope side of the original trench'. All structures are essentially con 


ordant in a soft and deeply weathered gneiss which is rich in muscovite 


and from the deep reddish .-brown iron staining probably interlayered with 


hornblendic material. 


The structures strike N. 5-.30° W. and dip from vertical tteeply 


southwest. The largest exposed lens is about 40 feet, end to end and 34k. 


feet thick, while the few other structures exposed are substantially smaller 


in dimensions. The contact of a previously unknown lens is exposed in the 


northwest side of the new shaft. As far as could be determined, this lens 


has no expression in the floor of the trench. Enough of an exposure has 


been made along strike 'and across the dip of the zone to preclude the 


existence of any other structures in the immediate area. 


Compositionally, the pegmatites are predominantly medium fine-grained 


kaolinized plagioclase, minor perthite, interstitial quartz, and some 


muscovite. The largest exposed structure is essentially feldspathic, quartz 


and muscovite deficient. What muscovite has been recovered apparently comes 


from small inermediate quartz-plagioclase-rich zones in the smaller structures. 


As far as could be determined, the total volume of muscovite-rich material 


within the exposed zone of pegmatite]enaes is very small, and offers a rather 


insignificant exploration target. 


The contained muscovite is a clear, reddish .-brown color and is 


found in thin flat books averaging about 2 x 4 inches across. There is only

a relatively minor amount of ruling and edgecracking and as far as could be 


determined, it is free from mineral intergrowths. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECONIVENDATIONS 


The very limited amount of pegmatite exposed in all operations 


as well as the very limited volume of muscovite-rich material within the 


exposed structures, offers practically no target on which to base an 


exploration program. All work has been conducted in soft deeply weathered 


material, (to a depth of at least 70 feet below the surface) and the present 


condition of the exposure area is such that the cost of any effort to reach 


the structures from underground would cost far more than the value of any 


material indicated by the past work. The poor physical condition of the 


area combined with the lack of an exploration target is strong recommendation 


for denial of the application.
