Subject: Review of Field Team Report 


The applicant requested assistance in exploring a 'new' 
pegmatite. No information concerning the occurrence was given, but 
to the applicant the mica-bearing potential appeared good. 


The examiners found the pegmatite had been exposed for 100 
feet in a strike trench 150 feet long, 10 feet wide, and 4 to 5 feet 
deep. The width of the pegmatite ranged from 2 inches to 10 feet. 
Very little mica was observed in place and only a few pieces were 
found in the muck. Most of the mica seen is small, heavily stained 
and crinkled. 


To the examiners the mineralogy is unfavorable, and the 
mica-bearing potential is low. Therefore they and the Field Team 
recommend that the application be denied. I concur with the recom-
mendation,
