The applicants requested assistance in explorlng a pegmatite,
fmm which according to the application, by little work, a few large
blocks of good quality mica had been taken.

The examiners found several relatively small, low dipping,
conformable lenticles of pegmatite exposed in a bulldozed trench.
An inclined adit 30 feet long has been driven in one lens oblique
to the dip. The lenses vary in size, mineralogy and texture. The
lengths of 3 large lenses are fairly determined, and judging by the
shapes, the dip lengths are taken to be small. As now seen, no lens
is rich in good quality mica, and because of their size, the lenses
could not be expected to produce mica of a value commensurate with
the cost of the proposed work,

The conclusions reached by the examiners and the Field Team
are the result of 2 examinations and the recommendation of denial is
well sustained by the examiners' report. I concur with the recommendation.
