The applicants requested assistance in further exploring a
pegmatite on which considerable work has been done and some mica
shipped as late as 1955. The prospect has been the subject of two
previous examinations and DMEA application 4124 was denied in 1956.

The present applicants have done a small amount of bull-
dozing vhich revealed another narrow parsllel pegmatite, and it is
largely on this pegmatite they base their application.

In the opinion of the examiners, the potential of the new
pegmatite plus that of the old is not such as to justify a contract.
The applicants apparently think there is mica in the now partially
water-filled pit on the old pegmatite. The examiners, under DMEA
L42k, had the pit pumped out and know that the conditions are un-
favorable for mica production.

The opinions of the examiners and the Field Team ere
amply sustained and the recommendation of denial is justified.
