It is recommended that the field team visit this mine when 
in that vicinity to ascertain if an exploration project is justified.

The 


few scraps of muscovite observed at the site were not of strategic grade, 


Because of the negative criteria present at the site, the exaniners recommend 


that the application be denied,

tural continuity in the area is poor.
