recommendation, although it could not be considered a strong one.
There remains the possibility that the poor record of this mine is
a result of poor operation and that with proper exploration and
development, it might approach the production record of the nearby,
mineralogically and structurally similar Cherlies Ridge mine.

To surmarize: this is not a strong recommendation and
if past records indicate to you that it provides an insufficient
target it should be denied. o

- When this property was originally examined in March -
1957, the Examiners were in favor of recommending exploration,
but the geologists felt that a little further study, in-
cluding some mapping was necessary. Because of the heavy load
of other work, this was not done until June.

In the meantime, production records not available at
the time of the original examination, were obtained and these
indicated that the average value of the full-trimmed mica sold
to the GSA Depot was only $8.66 per 1lb. This led the geologist
to the conclusion that the pegmatite might not be considered a
significant source of strategic mica. This raises an interesting
questi@%. Is such mica, well below the average bought by the
opruce Pine Depot, considered suitable for exploration? The
fact that it is acceptable to the Depot would seem to establish
it as strategic mica, even though it is not the best.

Also to be noted is the general similarity of the
Justice deposit to the nearby Charlies Ridge mine, which has
produced much good mica. No obvious reason was seen for the
apparent superiority of the Charlies Ridge as compared to the
Justice.

SUMMARY

The Justice Mine was discovered prior to 1875, and wopked
for short intermittent periods in the 1870's, early 1900, 1929,
1935, 1936 and between 1953 and the present. No production is
recorded during the World War II "Colonial Period.™ The
Applicant has excavated the old Justice workings forming a large
hillside open cut 200 by at least 150 feet by over 100 feet deep
on the uphill side. A rather dangerous.overhanging condition has
been formed exemplified by the presence of a single block of
pegmatite and country rock (35% x 30' x 25') which has fallen off
the uphill wall into the cut. Pegmatite exposed in the uphill
wall of the cut is in the form of a thick imbricate series of
flat, concordant, southeast and southwest plunging lenses or
lenticular apbphyses of a larger unexposed pegmatitic mass.
Sterrett in 1923, described the Justice mica as not being of the
best quality, and the early operations as not paying well. This
is substantiated by production recorded at the GSA Depot between
1953 and the present. A total of $2805.95 worth of full trimmed
sheet was bought in this period, with an average value of $8.66
per pound, a content of 23.18% good stained or better grades of
mica, and an indicated 1.33% recovery of sheet out of the mine
run block., The Applicant has done a reported $1800 worth of
work at the Justice Mine from which he recovered $378.79 worth of
strategic mica and $58.80 worth of punch and scrap.
Exploration is recommended. '

INTRODUCTION

Location

The mine is located on the north slope ofVCharlieSHRidge;
at an elevation of approximately 3250 ft and 0.79 airline miles
N81°W of the intersection of US Highway 19E and the Henson's Creelf
road at Spear, Avery County, North Carolina. The‘site‘can be
reached by about 0.6 mile of good gravel and dirt Jeep trail from

the paved Henson's Creek road, and is located in the SE 1/9th of

the Carvers Gap, Ne.C._Tenn. Quad. USGS-TVA Ed 1934, 208SE,1:24,000.





Mine History.

At some time prior to 1875, the mine was discovered by J6hn
Justice, and worked by him for a period of about 2 years. His
original work was to drive adits into the outcroppings of pegmatite.
He subsequently sank a 55-foot deep shaftlté the pegmatite from
a point upslope from the outcroppings. From the bottom of the
shaft, an incline following the plunge of one of the lenses of
pegmatite was driven reportedly 200 feet to the south-southeast.
The original bhaft has been obliterated by the recent excavations,
but its apprdximate position was noted from a location given by
the Applicant. In 1906, a Dr. Buchanan drove a 200 f@ot adit from
the hillsidé into the old workings. The work wés reportedly
complicated by soft and badly caved ground. Nothing remains to .
indicate where this adit was and no records are available as to
any production. Some brodueticm was noted in 1929 énd 1935-36
by Kesler and Olson (USGS Bulletin 936cA; 1942, Plate I, Table 11).
No other activity is kndwnluntil 1953; when mica was sold to the
GSA Depot from the site by Robert Gray and Ira Vance. In 1955,
Young and Cngaham gained access to the old Jﬁstice workingsvand
drove a -20° incline parallel to and adjacent to the original in-
cline to a reported depth bf 125=150 feet.. Pr@duéﬁi@n during this
.period‘accbunts for L,0% of the total sold to the GSA depot.

The Justice pegmatite structure and mineralogy are very

similar to . .the Charles Ridge Mine which is about 800 feet south-
southwest and'has been described in an open file USBS report and

map dated August, 1943, by J. M. Parker, III. Both the Justice

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and Charlies Ridge Mines are briefly described by'D. B. Sterrett
(Mica Deposits of the United States, USGS Bull. 740, 1923,ppl82-183.)

