SUMMARY

Small, discontinuous, concordant lemses of mica=bearing pegmatite
occur in interlayered garnetiferous, muscovite-biotite gneiss amd chloritiec,
hornblende gneiss, Exposures are poor on the property. Examination of the
mine did not reveal definite exploration targets, and a favorable environment
for the discovery of a significant strategic mica deposit was not indicated.
Denial of DMEA assistance in an exploration program is recommended.

INTRODUC TION

Examination.--The Tom Benfield Mine was examined on March 22, 1957,
over a period of 1% hours to ascertain if an exploration program with DMEA
assistance is justified. Messrs., Sam L, Phillips and Dayton Ingram, Appli-
cants, accompanied the examiners. The examination was conducted in rainy,

cool weather,

Location and accessibility,~<The subject property is located 0,8

miles N2L°W of the road intersection at Pyatt, Avery County, N, C., on the
moderately sloping side of Elk Ridge at the extreme southern end of the

ridge near the ridge crest. The property is at an elevation of about 3450
feet, and is approximately 800 feet southeast of the presently active Johnson
Mine (DMEA-LLLB). Reference should be made to the Newland, N. C., 75 minute

series quadrangle sheet (USGS-TVA, ed. 193, 1s2l,000, 2155W).





THE PROPERTY
Six small, cuspate oﬁen excavations have been made in the hillside,
and from thé largest (see map), underground work has been done that is now
caved and inaccesgsible., The workings are old, probably predating World War II,

No equipmenﬁ or finished supplies are at the site,

GEOLOGY

The pr@perty\is wderlain by interlayered, garnet-muscovite-biotite
gneiss and e¢hloritic hornblende gneiss enveloping small, discontinuous lenses
of oligoclase=perthite-quartz-muscovite pegmatite that are concordant to the
schistosity., The attitude of the schistosity is variable from NL3W, SONE to
flat-lying. A thick residuum is developed on the wnderlying rocks.

Pegmatite which is exposed in the largest (northwesternmost) cut
has a ratio of alkali feldspar to soda feldspar of about 2 to 1. Muscovite
in the pegmatite is light greenish-brown, flat, hard, and free-splitting.,

Small garnet intergrowths were seen in some of the books examined,

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
The examiners mutually agree after their inspection that DMEA
agsistance is not justified for an exploration program, The geologie
environment is considered unfavorable and exposures did not reveal definite
exploration targets, Structural continuity of the small pegmatite lenses
is very podrs and the feldspathic naturé of the pegmatite is indicative of
