The applicant requested assistance in exploring a pegmatite
by a crosscut and drifts. The 2 - 6-foot pegmatite has been mined for
a length of 255 feet and to & depth of at least 60 feet, for a recorded
production of $60,184.51 worth of mica. The average value of the mica
was $17.34 per pound.

According to the persons who did part of the last mining,
the mine is bottomed in non-mica bearing pegmatite, but in the opinion
of the examiners, repetitions of the drag fold conditions to which the
mica appears to be related may be expected. They accordingly recommend
shaft sinking, partly thru gob to the stope bottom, and drifting. If
the block of pegmatite to be opened up carries about 2.2 times as much
mice as the part that has been mined, the inferred royalty would equal
the recommended assistance.

The tentative recommendation of the Field Team that diamond
drilling be done before starting shaft sinking or adit driving is good.
The chance of hitting a mica-rich fold in the pegmatite with 2 holes is
not good, but considering the odds against the project proposed by the
eminers, I also prefer the drilling approach. However, with the Field
Team, I concur with the recommendation of the exsminers.
