uity, over a strike distance of about 20 feet. Structure
ranges from a few inches to 3 feet in thickness at south-
east end of exposure and terminates upwards about 4 feet
below the surface of the ground at the same end of the
exposure. Three subsidiary pegmatites branch off, and
vary from 6 inches to 2 feet in thickness. Two exposed
branching pegmatites lens out abruptly downdip, Emplaced
in a contorted muscovite-biotite gneiss. Pegmatites
composed of mixture of medium fine grained white perthite,
oligoclase, quartz, and minor thin films and books of

The applicant requested assistance in exploring a
pegmatite, 4 feet wide, concerning which no information was given,

The examiners found several narrow short, shallow,
discordant and concordant pegmatites exposed in a large 80 x 40,
stripped clean area and a pit. One pegmatite is exposed for
20 feet but appears to wedge out about 4 feet down. The muscovite
seen is clear, reddish brown, flat and essentially free from
mineral intergrowths,

In the opinion of the examiners the environment,
mineralogy, and the lack of continuity of the pegmatites, the
prospect has little promise of yielding a significant quantity
of strategic micas The examiners and the Field Team recommend
that this application be denied.
