Pegmatite: The field examination report, DMEA-4406, states that
a thick pegmatite 10' to 12' conformable to the
enclosing mica schist was exposed in a cut 200 feet
long by 15 to 30 feet wide and 10 to 40 feet deep.
Abundant quartz in the dumps suggest a quartz core,
which is reported to be five feet thick.

Workings: The applicant states that some hand work was done at
this mine about 1918,

Past production: The application states that there are no records
on production,

Applicant's proposal: =25 Hours Bulldozing @ $10.00/hr. $250.00

Comments: The examiners and the Field Team state that the pegmatite
is a good exploration target but because of the indefinite
boundaries of the leased areas, and proximity to certified
area of DMEA-3216 they recommend denial.
