Pegmatite: A single large feldapathic pegmatite of indefinite 
limits has been well exposed by strike length and 
crosscutting bulldozer trenching. Variable thickness 
15' near the SE end to a maximum of 27' near the W. 
Concordantly emplaced in a badly weathered mica gneiss. 
At least 110 ' of pegmatite is intermittently exposed 
along strike, and is a medium to medium-coarse grained 
mixture of soft kaolinized plagioclase, and minor 
interstitial quartz and muscovite.
