Thin, discontinuous pegmatitesare exposed in two shallow
pits at this prospect.

INTRODUCTION

The Hoyle and Sparks Prospect was examined July 9, 1957.
Messrs. Howard Hoyle, Brown Sparks and Cecil Phillips accompanied
the Examiners on the inspection which required about 1 1/2 hours.

The Prospect is 0.9 airline miles N 12°W of Wing, Mitchell
County, North Carolina on the southeast bank of Snow Creek
(Micaville, N.C. Quad. TVA.,209=NW, 1/2.,000).

No equipment or facilities are present on the property.
Electricity and water are readily available. An all-weather gravel
road passes within 120 feet of the Prospect.

PREVIOUS WORK AND PRODUCTION

The only previous work conducted at this Prospect consisted
of blasting two shallow pits averaging 4 feet deep (see attached map).
A total of 50 to 75 pounds of "mine-run® mica is reported to have
been recovered from this trenching.

GEOLCGY

A zone of thin, discontinuous pegmatites is exposed in the
two pits.
