Denial of application is recommended.

Mica: Most is of poor quality, part of strategic quality, mineral stained,

cracked and badly bent, zreen in color.

Pegmatite: Two concordant, parallel pegmatites about 35 feet apart.

1, Southern pegmatite: 45 feet thick, consisting of perthite,
plagioclase, quartz, muscovite, and biotite. Contains no mica of
strategic quality.

2. Northern pegmatite: - the obJect of this application,

Pinches and swells both along strike and dip, Maximum thickness

6 feet, average about 1% feet, Consists of plagioclase, quarts,
perthite, muscovite, and biotite in order of abundance. '

Country rock - footwall side is mica schist and hanging wall side is
fine grained, granitic mica gneiss, Pegmatite and wall rock are semi-
weathered, Part of mica is of strategic value, but in general the
books are small and thin, Some mica is reeved, flat "A", with small
inclusions of biotite.

Comments: This property was the subject for a previous application (DMEA-4040),

which was denied because of scarcity and poor quality of mica,

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Recommendations:

The Field Team recommends denial of the application, because the
pegmatite pinches and swells and is locally discontinuous, is too thin (1% feet),
and most of the mica is of poor quality. The Division of Nonmetallic Minerals
and the Commodity Members of the Bureau of Mines and Geological Survey concur.

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SUMMARY

Exploration assistance at the Horace Bake'aﬁﬁgg=1§§rpreviod51y
denied in a former IMEA application., Subsequent work by the Applicant has
exposed additional pegmatite. The average width of the body is only about
l% feet. It pinches and swells along both strike and dip and is locally
discontinuous. Most of the mica is of poor quality. It is recommended
that the application for exploration assistance be denied.

INTRODUCTION
Location

The Horace Baker Mine is 1.6 airline miles S. L3° E. of
Bakersville;, Mitchell County, North Carolina (Micaville Qua.d. s TVA,
1/24,000). The hard surfaced White Oak Creek road is about 500 feet north
of the mine.' No access road is present to the former workings,
Examination

The examination of the mine was conducted on August 7, 1957.
Messrs. Fred Gage, John Saylor, Phillip Gage and Cecil Phillips all of
Route 3,'Bakersville, North Carolina accompanied the examiners on the

inspection which required about two hours.

Past Operations

Old workings consist of an adit, filled shaft, trench and side-hill
cut (see attached map). No surface facilities exist on the property.
The oldest work is a 170-foot adit which was driven along the

strike of a'pegmatite in a S. 80° W. direction from the northecst end of the





@ - o
property. This adit is reported to héve been made about LO years ago. During
World War II a shaft approxiﬂately'éo feet deep was sunk soutlwest of the
head of the adit; Some mica is reported 1o have been sold to Colonial Mica
Corporation but a check of records failed to reveal any sales; probably the
mica was sold under 2 mine name other than the Horace Baker Mine. About
two years ago a side~hill cut trending N. 20° E, - S. 20° W, averaging 8
feet deep was made to explore a pegmatite parallel to the one on which the
adit and shaft were driven.,

A previous application (DMEA-LOLO) on this mine was denied, based
on the scarcity and poor quality of the mica. Since the denial, the
Applicant has cut a trench along the southwest end of the northern pegmatite
(see attached map). This trench is 66 feet long by 1l feet wide and is
25 feet deep:at the up-hill end. It trends in a N, 80° E., - S. 80° W.
direction. About 4O pounds of "mine-run" mica was obtained from this last

work. No sales have been made as of the date of this report.

GEOLOGY
Two concordant, parallel pegmatites about 35 feet apart are exposed
on the property. Both strike about N, 80° E. and dip approximately 70° to
the southeast. The southern pegmatite, which is exposed in the side=hill
cut, is U5 feet thick. It consists of perthite, plagioclase, quartz,
muscovite and biotite, in order of abundancé. The muscovite is mineral-stained

cracked and badly bent. None of the mica observed in this pegmatite was of

strategic quality.
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The northern peggatite is.the only one from which sheet mica has
been obtained and is the one on which the Applicant requests exploration
assistance. It pinches and swells along both strike and dip and is locally
discontinuous. The maxinum observed thickness was 6 feet in the southwest
end of the trench but the average thickness is only about 1% feet. The body
consists of plégioclase, quartz, perthite, muscovite, and biotite in order
of abundance. A medial, coarser-grained, perthite-rich zone is locally
present. Inclusions of country rock are common. Transverse faults of small
displacement offset the pegmatite along the strike. The mica is green in
color, flat and color-zoned. Some of the mica is reeved, flat-"A" and contains
small inclusions of biotite. In general, books are small and thin. Part OF
‘the nnicé is of strategic quality.

Country rock on the footwall side of the nothern pegmatite is mica
schist. South of this pegmatite the counﬁﬁy rock is fine-grained, granitic
nmica gneiss. Both pegmatite and wall rock in the adit, cut and trench are

semi-weathered. Pegmatite in the shaft dump is unweathered.

RECOMMENDATIONS
It is recommended that the application for exploration assistance
be denied fér the following reasons: (1) the average thickness (1% feet) is
not of economic mining width, (2) the pegmatite pinches and swells along both
strike and dip and is locally discontinuous, and (3) most of the mica is of

poor quality.
