Location: The Bowers Mine is at an elevation‘of 3200 feet on the
steep eastern slope of Savannah Ridge, 3 1/2 miles SL1°W of
Cullowhee, Jackson County, North Carolina (Cullowhee; N.C.; Quad.
TVA, 1:24,000). The mine is about 2000 feet west of Pressley
Creek and can be reached by h;wheel drive vehicles on a steep mine
road leading off the gravel Pressley Creek road from the O'Dell
Pressley house.

Examination: The first examination of the Bowers mine was made on
January 22 and lasted about 3 hours. Because of water in the lower
workings a second examination lasting about one hour was made
February 6 apd a third lasting about 2 hours on March 6. Mf. R. U.
Garrett, Jr., and Mr. J. B. Dalton, both 6f Sylva; accompanied

the examiners on all the examinations.,

. History: The Bowers pPegmatite was discovered in 1899, and the

mine was operated intermittently until 1945.(Larrabee and Heinrich
in Olson; J.C. 1946, Mica Deposits of the Franklin-Sylva District,
North Carolina; Bull.h9; N.C. Dept. Conserv. Devel.,p-32).
Complete history of the mine up to October 1944 is given in the
Olson report and by D. M. Larrabee (Bowers Mine, unpublished
manuscript, U.S. Geol. Survey, Jan. 16, 1944) and E. W. Heinrich
(Bowers Mine; Supplementary Reports; unpublished manuscripts, U.S.
Geol. Survey; June 1944 and October 1944). The large (south) stope
southwest of the workings mapped in 1944 by Lemke and'Heinrich was
mapped during the examinations (see atached map). This stope is
more than 50 feet high; 35 to 50 feet long and 7 to 13 feet wide.
Parts of three mica shoots have been mined in this stope but no
production figures are available. At the time work was stopped;
mining was being done on a series of benches along ﬁhe southern
edge of the stope. The winze mentioned by Heinrich (October; 1944
was apparently sunk and used to remove muck from thisstope.
According to Mr. Garrett all mining ceased in Apri1'19h5, because
of a series of mine accidents. No work has been done under the
present mica-buying program.

A toolhouse, dynamite and exploder magazines; hoist and
compressor are on the property. All equipment is on rental-
purchse basis. In estimating costs;-the usual rental rates are
used. These are considered fair and represent only 50 to 60
percent of the rental-purchase payments made by the Operator.

The Applicants have dewatered the mine and rebuilt the chute

through the winze into the south stope. Electricity is available

)

along
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Pressley Creek to the east. Water for drilling is present at the
mine now, but Mr. Garrett reports that water had to be hauled from
a stream below the mine area during dry summer months in 1944.

Although the appliéation implies that J. J. Miller will ‘
direct the mining; all work is now being directed by R. U. Garrett, Jr.,
and J. B. Dalton; both of whom have had extensiﬁe experience. in
mica mining.

GEOLOGY

The areal geology and description of the Bowers pegmatite
are given by Larrabee and Heinrich (Olson, 1946, P 32). The
country rock is a banded garnetiferous quartz;biotite gneiss that
strikes generally NE and dips steeply NW. This rock has been in-
XgE jected by an irregularly shaped pipe-like body of pegmatite
that strikes NW andAdips steeply SW. Rolls in the hanging wall of
the pegmatite plunge steeply west and southwest.

The pegmatite contains a quartz core associated with minor
quantities of microcline. This core is continuous along the foot-
wall of the south stope from the 2960 level to the 2920 level.

The core is overlain by a medium;to coarse-grained plagioclase-
quartz-muscovite hanging wall zone. Accessory minerals include
garnet, pyrite, pyrrhotite and biotite. This zone ranges in thick-
ness from 5 to 10 feet.

Muscovite occurs in pipe;like bodies in the rolls along the
hanging wall contact with the gneiss., The axes of the rolls mined

in the south stope have been plotted on the map. One of these rolls
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was mined continuously down the plunge from the winze at the top
of the stope. This roll plunges 65° S65°W. Another roll just
north of this plunges 45°S80°W. A third was being benched at the
upper part of thé stope at the south end of the 2960 level. This
roll plunges steeply about S70°W. The presence of two other folls
to the south is suggested by warping in the hanging wall contact
at the south end of the cpen cut. These rolls al'so plunge steeply
southwest. These rolls are about 5' x 10' in cross section and
have been mined 50 feet or more down the plunge. No data con;
cerning the percent of muscovite in the rolls are available.

Muscovite in the hanging wall zone and from muck piles at
the bottom of the south stope is of good quality; better than that
described by Larabee and Heinrich (Olson; 1946; P 32). Books up
to 6™ x 12" have been found but much of the mica ranges from 3% x 5n
to 6" x 8", The mica is clear; free splitting and fairly flat.
Some is ruled, warped and "A".

Both pegmatite and country rock are hard and unweathered in
the underground workings of the mine.

RECOMMENDATIONS

We recommend that exploration assistance be granted. Mining

at the Bowers has proved the Presence of 5 or more mica-rich roll-

like structures. The presence of other rolls south of the present
workings is suggested by warping of the hanging wall in the open
cut. The footwall of the pegmatite, however, hasvnot been explored

along the south stope and presents a potential target. We recom-
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mend a program consisting of a fifty-foot inclined shaft near or
on the main roll in the south stope; 100 feet of drift to inter-
sect the downward extensioﬁ of the other rolls along the hanging
wall at about the 2870 level and from this drift 50 feet of cross;

cutting to and drifting along the footwall.

ESTIMATED COSTS

Sink a 50-foot 5' x 7' foot, two- compartment inclined shaft
from the present bottom of the South Stope.
