The applicants in a poorly prepared instrument reciuested. 
assistance in explOring the Birch peginatite by rehabilitating old. 
workings, bulldozing, drifting, and. core drilling. The applicants 
had. filed 2 applications previously, 3 1481 and 11.151i , and probably 
think we have maps, etc. and. fresh ones are not needed. The ex-
aminers recommended. approval of the 31481 application and denial of 
the 11.1511. application. Both applications were denied. 


I assume the property map that accompanies the application 
11.1511. applies to this application, and perhaps the 100 feet of pro-
posed. drifting would be done at one of the places marked on the 111511. 
map • The locations of the proposed core holes are not marked on any 
map at.hand.. 


The previous denials and the recommended denial of this 
application by the exzniners are based largely on the belief that 
the existence of a peginatite parallel to the Birch pegmatites has 
not been demonstrated. The applicants appear to base their belief 
in the existence of a second peginatite on the findings in the Steven 
Greene shaft, sunk many years ago and. long since covered by dump and. 
probably filled with waste rock. However, if the shaft is where it 
is shown to be and. is deep enough,. it might have been found (but not 
necessarily so) in the stopes in the thick peginatite which appears 
to extend, up dip and up plunge from the vertical shaft. (Sections 
AB, CD and ElF, Olson, Frykiund., larrabee map.) 


1he best description we have of the incline established 
by the applicants through old stopes is that by A. R. Taylor and 
S. C. Bergman in the examiners' report prepared for DI€A, 11.1511.. 
They note that 2 pegmatites have been mined in the lower corkscrew-like

workings. In their description an upper penatite tails out and 
another lens comes in about 10 feet vertically below. A similar 
structure is indicated in sections EF and ( of the Olson-Pryklund.-
Larrabee map where the drop is about..30 feet. From the survey by 
¶Ly1or and Bergman, it appears probable the pegmatite which was 
mined from the surface to the vertical shaft (or vice versa) out-
cropped 75-90 feet east of the XY section of Olson ( 1911.3) . If so, 
one may be curious as to what was found. in the cuts to the west 
of the pegmatite outcrop, especially in the large far west cut 
which is up the average projected dip of the EF or (]H lenses. 
(Note roof contours.) 


Little work other than mining of the rich mica streaks 
has been done, yet at least 3 pitching comparatively productive 
lenses or pipes have been followed d.ownward.tr  a total of 950 feet. 
I suspect there are more pegmatite lenses in that hill that may 
be found by exploratory work. Perhaps the Steve Green shaft found 
one that has not yet been picked up in the main workings. 


I recoimnend. that the application be denied. without 
prejudice.. If another application should be filed and time permits, 
the mine map should be brought up to date. The ground area is 
limited but gives room for work in several favorable locations.

An early shaft at the Birch mine was sunk by Steve Greene. 
Although the Applicants believe that this work was done on a pegmatite 
body parallel to the Birch pegmatite, the available information 
suggests that there is no large parallel pegmatite.

INTRODUCTION 


Location


The Steven Greene mine is adjacent to the Birch mine, near 


the bead of Henson Creek, Mitchell County, North Carolina (Carvers Gap, 


N. C.Tenn, quad TVA l:21i.,000). The mine can be reached by car from 


the Henson Creek road. 


Examination


The Steven Greene mine' was examined February Ii . , 1958. About 


20 minutes were spent on the property. Messrs. F. Love, L, Aldridge, arid 


C. Greene accompanied the examiners. Because of snow, caved works, and 


lack of exposures nothing could be seen at the time of the examination 


and the Applicants requested additional time to open up the old works.

History


According to J. C. Olson (19143 and 191414, The Birch Mica Nine, 


unpublished U. S. Geological Survey manuscripts) the Steve Greene (Steven 


Greene) shaft was sunk about 1900 and is now covered by dump. This shaft 


was on the Birch pegmatite. Olsort's map (copy attached) shows two adits 


driven southwestward towards the Birch workings in the area where the 


Applicants believe the Steven Greene pegmatite to be. These adits are 


partly caved and at the time of the examination were inaccessible. 


GEOLOGY 


No evidence was seen on the ground or in Olson's map to 


suggest the presence of a separate pegmatite - the Steven Greene - parallel 


to the Birch pegmatite. Olson's map and descriptions indicate that the 


pegmatite intersected by the two adits from the east is the Birch 


pegmatite. The Steve Greene shaft mentioned by Olson and now covered by 


dump was probably on the Birch pegmatite. According to Olson: 


"For the last 100 feet, the lowest adit follows two 
or three pegmatite streaks one-half to one and one-half 
feet thick. Only a few small mica blocks have been found. 
These streaks evidently represent the main Birch pegxnatite, 
and would be expected to thicken and become riôher southward 
toward the main stope." 


Olson reports that the strike of the Birch pegmatite curves 


gently from N. 30° E. at the south end to N. 6S•° E. at the north. The 


dip ranges from 300 SE to vertical. The change in strike and dip produces 


a curved outcrop pattern which may have suggested to the Applicants the 


presence of another pegmatite. The pegmatite in the line of outcrop shown 


on the map south of the adits is described by Olson as only indicated 


in the soil and probably thin. This is not the pegniatite which the 


Applicants wanted to explore.
