Because of the excessively heavy rains of the past 
few months, it has been impossible to keep the water and mud 
completely out of the bottom of a large open cut such as the 
one now on the Huskins property0 However, the available data 
support the conclusion that pegmatite is at least 100 feet long, 
and probably 160, beneath the muck and water0 


Mr0 Phillips says he will clean out the bottom. as 
soon as weather permits, so that we may re=examine it0 However, 
unless our field men are there when the work is done, it may 
well be just as covered when they get there as it was on the 
previous examination0 In a deep cut like this one, all it 
takes is one rain between completion of bulldozing and the time

Cost of 
the program is estimated at $8,965. 


The Huskins mine was previously explored under 1(EA Docket 
1388. Work under that project consisted of 7 bulldozer trenches, 
supplemented by 10 to .20-foot test ' pits located in'each of the trenches. 
There also was an 80-±óot shaft sunk, which encountered, heavy and wet 
ground at 70 feet and! had to be abandoned. , A new shaft was sunk 15 
feet away. This shaft was sunk t& a depth of 8o feet cutting the peg-j 
matite at about the 50 .-foot level. All of these previous workings 
apparently have been removed by later open-cut work. 


There has been substantial.prod.uction from the Huskins mine 
between July 1951 and. December 1957 .' Royalties from this prpd.uction has 
completely repaid. the Government for previous exploration expenditure sT 
On this basis, it would seem that the pegmatite to be explored might 
warrant continued. exploration. On the other hand, there are some dis-
advantages to the proposed. exploration. The high north wall of the pit 
would seem to be a distinct menace to any. shaft sunk at its base • The 
shaft could. be cribbed above the surface, with rock filled behind. the 
cribbing, but even' so such shaft work would be a rather dangerous opera-
tion. It might behoove the applicant to obtain a lease on the Weaver 
property to the northwest 'and. a working agreement allowing him to extend. 
his open pit into that property. 'This would. allow continued north-
westward exploration of the pegmatite by open-cutting, which apparently 
is cheap and practical.

I concur with the Field Team' s conclusions, that a favorable 
exploration target exists on the property. I do not, however, see 
where a 75-foot shaft, that would., extend only 50 to 60 feet below old. 
workings -- if that much -- would be of much use, from an exploration 
standpoint. In view of this, it is suggested that a more extensive 
program be proposed to the applicant before a final decision on the 
disposition of the application is made.

REC0IENDTI0NS AND DISCUSSION 


We recommend that exploration assistance be granted. The 


mica-rich .pegmatite exposed by the recent bulldozing on the north endof 


the cut has been worked for 160 feet or so along the bottom of the cut 


to the southwest. The roll structure of this pegmatite contains abundant 


muscovite of strategic quality. Apparently little work has been done to 


the north in the direction, of plunge and very little work has been done 


at deeper levels. An exploration project designed to test the continuity 


and plunge of the roll and to explore for additional structmes has a 


better than average chance of developing significant reserves. Although 


the flat rolls are particularly rich (up to 20%) in mica, the steeper 


parts of the mica pegmatites are also reported by previous examiners to 


have yielded good quantities of muscovite. 


Inasmuch as these pegmatites roll and wallow as well as plunge, 


we recommend that a 75-foot shaft be started on the hanging wall' of the 


exposure described and continued at about 60° even though the pegniatite 


may flatten.

Due to name duplication and lack of immediately avail-
able up-to-date information on DNEA 1388, nw January 10, 1958, 
review of the application is much in error. 


Work under D1A 2377, Idm..E3l1 was done on the Self 
mine in Gaston County. The Self-Huskins partnership is probably 
a new organization in no. way, as for this application, concerned 
with the Self mine. . DIVIEA 1388, Idm-E77 was done in the Huskins 
mine (or John Huskins mine) as said by the Executive Off j.cer in 
his memorandum, of January 27, 1958, was completed and. the accrued 
royalty has been paid off. 


The present applicants propose to sink a shaft 80 feet 
in the footwall of the pegmatite, crosscut 50 feet and drift 
100 feet in the pegmnatite. The Huskins mine has been a much better 
than average producer of mica and. the applicants' assumption that 
unmined pegmatite and mica exist at depth is probably based on 
good information concerning past operations.
