Field Examiners recommend denial of the applicant's
property, their recommendations based on the fact that the peg-
matite is not large enough to warrant further exploration. They
note that although the muscovite is clear and relatively free of
stain, most of it is small and only a little strategic mica could
be trimmed from it.

Field Examiner's sketch map indicates the pegmatite has
been adequately explored on the surface by bulldozer trenching
and that there is little reason to expect the pegmatite to improve
in either size or amount of mica at depth. I therefore concur and
recommend  denial of the application.

INTRODUCTION
Location: The Edd Wilson Prospect is on the NW side of Wilson
Knob, 0.98 mile N53°E of the intersection if Mine Creed road and
Ne Co State Highway 26 (Micaville, N.C. Quade,TVA. 1:24,000),

The Prospect is on the edge of a cleared field 0.2 mile from
the gravel White Oak Creek road and can be reached by L-wheel-drive
vehicles.

Examination: An examination of the Edd Wilson prospect lasting about
one-half hour was made March 4, 1958, Mr. Edd Wilson and Mr. Co W.
Ellis accompanied the Examiners. Recent caving had concealed all
exposures and the Applicants requested time to bulldoze some more.

A second examination wad made April 2, 1958 lasting about one hours
Mr. C. W Ellis accompanied the examiners.

Previous Workingss Before the recent bulldozing, workings on the
property consisted of a shaft about 30 feet deep, a short adit, and
a cave%}trenChe Pegmatite was not found in either the shaft or the
adit.
