SUMMARY”

A deeply weathered pegmatite dike is poorly exposed in the
single open cut on the C. B. Medford prospect. The dike has a reported
length of LO feet and a maximum reported thickness of 7 feet. No
strategic muscovite was seen at the prospect and mica recovered during
recent operations was sold as scrap. We recommend that exploration
assistane be denied because the pegmatite does not constitute a geologle
targe‘t.

INTRODUCTION
Location

The Charles B. Medford prospect is in a field in Jones Cove
about 0,1 mile southwest of the C. B. Medford farmhouse and 2 miles
Se 50° W. of BM-N38 in Clyde, Haywood County, North Carolina (Clyde, N. C.,
quadrangle, TVA 1:24,000). ‘The prospect can be reached on a dirt road
0.1 mile long from the southernmost bend in the Jones Cove road.
Examination

The examination of the C. B. Medford prospect was made on
March 5, 1958, and lasted one and one-half hours. Messrs. G. E. Phillips,
C. B. Medford, Wid Medford, and Jim Messer accompanied the examiners.

Past operation

The Charles B. Medford prospect is a small open cut about
LO feet long and 15 feet wide trending southwest. At the southwest end ﬂ?
a partly caved adit has been driven about 1l feet into the hillside. The

first work, according to the Applicants, was done by Bill Martin about 1916.

No record of production is available. In 1957 the Applicahts cleaned out
the cut and drove the short adit. They reported that about 1,000 pounds
of muscovite was recovered and sold as scrap mica to the English Mica
Company.
GEOLOGY

A deeply weathered irregular pegmatite dike is poorly exposed
in the open cut at the C. B. Medford prospect. This body is about four
feet thick where exposed and has a‘reported length of LO feet. Slumping W
along the walls of the cut has concealed most of the contacts but the
Applicants report a maximum thickness of seven feet. The dike apparently
strikes northeast and dips southeast. The adit at the south end of the
cuﬁ is in a deepiy weathered feldspathic blotite gneiss that contains jbhin
stringers and lenses of pegmatite.

The pegmatite consists of medium-grained plagioclase, quartz Y
and muscovite with minor amounts of biotite and beryl. Only a few small
books of muscovite were found in the pegmatite and on the dump. The mica
found was bent, ruled, and reeved. Both vegetable and mineral staining

is present. No mica of strategic quality was seen.

RECOMTENDATIONS
We recommend that exploration assistance be denied, Because
the pegmatite body is small and contains no muscovite of strategic quality,
it is not a geologic target.
