1. Applicants state that this mine was worked about 20 years 
ago and some good quality mica was produced. 


2. Recent bulldozing has supposedly uncovered the pegmatite 
which applicants believe to appear rich in mica. 


3. Applicants wish to sink a 100 foot shaft 20 feet from an 
existing 65 foot shaft and drift 100 feet. The shafting might be a 
duplication of work if the old shaft is usable. 


Recommendation: 


It is recommended that the field team visit this mine when 
in that vicinity to ascertain if an exploration project is justified.. 
If so, the field team and applicant should agree on a definite plan 
of exploration on a unit-cost basis.
