In evaluating the potential of the property, we have reviewed the
geologic report and assay data subaitted with the application, in
addition to other information available. 'to us. As we previously
notified you, this material indicates that there isg little possi-
bility of discovering significant ore reserves on the property.

Under the exploration assistance program, the search is for ore
deposits that would be commercial at current wmarket prices.
