Location: The Wetherbee prospects, approximately 2.9 and 3.3 miles N. 770 TiY. 
of the village of Wilmot, are in the town of Wilmot, Nerriaac.k' County, New 
Hampshire. The prospects may be reached from Wilrnot village by traveling 
northwest on the Wilmot-Springfield road for 2.6 miles to a logging road on 
the left, then follow the logging road approximately 0.3 mile to another road 
on left and follow this road for 0.1 mile to the No. 1 prospect.. 


Geologic Summary of Prospect No • 1:. Three pro se ct pits have been made in 
the pegmatite (see accompanying sketch map). The No. 1 pit, made along the 
hanging wall, is approximately 20 feet long, 20 feet wide, and ranges from 
3 to 12 feet deep. The other two pits were made in step-fashion near the 
footwall. Pit No. 2 is 30 feet long, 10 to 15 feet wide and has a maximum 
depth of 8 feet • Pit No • 3 is approximately 15 feet long, 12 feet wide, 
and has a maximum depth of 5 feet. 


The wall rock consists of a biotite-muscoite granite (Concord 
granite ?) and the Kinsman qiartz monzonite. The strike of the foliation is 
N. 60° W. and dips 75° STi. 


The pegmnatite has a strike length of more than 100 feet and the 
outcrop width averages O to 50 feet. The pegmatite strikes N. 35° B. and 
dips northwest. The dip of the hanging. wall contact is Lj.5° IT. The footwall 
may have a gradational contact with the granitic wall rock. In general the 
pegmatite is composed of coarse-grained perthite, qpartz, plagioclase, musco-
vite, and biotite. Accessary minerals are tourmnaline, garnet, and beryl. 
In places fine-grained graphic granite is abundant. Much of the muscovite 
occurs with biotite in lath-shaped crystals. Patches of aplitic andgranitic 
material occur irregularly in the pegmatit e, but are mOst abundant along the 
footwall side where they may occur as remnants of the wall rock. 


The pegmnatite zones consist of a fine-grained border zone 1 to L 


inches thick, a coarse-grained perthite-cp. artz-plagioclase-muscovite-biotite 
wall zane, and a coarse-to very coarse-grained perthite- qjiartz core. The 
exact thickness of the wail zone and core cannot be determined. However, 
the core is at least 5 feet thick and about 15 feet long in Pits No. 2 and 
No. 3. 


Economic Minerals: The books of imiscovite mica average 2 to 3 inches and 
one-half inch thick., One book was 6 inches long and 1 inch thick. Most of 
the mnscovite is intimately mixed wi. th biotite in the small books and in the 
larger lath-shaped crystals thich are as much as one foot long and 3 to L1.

inches broad. The book mica is gene4rafly fiat and hard, bat is marred by 
ruling and reeving. 


Approximately 20 to 30 crystals of blue-green beryl are reported 
to have been removed from Pit No. 3. The average length of the crystals was 
about L. inches and the average diameter 1 to 2 inches. The beryl is associat-
ed with quartz in the perthite-qu.artz core. 


Summary and Conclusions: Tests have not been made to determine the amount, of. 
recoverable sheet mica from the mine ran mica, but due to the abundant biotite 
and structural imperfection, the estimated recovery of theet mica would be 
less than one percent. Also, the estimated recovery of beryl would be a small 
fraction of one percent. 


In accordance with the data obtained from this investigation, the 
glogic indications of the pegmatites on this property are not favorable for 
beryl and mica production in sufficient quantities to justify ft.rther explora-
tion. The ratio of hand sorted feldspar recovered from the run of the mine in 
the most recent test made by the owner is estimated to be about liLt. It is not 
considered that sufficient feldspar can be recovered to defray the expenses. 
for mining the limited amount of beryl and mica thich may be expected. Farther-
more, it is considered that the previous exploratory work is sufficient for an 
experienced operator to determine the justification of development. 


General Suimnary of Prospect No.2: A prospect pit, approximately 0.Li. mile 
west of the 'N'o. 1 prospect, was made in 1936. It is about 10 feet wide, 10 
feet long, and is 5 feet deep. The pit appears to be located on the footwall 
of the pegmatite which strikes N. 50° E. and dips about Li5° NW. The wall 
rock was not exposed near the pegmatite;. 


The pegmatite is at least 100 feet long and approximateiy 50 feet 
wide in places. It is composed of medium to coarse-grained perthite, quartz, 
plagioclase, muscovite, and biotite; and accessory tourmaline. The muscovite, 
commonly mixed with biotite, is irregularly distributed in the pegmatite. It 
is more abundant in the quartz-rich areas and near the isolated quartz pods 
which have a maximum length of L feet and a maximum width of 2 feet. 


In 1936 approximately 50 tons of .pegmatite were mined and 500 pounds 
of mine-ran mica were reported to have been recovered, which is equivalent to 
one-half of one percent. No persistent mica zone is visible in the exposed 
parts of the pegmatite. The mica is flat and hard. The books average 3 by 3 
by inch • The presence of tdotite ar. structural imperfections, ruling and 
reeving, will not penTlit a recovery of large sheets and the quantity mined 
would probably be very small. 


Further exploration is not justified. 


Recommendations: It is the opinion of' the field team that this application 
for GovernmenTTs participation in exploratory work on this property should be 
denied.

Because of the poor quality of the mica from the other de-
posits in the county, it is suggested that the applicant be asked to 
submit samples of mica from his deposits. 


If the mica is found to be of good quality, the application 
could be referred to the field team,
