Comments: While applicant beliqxgd good grade mica existed
below old workings, they admitted that a former
owner reported that pegmatite had narrowed to six
feet and contained no mica. No minable mica was
seen by the examiners in any of the old workings.
While the United Mine has a record of strategic
mica production, it appears that it is a worked out
mine. Unfavorable situation for further exploration
because of rapidly pinching out of pegmatite in lower
levels.

Recommendations: Because the probability that a significant
discovery of strategic mica is remote, the Field
Team recommends denial of the application. The
‘Division of Nonmetallic Minerals and the Commodity
Members of the Bureau of Mines and the Geological
Survey concur.

_ The examining team report that an exploration project
on the applicant's property would not be likely to result in the
discovery of significant emounts of strategic-grade mica.

The field examiners as well as other geologists in the
Geological Survey have observed that the potential mica zone, a
zoned pegmatite, pinches down rapidly, both laterally along strike
.and with depth downdip. The examiners believe that if the applicant's
proposed project of mine rehsbilitation, shaft sinking, and drifting
were undertaken that at best only a few tons of mica bearing rock
would be found.

The property appears unfavoreble for further exploration
on the basis of being depleted of mica reserves by previous mining
and pinching out of the mica-bearing pegmatite. I agree with the
advice of the examiners that the application be denied on the
Principal grounds that the work would probably not result in &

worthwhile discovery.

9 Just why experienced'operaﬁors would attempt to revive
#i ' the old United Mine is not apperent.

U. S. Geological Survey Professional Paper 255, 1954,
Pegmatite Investigations in New Englend, describes a United mine
in Grafton, pg. 253-255. A mep of the mine workings indicates the
mine was worked from an open cut with some underhand stoping, perhaps
from an incline. :

Among other things the report says:-

"The pegmatite_ends in the southeast corner of the crosscut
trench and a short distance beyond the north surface workings. It
also terminates down dip both in the northeast end of the underground.
workings 3 end in the face of the incline. ...... The United pegmatite
yielded large amounts ‘of muscovite. prior to 1920, when most of the
mica-bearing rock was removed from the mine. The yield of mica from
rock removed during 1943-44 was low. Both ends of the pegmatite pinch
at the surface a short distance beyond the workings, and the pegmatite
ends down dip in the northeast face of the underground working and in
the incline. The pegmatite between t oints of pinching has & maxi-
mum thickness of 5 feet and seems to /. tly eastward (down dip). If
the thinning is real, only a very smell tonnage of mica-bearing pegme-
tite remains east of the working face. The lower workings contain
much backfill, and future operation of the mine would require the re-
moval of some of it. Profitable operation of the mine under economic
conditions comparable to those of 1943-44 sppears unlikely."

Referral of the application to the Field Team is recommended.
