Reference is made to the samples of Phlogopite Block Mica submitted
with your letter dated November 26, 1952. .

The ssmple consisted of two specimens Grade 6 and one Grede L
in size, about .0LlO" in thickness. This sample was tested at 1650 degrees
fahrenheit (900 degrees centigrade) and at the end of a twenty-minute period
showed no evidence of exfoliating. The mica is soft and free-splitting.

Mica as represented by the sample would qualify under Munitions
Board Acceptance Specification A-73 as High Heat Block Phlogopite. However,
there is no purchase specification covering Phlogopite Block IMica.
Specification A-73 only covers acceptance from other Government agencies.

It might be of interest to know that while Phlogopite Mica is not
regarded as suitable for capacitors, this sample showed a reading of 96 (E-1)
on the "Q" meter,

Tt is the opinion of the examining Field Team that the subject application
be denied.

The Field Team examined this property on November 7, 1952, and was accompanied
by the applicant's son who represented his father due to the i1l health of the
latter.

This property is known as the Merrill Mica Mine and is located in Franklin
Township, Warren County, New Jersey, sbout 13 miles by road ME of the village of
Broadway, New Jersey. The property is accessible by a very steep road which joins
Highway 2L, 0.7 mile east of the village of Broadway. The applicant states that
he owns both the surface and mineral rights of this property consisting of 8 acrese
The area is on a steep slope on the south side of Scott!s Mountain, The slope
decreases to the south,

The location of old workings dating from 1890 and 1907 are shown on the
accompanying sketch which is a tracing of a map in the possession of the applicant,.
No workings are open for inspection. In fact, the exact location of .an adit de-
scribed by the applicant is not evident, There is a caved area at the eastern end
of the mapped area marked "mine" which could be the caved remains of a small shaft.
West of this possible shaft and still in the mapped area marked "mine," is a draw
in which may have been the portal of the reported adit which probably extended in
a northerly direction.

There are numerous small cuts, several of which show a small amount of
weathered mica.

The overburden consists largely of boulders of granite gneiss and pegmatitic
granite in which no single crystals of any kind were larger than one inch, Mica
was not observed in these boulders. No rock in place was observed on this property,.
but the U. S. Geological Survey maps of this area show that the country rocks are
granite and diorite gneissese At the probable shaft site there was no mica show-
ing either in the caved area or on the dump. At the probable site of the adit the
ground adjacent is covered with weathered mica, same sheets of which are 6 inches
maximum diameter. Samples of this mica were taken and will be sent to the Mica
Purchasing Depot, Franklin, New Hampshire.

There are no records of past production. The applicant states that the mica
produced was used in coal stove windows.

"This application is made on the assumption that the
government will make its own investigation to determine
whether mica can be profitably mined at the place desig-
nated, If the government report is positive, I will make
the necessary arrangements to undertake the project.”

Sources of information on applicant 's property:
" 1. Bayley, W. S., Pre-cambrian geology and mineral
resources of the Delaware Water Gap and Easton quadrangles,
New Jersey and Pennsylvania: U. S. Geol, Survey Bull. 920,
p. 95, and geologic map, 194l.

2. Parker, J. M., III, New Jersey's potential feldspar
resources: Rutgers University Bur. Min, Research, Bull. 5,
part 1, p. 65, 1948, ' _

Comments: e Coo

1. The geologic map of reference 1 above shows a mica
locality about 1 mile NNE. of Broadway, in Losee diorite
gneiss adjacent to Byram granite gmeiss. The only mention
of mica mining is found on page 95 and is as follows:

"From time to time there have been attempts to
obtain mica in commercial quantities from the peg-
matite dikes that are so common in the Byram and
Losee gneisses, but without success. Most of the
pegmatite contains more or less mica but, so far
as known, nowhere is the mineral present in suffi-
cient quantity to be profitable to mine."

2. locality 95 on the map in reference 2 above is de-
scribed on page 65 as an "old mica mine, three and one-half
miles west-southwest of Washington and one mile north-north-
east of Broadway, Warren County. Coarse-grained granite on
dumps. No rock observed in place, so appraisal impossible,"





'3, From the applicant's description, and reference 2
above, it appears that the mica was not found in place in
the pegnatite and there are no workings on the property;
therefore, it is doubted that a field team examination
would be of any value,

L. We have not found any published or unpubllshed
record of mica production -from this area; attempts to
produce mica anywhere in New Jersey have not been success-
ful, .

5. Applicant has not made a proposal for exploration
and states that he "will make the necessary arrangements
to undertake the project." He has not said anywhere that
he wants government financial assistance,

6. Mr. Robertson of your office tells me that a
gample of the applicant's mica was tested by Mr, F%%nt of
the Spruce Pine government purchasing depot. It was found
to be amber mica, not ruby mica, and was said not to be
acceptable under the present government mica purchasing
program. Mr. Robertson also tells me that Mr, Feitler of
your office took a specimen to the U, S. Geological Survey
and was informed by Mr. Milton that it was phlogopite.

I understand that some phlogopite mica is used
in industry, and some is regarded as strategic and is stock-
piled. The applicant claims that mica from his property
was used in stove fronts about 1900, but there is nothing
to indicate that the materiel is of strategic quality.

RECOMMENDATION ¢
1., Have the phlogopite retested to determine whether
it qualifies as strategic phlogopite suitable for govern-
ment purchase.

2. As a result of recommendation 1, either deny the -
application or, if the mica is strategic grade, ask the
applicant to submit a definite exploration proposal with
estimated costs, objectives, etc.
