_Thé description of the peroséd exploration‘prog;am‘;g_con-
‘paingd in a letter to Vernon F. Foy, dated October ;9, 1950, and
signed by Thomas Edwin Smith, and in another letter by Smith
addressed to J. H. Eést,‘Rggional Director, U. S. Bureau of Mines |
and dated November 2, 1950, which in turn refers to the former
letter, The letter of October 19, 1950 is a very verbose dis-
sertation combining some psuedo-geelogy; scattered cost estimates,
accounts of Smiths qualificatiéns and -experiences, and other
miscellany, In a discussion in the field with Smith and Foy, and
with the aid of some geologic cross-sections and a map prepared
by Smith, it was possible to obtain a general idea of vhat the
applicant's proposed'program involved.

In general a drift to the southeast fraﬁ the Buckeye workings
penetrating the limestone beyond a fault’presently exposed was
the first step. Rehabilitafion_of the Kemp.shaft with drifts from
the bottom of it t§ the northwest and southeast was to be followed
by raising, and sinking winzes along contacts of monzbnite dikes

with the limestones., The entire program is based on the geological
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reagoning of Smith. There is some logic to this reasoning pro-
vided the formations ;arue there. Judging by the amount of ore
found in the past in relation to the extent of the exploration
work involved, the prospect of finding any ore body is quite
limited. In the course of the field discussion, Smith mede a
comment to the effect that if the first 60 feet of drifting to
the southeast did not disclose ore he would be ready 1o give up
the project. This either reflects supreme confidence in his
diagnosis or a flat contradiction of the gemerally optimistic
attitude expressed in his repor,ts,énd other statements. It is

ESTIMATED COST OF THE PROJECT o

The original estimate prepared by Smith totalled $33,203,
although the request for the mining loan was for $35,000. The
formal application for aid for exploration was for $50,000. This
blanket increase was explained by the appiicant to cover rising
costs of labor and materials, The project and its cost as out-
J,inéd is far tooambitious in view of the past history of the mine -
or of the distriect.

| I am writing you in two instances, First the DMA losn and assistance
program, and Second, the hardships, miners and propsectors incur when
they try to find out what our government need and expect of us.

I will discuss the firstphase, the Defense Minerals Administration,
which organization as I understand it was set up by an act of 6Bongress
to secure critical minerals for our war and defense effort. The
primary needs of the small mine operator or prospector is capital and
some times technical advice. We, will take the capital side first and
explore its features. I made application for an exploratory loan in
October 1950, I used the schedule pay rates, which at that time in the’
Magdalena district was, $6.50 per day, 8 houss., One item that is needed
anywhere mining is® done, a compressor. The cost of this compressor
used was $1250.00, The wages now are, $12.00 per day, the compressor
$3500.00. With all the red tape, details etc., so forth and God knows
there was a plenty my application reached DMA in Washington and recived
a number DMA 59.

This last Thursdesy, September 13th., The DMA Engineer made an examina-
tion of this property. We, went over it with a fine tooth comb. When
finished, Mr. T. £, Smith my Superintendent, and myself started sskihg

This application is being held without action pending
revision of procedures here, but presumably will have to be acted
on in the near future. It is noted that the Field Team report
definitely recommends denial.

There is no opposite opinion here about the merits of
this project, and we are anxious to avoid needless work on the
part of your staff. However, I feel that the report should be
commented on, chiefly becamse it fails to back up its opinions
and conclusions with factual evidence. I know this often seems
like a waste of time, but we know that we may be forced to review
such cases from time to time, and that is the time when maps or
sketches of the workings and a number of samples, preferably
including some taken at places pointed out by the owner as repre-
senting his best showings, are well worth the cost. They are
much chegper than having to repeal examinations.

The report fails to make clear that a favorable
horizon exists and that it "has been thoroughly explored." It
does not explain vwhy the absence of remaining ore in the
accessible workings "by inference" shows this to be the case
in the flooded portions of the mine., Though the applicant's
project was unacceptable, might it have been worth the cost to
unwater and examine the lower workings? The report states the
applicant "is in no position to finance an exploration project
on the scale proposed, nor of an even smaller one." This would
be sufficient basis for denying the application, if it can be
substantiated, but it is not clear that it can.

Previous examinations of the Buckeye, of which reports

are on file here were inadequate for the present purpose. One
made by Johnson in 1944 referred to samples taken, but returns

not yet available, and stated that more thorough exemination of

the Buckeye and a nearby prospect would be made at a later date.
Holmguist's report in 1945 was not much more thorough, though it
covered a mumber of other properties; it lacked maps or samples

from the Buckeye. No mining geologist has reported in detail on
the Buckeye, hence we haven't the fullest possible support for a
decision, ‘ .

I am not asking for further field work at this time,
and am glad to say that most reports are first class. But I
thought you might agree, more or less, with the foregoing
criticism and point out to your staff the desirability of backing
up negative as well as favorable opinions with plenty of

unquestionable facts.
