" Senator Clinton P, Anderson has forwarded to me a copy of your
letter to him, dated May 1, 1951, relative to the above mentioned applications.
Your personal interest in these applications are appreciated very much. We are
advised that at the office of Region 1¥, they had not received instructions
for the Field Team, as yet, but we did hear from Mr. James A, Barr, Sr., Chief,
Industrial Minerals Branch, by letter dated May 11,1951, so undoubtedly the work
is being given attention. We are most seriously interested in getting started,
so that the work may be well advanced yet this year, and that it may be far
enough advanced, that we can be prepared to operate, at least upon some of the
properties duringthe winter season,

In the late after-noon of Janudry 3rd, in Denver, after I had filed
both applications, the Hostess of a down-town Cafe, said to me - "do you mind
having a gentleman share your table?" She brought to me a very fine young man -
probably in his thirties. We exchanged greetings and confidences, he being inter-
ested .in 0il - I in mining., I told him of filing our applications, and saying -
"I hope that we do not have to go through what we and other Mica men had to go
through in our District, during World War 11", and we talked about that a little,
‘then it was that he said - "I know Dr. James Boyd intimately - he is agfine a
man as I have ever known - he and I have worked together. You can depend upon
it that he has the interests of the people at heart. If you should have a problemn,
tell it to him personally. He will give it careful consideration.® I am sorry that
I did not write down the young man's name. -

Irrespective of our own interests, because under a lease with the Govern-
ment, if we get fair treatment, we may be as well, or better off, than to operate,
but in the Government interest, from the standpoint of defense, and the preparation
for defense, I sincerely believe that the modest exploration program that we asked
far, should be carried oub. Last week, and again yesterday, I had a talk with the
son of one of the owners from whom we purchgsed, who is a graduate Engineer and
Geologist, with practical mining experience. He agreed with me inthat and I have
not talked with a single party who knows that property, who does not. And I think
that the Army, itseelf, is blind to its own interests, in demanding t hat the property
be taken over before knowing as nearly as can be ascertained, what is in the property.

We have had assay after assay of the Fluorspar. The lowest being 96.16, and
from that up to 99.60, and it was not picked sampling. One of the great Engineer's
and Geologists of this, or amy other country, said when visiting me there - "my company
sends me all over the world. In all of my travels, I have never seen anything like it
before." He advised further development and exploration in order to try to get the
extent of it.

. A Geologist sent out by one of the largest consumers of barite inthe United
States, advised core drilling and exploration, and carefully explained how he would
do it. :

In the next to the last paragraph of the Report that we filed with our
application, made by Donn M. Clippinger, Field Engineer, and Philip F McKinlay,

Geologist, for the New Mexico Bureau of Mines and Mineral Resources, recommended
that "Barite lenses and bodies along the fault should be further prospected for
pure barite and for possible concentration of galena, The presence of such a
quantity of galena crystals and casts as disseminated through the lowerpart of
the fault zone, indicates excellent possibilities for lead ore in minable quant-
ities." The Engineer who was here last week and again yesterday, agrees with
them perfectly.

At the suggestion of Mr. Clippinger, following their examination , We
had the whole area prospected with geophysic instruments - three of them all in
one day. The results were even better than we had imagined. '

As to the Copper prospect, I would not have advised that exploration,
if full equipmemt for core drilling and prospecting had to be purchased, but it
is within about two miles of the Fluorspar, so it can be done with the same equip-
ment, with only the labor cost. An Arizona Mining man said to Ae < a friend and
T more than twenty-five years ago located a prospect not as premising as that one,
which has been mined almost continuously since. Our assays were much lower than
yours, yet ore up into the millions have been taken out./f

Our properties are close to the west edge ~(northwest) of the White
Sands Proving Grounds, where up to this time, nothing has been done by the army
in it. We are advised that as promised, Sierra County has made a rodd into and
down Silphur Canyon, so that the road work would undoubtedly cost less than our
estimate. '

"It seems to me that it is just as important, if not more important, for
the Army and our Government, to know where and how much minerals are available
for the propelling of our Jet Missels and Jet Planes, as are the Jet Missils and
Jet Planes, for without just that kind of material, those planes and missils can-
not get off of the ground. And if great Geologists and Engineer's cannot say, with-
out exploration, how much of such minerals there are there, they have no basis for
a fair appraisal, nor more important than thgt, they have no basis upon which to
evaluate the possibilities for use of a potential, essentdal war and construction,
mineral, or/and/ minerals. -

I am sending you this information, because as the Head of the Defense
Administration, I feel that you should be informed. Our Bureau of Land Management
of the Interior Department, Albuquerque, N.M., has already certified some of our
properties to the Army division, as mineral claims. The fore part of July, their
Engineer and Geologist are to meet me at the properties to e xamine some of the
others for certification. Then all that are certified are to be appraised by a
Governpent appraiser, before a lease is entered into. T will not sign any lease
until I/advised by you, our Defense Uinerals Administrator, that such action is

approved by you. Sincerely yours,

As you know, we are principally wet grinders and at the pre- "
sent time are serving but one customer in the Texas area.
However, our shipments to this account are but a portion of
what they desire to purchase from us. There are other-
customers of wet ground mica in our neilghborhood who have
contacted us with reference to thelr requirements, but we
have been unable to serve them due to our limited raw
materials,

In the meantime we have had made available to us dry grinding
equipment; capacity of which would exceed the 200 tons men-
tioned in the previous paragraph. @ There 1s a ready market
for this material in and around Fort Worth.

You can assure any and all who are 1nterested, that the
tonnages about which I speak are not wishful thinking but
are based on market surveys, which, if anything, are very
conservative. '
