Corners Exploration Company. The property is overlain by about 50 
feet of unconsolidated material.

The Summerville formation of Jurassic age, which normally 


overlies the Todilto formation, has been completely removed by erosion 


from the southwest part of the claims but in the northeast part attains 


a thickness of about 40 feet. It is composed of reddish-brown silt-


stone and white, very fine- to fine-grained sandstone. The Sun]merville 


formation commonly interfingers with the Todilto limestone and the 


contact is difficult to determine. 


Structure 


There are no faults on the subject property but minor jointing, 


which may be seen in the exposed Entrada sandstone on the north half 


of section 31, may be present. 


A structure contour map (fig. 2) on the Todilto-Entrada contact 


indicates an apparent local steepening of the dip or a small fold in 


the center of Flat Top No. 2 claim. 


Ore deposits 


The Todilto ore deposits in the immediate vicinity of the Flat 


Top Nos. 1, 2, and 3 claims range in size from a few hundred tons to 


40 or 50,000 tons. The majority of the deposits are elongate 


mineralized masses which have a trend slightly west of north but a 


few have a random orientation. 


The ore deposits occur as long sinuous deposits or as blanket 


type deposits. • The long sinuous deposits may be as imich as 4,000 feet
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in length and from 25- to- 100-feet in width. The blanket type 


deposits may be 500 feet long and 300 feet wide. The larger type ore 


deposits are an exception and the majority are in the 5,000- to-


10,000-ton range. 


The majority of the ore bodies occur in small anticlinal folds or 


flexures. Usually these folds are very small and occur in a very large 


synoline or basin. In places where the folds are very small the ore 


may also occur in synclines between the folds and some have misinterpreted 


the ore control to be the larger synclines or basins. 


As stated previously the ore may occur in small anticlines and 


synclines but in the larger structures the ore occurs only in the 


anticlines. 


At present there are no known guides to ore for deposits in the 


Todilto limestone. Usually the structure containing the ore deposit 


is no larger than the deposit itself and therefore the presence of a 


nearby ore deposit is not indicated in drill holes even in the 


immediate vicinity of a deposit. 


Because of the nature of occurrence of the Todilto ore deposits 


it is necessary tO explore the Todilto on a very close spaced grid. 


Therefore, exploration to date has been confined to areas where 


drilling depths have been comparatively shallow. 


Ore reserves 


Although no ore grade material (0.10 percent U3O or greater 


1 foot or more thick) was disclosed by drilling under Contract Idm-E672 


the subject property must be considered a potential ore bearing area. 
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Keeping in mind the very large discovery made by Four Corners 


Exploration Co. on Flat Top claim No. 4 (DMEA 3151, Contract Idm-E671) 


it seems logical to assume a portion of that ore body or smaller 


adjacent ore bodies . would extend onto the NE part of Flat Top Claim 


No. 3. Also, about 200 feet east of the center of Flat Top Claim No. 2 


a small structural fold or local steepening of the dip occurs and a 


few additional holes in this area may disclose a small ore body. 


T}iE PROJECT 


A reference to the geologic report of examination indicates 


that a favorable opinion of the property was based upon observations 


of deposits uncovered to the south and west. It was assumed that 


structural conditions similar to those observed would prevail on the 


subject ground. 


The program originally proposed by the applicant is a bit 


hazy prom available information; it appears the figure in the original 


application was $19, 000 but the application was amended to include 


532 holes costing $37,139.93. The DIYEA examining team recommended 


drilling 196 dry Stage I holes totaling 13,790 feet on a. 100 feet grid 


and 132 Stage II or "fill in" holes 10- to- 25-feet from Stage I 


mineralized holes. It was estimated this project would cost $19,141. 


The DNEA field team recommended a project including 42 Stage I holes 


on a 200 feet grid; 30 or less Stage II holes at locations acceptable 


to DMEA; 48 Stage III offset holes at intervals of 40 feet. No hole 


was to be closer than 200 feet from the outer boundaries. The 


estimated cost of this proposal was $7,560. The contract finally 


written stipulates that 119 dry rotary holes totaling 8,925 feet were 


to be drilled at an estimated cost of $8,032.52. The program outlined 
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in the contract set up the project in three stages; Stage I consisted 


of 41 holes on a 200-foot grid pattern; Stage II consisted of 30 holes 


drilled no closer than 50 feet to previous holes; and Stage III' consisted 


of 48 holes drilled as in Stage II. 


