(Excerpts):

Rocks exposed within the area of the subject
claims range in age from Precambrian granite to Upper
Triassic sediments. The sedimentary units present
are the Pennsylvanian Madera limestone of the Magdalena
group, the Permian Cutler formation, and the Upper
Triassic Chinle formation.

The ¢laims are within the area disturbed by the
Nacimiento thrust fault, and contain a series of sub-
sidary small thrust and normal faults.

Because of heavy timber, brush, and soil cover in
the area, the contact between the upper arkosic member
of the Madera limestone and the Cutler formation is
obscured.

Radioactivity was noted on the Pajaro Azul No. 1
and on Ia Reina Nos. 3 and L claims; however, the read-
ings indicated only low-grade mineralization. There
are a number of shallow pits on the claims but no
commercial grade ore was exposed.

The mineral deposits inthe area are small and very
low grade. Most of the known occurrences of anomalous
radiocactivity in the area are in the Cutler formation,

whereas most of the subject claims are underlain by the

The only sign of uranium mineralization, other than low
counts on the scintillometer, occurs on the claim on which the

Other
points showing radioactivity of approximately 3 times background
were noted but no worthwhile concentrations were suggested. No
target is furnished by the showings on the property or by
inference, since no concentrations of interest are known in the
immediate area. .

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY”

R. M. Matson and partners of Marshall, Texas, requested DMEA
assistance in exploring for uranium ore on 10 unpatented claims in
secs. 30 and 31, T. 23 N., R. 1 E., Rio Arriba County, New Mexico.

Thé applicant proposed first-stage drilling consisting of 19
dry rotary holes to an average depth of 60 feet on a T5-foot grid.
In the second stage, 30 additional holes were proposed on the same
grid pattern. There was also 500 feet of coring proposed, the loca-
tion of which was not definitely stated, but it is assumed to have
been proposed on the Pajaro Azul No. 1 claim as was the 1lst and 2nd
stage work. The costs in the application were not broken down into
stages, but the total for the project was $13,h60.00 which is $3.845
per foot, or about 30 percent too high.

A field examination of the property was made on August 26 1955,
by an examining team composed of H. F. Albee of the U. S. Geological
Survey and Glen Walker of U. S. Bureau of Mines.

The investigation resulted in the conclusion that the property
does not warrant DMEA participation in its exploration because:

1. The widely scattered exposures of mineralizeq\rock are
low_grede.

2. Geologic investigations have not conclusively established

stratigraphic and structural relations.






3. There are noJEnown commer¢1a1 uranium deposits in comparable
formations in the general locality.

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

The 10 unpatented claim; are in the southwestern part of sec. 30
" and the northwest of sec. 31, T. 25 N., R. 1 E., N.M.P.M. about k4
miles south of Galline, N. Mex. This very small village is on State
Highway 96 about 25 miles northeast of Cuba, the largest town in the
area. The nearest rail point is Bernalillo on the Santa Fe Reilroed
about 90 miles to the southeast. Albuquerque, the largést city in
the state, is about 115 miles southeast of thg property. Supplies
and equipment for miging operations would probably have to be ob-
tained in Albuquerque.

The property is on the north facing slope of San Pedro mountain,
a part of the western Naéimiento Range.

HISTORY, PRODUCTION, AND OWNERSHIP

The claims were all located by local residents in September 195k.

the oldest sedimentary unit in the area of the claims, It consists
of dark grey, dense, fossiliferous limestone, thin bedded, gray shale,
coarse-grained, reddish gray grkose, and red and greenish gray mudstone.

The Cutler formation consists of about 1,000 feet of interbedded
red, browp, green, and gray mudstone, siltstoﬁe, sandstone, and con:
glomerate. These beds are characterized by extreme lateral lithologic
variations, crossbedding, shallow intraformational scours, and isolated
small accumulations of carbonaceous trash. Lensesvof conglomerate are
abundant in the lower part of the Cutler formation. The €onglomerate
lenses are composed of well;rounded quartz, quartzite, granite, and
gneiss pebbles.that renge up to about > inches in diameter.

The Chinle formation is divided into an upper "redbed" section
end a lower section. The lower section is further divided into three
units which are, from bottom to top, the Aqua Zerca sandstone member,
the Salitral shale tongue, and fhe Poleo sandstone lentil. The Aqua
Zarca sandstone member consists of conglomergtic sandstone and a few
beds of siltstone and shale.

PRESENT STATUS

Discovery pits approximately 10 feet deep have been dug, and
on the Pajaro Azul No. 1 claim three additional very shallow pits
have exposed from a few inches to a foot of coarse sandstone weakly
mineralized, principally with copper. All of these pits on Pajaro
Azul No. 1 claim give a slight reaction on the écintillometer, but

The claims are on ground that 1s extremely broken by both nprmal
and thruspkfaults, which mey give rise to serious geologic and drill-
ing problems.

Theiexaﬁining‘team believes that the property is, at present,
in the prospecﬁing stage of development and that it does not meet
the minimum requirements for DMEA assistance in exploration. They;

therefore, recommend that the application be denied.

The applicant proposes to explore for uranium on ten

by different individuals, attached to the application outline
different drill hole spacings and patterns. Both reports
recommend a total of 3,000 feet of wagon drilling.

In addition to the wagon drilling the report by
0. A. Larrazolo recommends 500 feet of core drilling should it be
necessary. Mr. Larrazolo's program, including road building,
surveying, assaying, supervision, etc., is estimated to cost

$13,L460.

The property is located about 75 miles northeast of
the significant ore deposits of the Grants district. The
geologic reports submitted with the application state that a
channel structure is present on the property in the Poleo
formation. The Poleo formation may correlate with the Shinarump
conglomerate of Triassic age on the Colorado Plateau. The
applicant states, also, that uranium mineralization has been
discovered in an open pit on the Pajaro Azul No. 1 claim, as
well as in other places., Assays, however, of some of the material
were very low in uranium. '

The application is not very well prepared. No geologic
map of the property has been submitted. The applicant does not
state which of the two proposed exploration programs he prefers.

Favorable aspects of the property include the possibility
of a channel structure in the Shinarump-Poleo formation and the
presence of uranium mineralization. These items should be checked

in the field. I therefore recommend that the application be






referred to the Field Team for field examination. Because the
geologic problems and formations involved are of the Colorado
Plateau type it would be advisable for the field examlnatlon to
be made from the Grand Junction office.
