Subject: Review of supplementary information relating to application. 


The information concerning the santpling in the cuts shown 
on Sketch #1 give no additional support to the application. One 
sample, no width ascribed, is reported at 0.34. Percentage u3o8 
is no doubt meant, perhaps chemical 1J308. Five samples, presumedly 
of the radioactive material, combined into one sample assayed 
.01 (%u3o8 7). 


The application mentioned assays of 0.2%, .25% and. up to 
0.5% of specimens. No mention is made as to where such material 
was obtained. The information now at hand does not justify any 
drilling, much less the expensive program outlined. 


Referral to the Field Team for an opinion, not necessarily 
supported by an examination, is recommended.

I have reviewed the attached supplemental information, DMEA 
Docket 4197, Pivot Rock Mining Company, Inc., dated March 19 and re-
ceived in this office March 23. I have also discussed it with Joseph 
0. Hosted, Washington representative of the Atomic ergy Commission. 


On March 13 the applicant was requested to submit additional 
specific information in support of the application for exploration 
assistance. The supplemental information submitted by the applicant 
on March 19 contains, among other items, a copy of a sketch made by an 
AEC geologist showing the relative locations of existing trenches. 
A drill-hole pattern is not presented because the applicant feels it 
would be restrictive to have such a plan. This may be an indication 
that the property has not been sufficiently prospected. 


A more definite exploration program should be outlined by 
the applicant prior to a DMFk field examination, which at this time 
appears to me to be unwarranted. 


Mr. Hosted recommends that the application be sent to the 
Field Team and that they consult with E. R. Gordon, Atomic Energy 
Commission, Grand Junction, Colorado.
