Accessibi-
lity is by a road that is already there, can be reached by truck or
jeep. We need about 3/L mile of grading for heavy trucks for exa-
mination purposes of the property; it can be reached as stated, by
truck or jeep. :

b. No current production or ore reserves in the past.

ce As far as we can determine, the geological features of this property
are about the same as that of the Harding Mine property. Deposits,
as can be seen at present, are bedded veins of pegmitite varying in
thickness from 12 inches to 3 ft., all carrying beryl in crystal and
ma531ve forms.

At present we are cuttlng a face on claim No. 1 for drifting. By
doing this we encountered several veins which joined at the depth of
about 15 ft., making a total thickness of L ft. or over. We also
encountered several small veins when cutting through the hillside all
carrying beryl..

We believe that all the mentioned above veins will contact inrith each
other and very possibly will either form a bedded dyke or a large
underground deposite.





Assays were taken on two of these veins and reports were submitted
to you in our previous letter.

d. As stated above, accessibility can be reached by light truck or
jeep, but in need of about 3/l mile of road grading for heavy trucks.

Shlpplng points: The nearest railroad is Santa Fe, New Mexico which
is about 60 miles or Las Vegas, New Mexico which is also about 60
miles. '

Partners reside at Penasco, New Mexico which is about 7 miles from
the property. ‘

e. Materials, supplies and equipment can be obtained at either Penasco,
7 miles; Santa Fe, 60 miles; Albuquerque, 120 miles.

Mining labor is available 10Ca11y. Average distance about 7 miles.
Power line is about three miles from property.

Water can be furnished from the Rio Pueblo River which is about 3/L
mile from the property.

5. Exploration project:

b. Proposed work - We have finished the facing as mentioned in L ¢, and
we are drifting on the contact veins. By doing this, we believe we
will encounter a rich body of ore which we believe is not far.

The nearest working mine is the famous Harding Mine owned and operated
by Arthur Montgomery. This mine as mentioned, is about 1,500 ft. NE
from our quarry. ‘

At present we definitely are on mineralized contact zone and by
drifting on it, we are hoping to encounter deposits of beryl and very
possible spodumene, lepidolite, and tantalum.

de A. A. Owen has some experience and can handle the operations with
some aid from Government Engineers, Geologists or others. He has been
prospecting for almost 15 years on and off but very familiar with local
‘pegmitite. He now has a mica deposit which is under contract. We also
have a foreman who is familiar with the local pegmltlte and can handle
men and equipment very efficiently.

6. Estimate of cost:

a. This can be devided into catagories - (1) Simple exploration following
the geological survey report of the Harding Mine. Cost will vary from
$8,000 to $8,500. This ofcourse, will not include coredrilling, but
will include drifting, ditching, road repairs, and equipment. (2) Major
exploration if determined after examination of the property, and if
drilling is decided upon, then the cost will probably‘extend from $15,000

to $20,000.