Examination:

The mine was originally examined March 21, 1957, but it was
not until the middle of June that mapping of the existing>WOrkings
could be coﬁpleted. The Examiners were accompanied by the
Applicant aﬁd a local miner who has been helping him at the site,
About $1800 was reportedly spent by the Applicant in excavating
the old Justlce workings which has resulted in s large arcuate pit
cut into a steep north sloping wooded hillside. The cut is about
250 feet long by at least 150 feet in the slope direction and over
100 ft deep along the uphill side of the cut. ‘Remnants of the
old stopes have provided a general undercutting of the lower 40~
feet of the uphlll side of the cut of as much as 15 £t for a
distance of about 22 ft along the south margin of the cut. Caved

remnants of the old Justice incline and the fairly recent Young
and Callahanllncllne extend finto the hill from the southeast margin
of the overhung area (see map). The Applicant'has driven an in-
cline 26.ft in a S65°W to due west direction from the bottom of the
cut. The incline. is connected on the north by a partially caved
.old incline of unknown genesis. The portal of the Applicant's in-
‘eline is pyaetically under the brow of the overhanging portion of
the cute. Uuring the examination, fine material was intermittently
falling into the cut from the slope above the overhung brow of the
old excavated stopes. A large block of pegmatite with minor
country rock, 35 by 25 by ét least 30 ft in size has fallen from

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the southwest wall of the cut at a point about 50 ft northwest of
of the aditvpértal.‘ There is indicated a general instability of
the south and southwest wall of the cut in which is e xposed the
only accessible pegmatite. 7

| GEOLOGY

Pegmatite Structure

Pegmatite exposed in the south and southwest wall of the
Justice opencut is in the form of a thick imbricate seQuence of
- concordant southeast and southwest plunging lenses. The series
| aggregates at least 55‘feet in thickness, with individual lenses
"5 to.at least 10 feet in thiéknéssg each progressively offset to
the west pr@beeding'stratigraphically upwards. Whether the lenses
are discrete structures or are lenticﬁlar apophyses of a larger
unexposed pegmatitic mass is unknown, but such relationships do
exist at the Arnold Rock and Charlie Hole Mine (DMEA-4517) which
is about 3500 feet southwest of the site.

‘The enclosing rock is well-banded, medium-grained-quartz-
muscovite=-biotite gneiss with some interlayering high in the cut
Wail of an altered feldspathic gneiss. The structures are pre-
dominately concordant with the enclosing gneiss, but in detail,
where the hangingwall contact arches upward, it may cut the foliate
planes locally at a very acute angle. The strike of the hanging
wall contacfs rotate counterélockwise from N12°E in the west wall
~of the cut to N50°E in the scutheast wall of the cute. The dip of

the contact is low and undulatory, varying from O to 30° and

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rotating in the same manner from west to southeast. ' Local undulfiee
tions occur on the hangingwall'contact whose axial traces plunge
from 6 to 309 and rotate in the same way as the dip and strike
from $65°W %o 8@5@13o Mining at both the Jugtlce and Charlies
Ridge Mlnes has bemn conducted along the southeast plunge of such
structures with an indicated continuity in that direction at
least 10 times greater than the strike dimension normal to the
plunge axis (see map section).
Mineralogy

Mineralogically, the‘pegmatite is a simple unzoned medium to
medium-fine grained aggregate of oligoclase or andesine (Maurice |
reports plagloclase at the Charlies Ridge Mine to be Ab78¢n22)9 and
varying proport;@ns of relatively fine-grained lnterstitlal quartz
and fine green muscovite. Increasing grain size and proportlons
of quartz and muscovite have provided productlve mica~bearing areas,
particularly near the contacts rather,than the center of the lenses,
Parker reports that in the Charlies RidgeAMine, the crests of the
lenses appear to have been more productive than the flanks. Fine
disseminated garnet is occasiomally found near the contacts and
seficite is common along the feldspar-quartz and feldspar- mus-
covite interfaces. A single lenticular maés of quartz about 30-
feet long énd 6 ft thick is located in the crestal portion of the
southeastern extremity @f the uppermost exposed lénsa This quartz
does not appear to be related to any mica-rich areas, and is some==

what later than the pegmatlte proper.

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Muscovite |

Muscovite contained in the Justice pegmatites is a fairly
dark green color and in relatively thin books reportedly up to
6 x 8 incheé'across. A statisticél breakdown.@f production during
1929 and 1935-36, indicates that the average of the hand cobbed
mica is 2 x 2 inches across. - Theworst defects noted were a con-
siderable amount of bending and cracking of the books with some

ruling and fine mineral intergrowths (probably iron oride).

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

A thick series of lenticular pegmatites with an intermittent
productive history dating baék to before 1875 has been well ex-
posed by the present applicant. The resulting open cut has a brow
overhanging the only access to the pegmatite, but a mhzafx safe
potél site can be located. ';Recards of prdduction from 1953 <o
the present indicate a low'average'value for the muscovite and a
' low recovery out of the block. Much of the i@tal muscovite appears
to be of scrap size and value. The nearby Charlies Ridge Mine,
in an almost idéntical Structural and mineralogical environment is
considered to have been one<of_the regiens’largest.prbducers of
clear sheet muscovite, On the basis‘@f evaluation of the recorded
production the Justice doés not appear to be as good as thé |
Charlies Ridge, but does present a possible exploration target.
Exploration recommended includes a 75-f%¢ inclined shaft near the
sauthweét end of the open cut, 100 ft drift and/or crosscut and

100 feet of percussion test holes.