Amendment No. 1 to the contract authorized the use of 5,95 0 feet 


of casing at 0.50 per foot, thereby increasing the total cost of the 


project from 8,032.52 to 1l,00'7.50. The reason for this modification 


to the contract was to provide an expenditure for the prevention of 


caving in the unconsolidated overburden. Amendments No. 2, 3, and 4 


made changes in the life of the contract. 


Work under the D1'A contract started August 31, 1954, and was 


finished in the latter part of February 1955. During this time 111 


holes totaling 8,762 feet were approved and drilled through the 


Jurassic Todilto limestone. The Operator drilled 8 holes, at locations 


proposed for Stage I holes, prior to signing the DNEA contract; there-


fore, only 33 Stage I holes, totaling 2,816 feet, were drilled under 


the contract. Considerable difficulty was experienced, during this 


early stage, with caving of the holes when bentonitic mud was used as 


a circulating medium. It was necessary to adopt the use of casing in 


drilling the balance of the holes. During Stage I eleven holes 


encountered material that radiometrically showed 0.02 percent eU3O8 or 


over; however, no ore-grade material was found. 


Stage II, consisting of 30 holes, totaling 2,250 feet, was 


completed during October 1954. Eight of the holes weremineralized 


and showed eU3 O8 content from 0.02 percent to 0.09 percent. 
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Under Stage III 48 holes were drilled totaling 3,696 feet. Four 


of the holes cut mineralized material containing over 0.02 percent eU3O8 


but no ore was discovered. This fact appears rather remarkable in view 


of the large Todilto deposit found on the adjoining property along the 


northeast border of the subject land. Ore holes on the east side of the 


property line were offset 65 feet to the west by two holes that were 


barren, indicating an apparent sharp lateral cutoff of Todilto deposits. 


All of the holes drilled under this contract were radiometrically 


probed by the USGS whose results closely correspond with the operatorts. 


There were also 20 samples from 19 holes submitted for chemical analysis, 


none of which shoired ore grade material, in fact only 2 samples assayed 


as much as 0.02 percent U308. 


EL0ITATI0N POSSIBILITIES 


Recoverable reserves of ore were not found hence there are no 


exploitation possibilities. 


SIflVIMARY OF FACTUAL DATA 


Work under the contract consisted of drilling 111 dry rotary holes 


totaling 8,762 feet at an approved cost of $10,566.50 or $1,205 per 


foot. The cost figures are subject to audit by the government. The 


government t s share of the total cost is 90 percent or $9,509.85. 


The principal factor affecting the cost per foot was the excessive 


caving of the blow-sand overburden. Bentonitic slurry was used on the 


adjoining property with some success but on these claims, in most 


places, immediately above the limestone a coarse loose sand was 


encountered that could not be supported by bentonite. It was, therefore, 


necssary to use casing while sampling the limestone ore horizon. This 
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procedure hindered the progress of the work to the extent of the time 


consumed in setting and recovering the casing. Normally, weather 


permitting, the drill was operated 10 hours per day but it is felt 


2 eight-hour shifts would have proved more efficient. Some drilling 


time was lost in December and January due to inclement weather. 


The equipment used on the project was furnished by a sub-contractor. 


CONCLUSIONS 


All the work under the government contract was performed by a 


sub-contractor who did everything; even to writing the monthly narrative 


reports. Therefore, an opinion as to the abilities of the operator was 


difficult to obtain. The project in general was handled in a satis-


factory manner. 


Although no ore-grade material was disclosed by drilling under 


Contract Idm-E672, the subject property must be considered to be a 


potential ore bearing area. Further exploration in the NE part of 


Flat Top Claim No. 3 and in the center of Flat Top Claim No. 2 is 


desirable, but without Government assistance.

Reference is made to matter discussed in our telet3rpe to 
the Administrator, DMEA, of June 18, 19511. , and your teletype reply 
of June 23, 1951k.. 


Docket 3190 , originally Docket 2897, on which Contract 
Idxn-E672 was prepared, was examined in May 1953. Docket 3151, on 
adjoining property, on which Contract Idm-E671 was prepared., was 
examined in February 1951.1.. 


At the time Docket 2897, now Docket 3 190 , was examined, 
neither the applicant nor the examining team considered the necessity 
of casing the holes to the top of the Todilto limestone in order to 
obtain undiluted samples of the cuttings from the limestone. 


However, in the interim between the field examination of 
Dockets 2897 and 3151 it was found from experience in drilling by 
the A.E.C., U.S.G.S., and the A4naconda and Santa Fe: Companies, that 
casing or consolidation of the material above the limestone was 
necessary in order to obtain undiluted samples of the limestone. 
Therefore, that provision was incorporated in Contract Idm-E67l 
which is concerned with ground adjoining that concerned: in Contract 
Idm-E672.


Contract Idm-E672, although a later Contract than Idm-E67l, 
was in process in rough draft form several months before Contract 
Idm-E67l, and the necessity for casing, as later developed, was in-
advertently overlooked when Contract Idm-E67l was prepared in final 
form.

For more complete information for you in the matter of 
casing or consolidating the material above the limestone, in conjunction 
with Contracts Idm-E67l and. 672, we are enclosing the following material: 


1. Original and three copies of the operator's letter of 
June 16, l951i requesting the amendment to Contract Idm-E672 for inclusion 
of the casing or consolidation provision and a 90 day extension of the 
starting period. 


2. One copy of Amendment No. 1 to Contract Idm-E671, and 
supporting data thereto, an amendment which is now in process under 
authority delegated to this office, to provide an alternate to casing 
the holes through consolidation of material above the limestone by wet 
drilling and use of aquagel in the drilling solution. 


It appears to be in the interests of the Government, and we 
strongly recommend, that Contract Idm-E672 be amended to provide for 
casing or consolidation of the holes above the limestone and a 90 day 
extension of the starting period as requested by the operator. We 
further recommend that the amendment relative to the casing or con-
solidation be prepared in a manner similar to the provisions incorporated 
in Contract Idm-E67l as amended by Amendment No. 1. If your decision 
in this matter is favorable we further recommend that the amendment be 
prepared in Washington to eliminate as much delay in the matter as possible. 


We have made no commitments to the operator in the matter. 
However, please teletype advice as to your decision so that we may 
inform the operator accordingly.

Also we here request that the subject contract be allowed 
a 90 day extension On the starting date to take care of the 
matters covered by this letter. 


We want to call to your attention that the methods sug-
gested herein have precedent in DMEA Contract, IDM-E-67l. This 
contract is on adjoining property having, similar drilling con-

We have found that It is becoming progressively more diffi-

The applicant, however, sub-
mitted an amended application for $37,139.93 to drill 532 holes. 


The enclosed copy of the conveyance from Mr. Manol to 
Mr. Vopat indicates that Mr. Manol still owns a 4/5 interest in 
this property and by the terms of the conveyance retains the entire 
control of all operations on said premises. We have requested, 
but have never received from Mr. Vopat, a copy of the conveyance 
from him to his partnership. Mr. Manol wholly owns or controls 
the land on at least three sides of the subject property and it 
appears that possibly Mr. Vopat, et al. were used as "dummies" 
to submit the application. 	 - 


Mr. Manol telephoned November 4, 1953, and stated that 
he would reply to Mr. E. W. Ellis' letter of October 29, 1953 re 
Docket DA-3089 and offer to suborainate any orebody found by , 
D}'EA which extended into adjacent ground. However, he did not—'7 , 
offer to subordinate any adjacent ground. 	 4 - 


'We have no representative who can live with this 
drilling along side lines and we, therefore, will not recommend 
any drilling less than 200 feet from any of his property lines 
unless he will subordinate the adjoining ground.

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Mr. Keiser's memorandum attached to your letter suggested 
that the Field Team express its opinion on Fischer's and Strobel's 
statements of August 8, 1953 regarding certain mining problems and 
whether the expected amount of ore that might be found will be enough 
to repay the D?A loan. The Field Team. is in agreement with both 
statements. The cost of stripping might be higher than other current 
operations in the district as to require larger or richer ore bodies 
in order to justify mining and this consideration also justifies the 
wider spacing of primary boles. 


We recommend that this application be denied on the basis 
of the applicant's failure to subordinate adjoining ground and his 
insistence on drilling an excessive number of holes.

The amended. application for Government assistance to explore 
the property identified above has been reviewed.. This memorandum 
together with the application are being forwarded through Mr. J. 0. 
Hosted. for his information, and a copy of this memorandum has been 
sent to Mr. H. D. Keiser, Bureau of Mines member of the Uranium 
Commodity Committee.


Comment 


The amended application presents no geologic information 
pertinent, to exploration of this property not already available in 
the Field Team report and. accompanying memoranda presenting results 
of the examination made in connection with the previous application. 
Under the new application, however, arrangements are made for radio-
activity logging of holes that are drilled. All the available 
evidence and. comment indicates such logging to be desirable. It is 
probable, however, that 'permanent records would be desirable only 
for those parts of the holes penetrating bed rock. 


In view' of the 'points brought out by J. D. Strobell in con-
nection with the previous examination, the density of fill—in drilling 
proposed by the applicant is absurdly detailed and it is exceedingly 
doubtful that any boles should. be spaced. less than 50 feet apart. 


In genera1 the comments made by Strobell in his memorandum 
of August 18 to R. P. Fischer, in connection with the Field Team 
report, and the 'points made in my memorandum to you of September 15, 
and H. D. Keiser's memorandum of about the same time, coimnenting on 
the report and Strobell' s memorandum, are equally applicable to the 
amended. application. 


In summary, the area is at least moderately favorable for 
the presence of uranium ore, but the plan of exploration should be 
such that effort will be concentrated. only on finding ore bodies 
that are large enough to be mined. under the mining conditions likely 
to prevail, i.e., 'probably open pit through deep over burden.

Further field examination for geologic reasons appears 
unnecessary, and thorough consultation was effected with the 
Grants staff of the Atomic Energy Commission during the previous 
examination.


Recommendation 


I suggest that the application be referred to the Field 
Teem for appraisal of the mining problem and their recommendations 
as to how those problems should influence the plan of exploration.

Repayment by Operator. --a. Certification. --If the 
Government considers that a discovery or development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the work, the 
Government, at any time not later than six months after the 
Operator has rendered the final report and final account, may 
so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification 
shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery 
or development. 


b. Royalty on production.--The Operator, as prin-
cipal, if the Operator is the producer, or as surety, if the 
Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the land, as 
follows: (i) regardless of any certification of discovery 
or development, from the date of the contract until the lapse 
of the time within which the Government may make such certi-
fication, or until the total net amount contributed by the 
Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of dis-
covery or development, for a period of ten years from the date 
of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever 
occurs first.


c. Basis for computatiôri.--The Government's royalty 
shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds (including any 
bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the 
production sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrates, metal, 
or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular 
course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account. of the cost of 'treatment proc .


-esses performed by the buyer,' sampling and assaying to deter-
mine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by 
the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator), shall be allowed 
as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term 
is used herein. Any costs of treatment processes,'sampiing 
or assaying, or transportation,'performed orpaid by the







Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deduct-
ible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as thatterm is here 
used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means 
those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent) applied to the raw ore or other 
production after it 15 extracted from the grOund, .to.put it 
into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating 
or manufacturing. 


d. Unsold production. --If any production (ore, 
concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse of six 
months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, 
remains neither sold nor used by the Operator in integrated 
manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, If 
it is stockpiled), the Government, at its option, as long as 
It so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
Its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, 
concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Govern-
ment elects to require computation and payment. If any 
production is used by the Operator in integrated manufactur-
ing or fabricating operations before the Government makes 
its election, the Government's. royalty on such production 
shall be computed on the value thereof in the form In which. 

"Value" as here used 
means what is or would be gross income from mining, operations 
for percentage depletion purposes in Federal Income tax deter-
mination, or the market value, whichever is greater.

The Operator (Contractor) • of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:


/, 
(a) Form • MF-104—Operator s Monthly Report and 


Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes , a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.--A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a maj; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of2 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order tey appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other,contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervisi9n and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises, costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous typs of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item , (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive' Officer., This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature.

Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by' the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-

This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. , A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or

This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-1O4—Operitor s Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 2 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other,contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervisi9n and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used , in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as. 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling S and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
menteci. The four cçpies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200- (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and' by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

Preparation of Form MF-104A----1Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of thIs form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other adninistrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exceptiOn of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-

Stage 2 drilling has been completed on the Flat Top-Vilatie 
Hyde claims Nos. 1-3, DMEA docket 3190, contract No. Idm-E 672, Richard 
Vopat, et al. 


For stage 2, 30 holes were drilled, each one located at the 
center of each of the 30 squares whose corners were defined by the holes 
drilled under stage 1 (see map). The primary purpose of this pattern 
was to get more detailed information on the contour of the Todilto-Entrada 
contact before attempting to find the ore bodies. The detailed reasoning 
for this plan was presented in the memorandum of October 8, l95L, from 
Hilpert to Brokaw, 


Of the 30 holes drilled under stage 2, only one was completely 
negative in response to the gamma-ray probe. The other 29 showed anomalies 
that ranged from 0.005 to 0.09 percent eU 308• These values may be about 
twice as great as the actual U 308 values they represent, as was the case 
on the adjoining Flat Top claims Nos. L and of Four Corners Exploration 
Company. Of the 29 holes that registered anomalies, only 8 are likely to 
have much significance as far as being in the proximity to ore is concerned. 
These 8 holes each register maximum anomalies of 0.02 percent eU 3O8 in the 
lower part of the Todilto limestone, where exprerience has shown the 
anomalies are most significant. 


Stage 2 drilling has indicated the s tructure of the Todilto-
Entrada contact is essentially the same as found by stage 1 drilling. In 
only one place near the center of the claim area, the contact ateepens, 
which may indicate a structure the operators 'consider favorable for ore.

From the work that has been done, it now appears that chances 
are less than favorable for finding ore deposits of substantial size on 
these claims, although there is yet the possibility that some ore bodies 
are present that will have tonnages within the range of about 1,500 to 
3000 tons each0 Although it now seems unlikely that the Government can 
expect to be completely repaid for its share of the cost for the explora-
tion from the expected discoveries, I believe it is still to the Govern-
ments interest that the stage 3 drilling be completed, for the following 
reasons:


10 The iaformation obtained will assist materially in determin -
ing the size, grade, trend, habits, and distribution of the deposits in the 
Todilto limestone. This information will be of great value in determining 
the type and extent of DMEA assistance that should be given on adjoining 
properties, and in appraising the total resources of the district and region. 


20 It will provide the opportunity for the Government to make a 
detailed experimental in-hole gamma-ray study. 


3 ° It will likely result in the discovery of some ore and, per-
haps, as much as several thousand tons. 


Vopat, of course, is still hopeful that a substantial tonnage 
of ore will be discovered under stage 3 drilling. ven though it might be, 
more drilling will be required before any discoveries can be outlined and 
sampled adequately for mining. Vopat realizes this and still believes the 
risk is good enough on his part to desire that stage 3 drilling be done. 
Accordingly, the following plan of drilling for the L1.8 holes permitted 
under stage 3 has been formulated and has my approval: 


1. The 19 holes drilled under stages 1 and 2 that have the 
most significant in-hole anomalies be offset by holes 50 feet on either 
side. These 38 proposed holes are located along east-west trending lines 
planned to intersect the general northward trend of the known deposits in 
adjoining ground (see attached map). 


20 Three proposed holes shown in the north end of the flat 
Top-Vilatie Hyde No, 1 claim and tbree proposed holes shown near the 
northeastern corner of the Flat To-Vilatie Hyde No. 3 claim are planned 
to intersect the projected extension of nearby ore bodies on adjacent 
properties 0


30 Four proposed drill holes shown in the center of the claim 
group are planned to search for ore on the steep part of the Todilto-
Entrada contact.

(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and 


Cc) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form' MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the - 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of / 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104----Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order tey apper 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 19,52), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other ,contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the 'exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervisi9n and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party. will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will, be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reporteci 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer., -This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under 'Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government uditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four 'copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts- on Form MF-200- (A), however, are' not re-


r quired to-be supported-by documentation of anykind. The 
Operator will' submit his claim under item '(1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by' showihg the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously 'Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

Stage 1 drilling has been completed on the Flat Top-Vilatie 


Hyde claims Nos. 1-3, DMEA docket 3190, contract No. Idm-E672, Richard 


Vopat, et al. All)4l holes located under the original plan have been 


completed, of vthich eight were drilled at the owners expense prior to 


the start of work under contract Idm-E672. The remaining 33 holes were 


drilled under the contract (see attached map). 


All ).l . holes penetrated the Todilto limestone, which ranges 


from 8 to 26 feet in thickness within the area drilled. This thickness 


is great enough to contain substantial ore bodies and it compares favor-


ably with the thicknesses in adjoining areas where ore has been found. 


Ore deposits have been discovered on all four sides of these three claims, 


which should make the Vopat property even more favorable for ore discovery 


than it was at the time of the DMEA application.

Of the Li holes drilled, radiometric anomalies were registered 


in 2li, of which 18 may be in the proximity of ore (see map).	 No chemical 


assays of the cuttings from any of the holes have been determined, but


the equivalent 13308 values seem to be fairly reliable. The highest read-


ing obtained was 0.08 percent eU 308 (hole No. G-6-S.7), which is less 


than the ore-grade cutoff of 0.10 percent U308 . The holes that registered 


the 18 more significant anomalies are shown on the attached map. 


For stage 2, Richard Vopat1 (who represents the group that holds 


the Flat Top-Vilatie Hyde claims Nos.. 1-3) proposes drilling each of the 


30 holes permitted under this stage at the center of each of the 30 squares 


whose corners are defined by the holes drilled under stage 1 (see map). The 


primary reason for this pattern is to get more detailed information on the 


contour of the Todilto-Entrada contact before attempting to find the ore 


bodies.

Known ore deposits within the vicinity of the Flat 


Top-Vilatie Hyde claims are small, The average 


size has an areal dimension of about 30 feet by l0 


feet and is about 6 feet thick. 


. The trends of the long axes of the known deposits 


are still too few in number and erratic to be more 


than merely suggestive of any predominant trend. 


Drilling, therefore, in stage 2 to search for ore deposits 


by the guidance mostly of the low-grade anomalies could result in the 


expenditure of considerable drill-hole footage for any ore discovery 


made, Vopat.'s plan will postpone the actual search for ore bodies, but 


stands a reasonable chance of providing structural information that will 


narrow the search for the most favorable ground. This could result in 


making more efficient and effective use of the stage 3 drilling. It 


will also provide valuable geologic information for appraising the 


uranium resources of the district. 


I, therefore, endorse Vopats plan of drilling.

Reference Is made to the letter dated July 27, 1955, from 
you to J. T. Chambers, Chief, Contract Administration and Audit 
Division, regarding payment for Stage III work performed under Contract 
Idm-E672, and to the reply dated 8/1/55, signed byE. D. Talbert, 
Acting Chief, Contract Administration and Audit Division. 


We protest the decision rendered In Mr. Talbert's letter 
and contend in this instance that the aggregate fáotages and funds 
for all three stages are the control factor In the allowability of 
footages because of the following reasons: 


1. The contract stipulates that a certain number of 
holes shall be drilled under each of the three 
stages, with the drilling under Stages II and III 
subject to prior Government approval, which was 
issued. 


2. Each hole had a stipulated objectitre, which was 
to a distance 5 feet below the base of the Tod.ilto 
Limestone, and that point was estimated to be 
approximately an average of 75 feet in depth. 


3. The estimated approximate average depth of 75 feet 
was used. as the basis to apportion footages and 
funds between the stages. 


Therefore, it appears that the intent of the contract was 
to explore the area to a depth of 5 feet below the base of the 
Todilto Limestone by a specific number of holes which were estimated

to be of an approximate average depth. Thus as the number of holes 
stipulated under each of the three stages were approved for drilling, 
we contend that the footages involved are an allowable charge to the 
project provided such footages do not exceed the aggregate total 
footages provided for in all three stages. 


In view of the foregoing contention, this office now be-
lieves that any footage for drilling disallowed from the Operator's 
claims for reimbursement which was disallowed fox the reason that it 
exceeded the indicated total footage for that specific stage should 
be reinstated on final settlement of the account.

The Operator (Contractor) • of an exploration project is 
required to' make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


• (a) Form MF-104—Oper9to'r's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any uhusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order tey appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other,contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the, 'exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervisi9n and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, , liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-1O4—Operitor s Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated .and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. - ' In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of2 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The' items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other,contraçt forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervisi9n and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certifiOd copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200- (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item '(1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

Preparation of Form MF-104A---1Operator's Unit cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribuUon might well overstate .the cost fdr any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cuthulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should qual 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs.may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable-basis' "Operating Equipment', "Initial ReMbilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized y Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs. 	 .	 .

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervisi9n and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in tle project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original Of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support 'his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200- (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriat,e descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should.also be filled in.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress . Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator , to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items 'on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might . well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form' MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs.

Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable 'basis. "Operating Equi5ment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of. the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the'Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.	 ,

Stage 2 drilling has been completed on the Flat Top-Vilatie 
Hyde claims Nos, 1-3, DMEA docket 3190, contract No. Idm-E 672, Richard 
Vopat, et al. 


For stage 2, 30 holes were drilled, each one located at the 
center of each of the 30 squares whose corners were defined by the holes 
drilled under stage 1 (see map). The primary purpose of this pattern 
was to get more detailed information on the contour of the Todilto-Jntrada 
contact before attempting to find the ore bodies, The detailed reasoning 
for this plan was presented in the memorandum of October 8, l95L, from 
Hilpert to Brokaw. 


Of the 30 holes drilled under stage 2, only one was completely 
negative in response to the gamma-ray probe. The other 29 showed anomalies 
that ranged from 0.005 to 0.09 percent eU 3O8• These values may be about 
twice as great as the actual U 308 values they represent, as was the case 
on the adjoining Flat Top claims Nos, L and of Four Corners Exploration 
Company. Of the 29 holes that registered anomalies, only 8 are likely to 
have much significance as far as being in the proximity to ore is concerned. 
These 8 holes each register maximum aroma1ies of 0.02 percent eU3O8 in the 
lower part of the Todilto limestone, where exprerience has shown the 
anomalies are most significant. 


Stage 2 drilling has indicated the s tructure of the Todilto-
Entrada contact is essentially the same as found by stage 1 drilling. In 
only one place near the center of the claim area, the contact ateepens, 
which may indicate a structure the operators consider favorable for ore.







From the work that has been done, it now appears that chances 
are less than favorable for finding ore deposits of substantial size on 
these claims, although there is yet the possibility that some ore bodies 
are present that will have tonnages within the range of about 1,500 to 
3,000 tons each0 Although it now seems unlikely that the Government can 
expect to be completely repaid for its share of the cost for the explora-
tion from the expected discoveries, I believe it is still to the Govern-
ments interest that thesbage 3 drilling be completed, for the following 
reasons:


1. The information obtained will assist materially in determin-
ing the size, grade, trend, habits, and distribution of the deposits in the 
Todilto limestone0 This information will be of great value in determining 
the type and extent of DMEA assistance that should be given on adjoining 
properties, and in appraising the total resources of the district and region. 


2. It will provide the opportunity for the Government to make a 
detailed experimental in-hole gamma-ray study. 


30 It will likely result in the discovery of some ore and, per-
haps, as much as several thousand tons. 


Vopat, of course, is still hopeTul that a substantial tonnage 
of ore will be discovered under stage 3 drilling. zven though it might be, 
more drilling will be required before any discoveries can be outlined and 
sampled adequately for mining. Vopat realizes this and still believes the 
risk is good enough on his part to desire that stage 3 drilling be done. 
Accordingly, the following plan of drilling for the )8 holes permitted 
under stage 3 has been formulated and has my approval: 


1. The 19 holes drilled under stages 1 and 2 that have the 
most significant in-hole anomalies be offset by holes 50 feet on either 
side. Theise 38 proposed holes are located along east-west trending lines 
planned to intersect the general northward trend of the known deposits in 
adjoining ground (see attached map). 


20 Three proposed holes shown in the north end of the flat 
Top-Vilatie Hyde No. 1 claim and three proposed holes shown near the 
northeastern corner of the Flat Top-Vilatie Hyde No. 3 claim are planned 
to intersect the proje.cted extension of nearby ore bodies on adjacent 
properties.


30 Four proposed drill holes shown in the center of the claim 
group are planned to search for ore on the steep part of the Todilto-. 
Entrada contact.

Stage 1 drilling has been completed on the Flat Top-Vilatie 


Hyde claims Nos. 1-3, DMEA docket 3190, contract No. Idm-E672, Richard 


Vopat, et al. All li.l holes located under the original plan have been 


completed, of Wnich eight were drilled at the owners' expense prior to 


the start of work under contract Idm-E672. The remaining 33 holes were 


drilled under the contract (see attached map). 


• /	 All Ll holes penetrated the Todilto limestone, which ranges 


froni 8 to 26 feet in thickness within the area drilled. This thickness 


is great enough to contain substantial ore bodies and it compares favor-


ably with the thicknesses in adjoining areas where ore has been found. 


Ore deposits have been discovered on all four sides of these three claims, 


which should make the Vopat property even more favorable for ore discovery 


than it was at the time of the DMEA application.

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Of the L.l holes drilled, radioinetric anomalies were registered 


in 2L, of which 18 may be in the proximity of ore (see map).	 No chemical 


assays of the cuttings from any of the holes have been determined, but


the equivalent U308 values seem to be fairly reliable. The highest read-


ing obtained was 0.08 percent eU308 (hole No, G-6-5,7S), which is less 


than the ore-grade cutoff of 0.10 percent U 308 . The holes that registered 


the 18 more significant anomalies are shown on the attached map. 


For stage 2, Richard Vopat. (who represents the group that holds 


the flat Top-Vilatie Hyde claims Nos. 1-3) proposes drilling each of the 


30 holes permitted under this stage at the center of each of the 30 squares 


whose corners are defined by the holes drilled under stage 1 (see map). The 


primary reason for this pattern is to get more detailed information on the 


contour of the Todilto-Entrada contact before attempting to find the ore 


bodies. These are the reasons why this information justifies taking this 


approach.


1. Within the general vicinity of the Flat Top-Vilatie 


Hyde claims, the general information now available 


suggests that most of the Iciown ore bodies are related 


to fault or fold structures that are reflected along 


the Todilto-Entrada contact. 


2. Although these structures are small--seldom having a 


throw or closure of more than a few feet--they are a 


larger target than the ore deposits themselves. 
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3. Although most everyone in the Grants area believes 


the ore deposits have haloes of low-grade material, 


they also agree that such haloes are not present in 


every instance and that low-grade anomalies are 


oftentimes merely anomalies and not related to, or 


contiguous with, values that lead to ore. 


14.. Known ore deposits within the vicinity of the Flat 


Top-Vilatie Hyde claims are small. The average 


size has an areal dimension of about 30 feet by 150 


feet and is about 6.feet thick. 


5. The trends of the long axes of the known deposits 


are still too few in number and erratic to be more 


than merely suggestive of any predominant trend. 


Drilling, therefore, in stage 2 to search for ore deposits 


by the guidance mostly of the low-grade anomalies could result in the 


expenditure of considerable drill-hole footage for any ore discovery 


made. Vopat's plan will postpone the actual search for ore bodies, but 


stands a reasonable chance of providing structural information that will 


narrow the search for the most favorable ground. This could result in 


making more efficient and effective use of the stage 3 drilling. It 


will also provide valuable geologic information for appraising the 


uranium resources of the district. 


I, therefore, endorse Vopatts plan of drilling.

except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular

EXHIBIT "A" 


Description of the Work 


The work will be divided into three stages. 


Stage 1 will consist of rotary drilling 41 holes at locations 
as shown on Figure 2 which is attached and made a part of Exhibit "AT7. 


Stage 2 will consist of rotary drilling not to exceed 30 holes 
offset from those drilled under Stage 1. The performance of any or all 
of Stage 2 drilling is dependent on the results of drilling under Stage 1 
-and is subject to the prior ,ritten approval of the DMEA Field Team, 
Region IV. No hole drilled under Stage 2 shall be closer than 50 feet 
to any other hole drilled under Stage 1 or Stage 2. 


Stage 3 will consist of rotary drilling not to exceed 48 addi-
tional offset holes and the performance of any or all of the drilling is 
dependent on the results of Stage 1 and Stage 2 drilling and is subject 
to the prior written approval of the DNEA Field Team, Region IV. No 
hole drilled under Stage 3 shall be drilled closer than 50 feet to any 
other hole drilled under Stages 1, 2 or 3. 


All holes in each Stage will be drilled five feet below the 
base of the Todilto limestone which is the ore bearing horizon and it 
is estimated that all holes will average approximately 75 feet in depth 
to this point. 


A permanent geologic record including the radionietric logging 
of every hole will be made by the operator and submitted to the DI]EA 
Field Team, Region IV, at the end of each stage of drilling. This 
geologic record will contain an accurate log and sample results of 
each hole.


All holes will be rotary drilled and all sample cuttings 
throughout the entire thickness of the Todilto limestone will be col-
lected separately in two foot runs, split, sacked, and labeled, one-half 
to be retained and properly stored for use of the Government.
