GEOLOGIC REPORT ON SIXTEEN MINING CIAIMS SITUATED IN SECTIONS 11 AND 12,
TOWNSHIP 21 NORTH, RANGE 2 BAST, RIO ARRIDA COUNTY, NEW MEXICO

ABSTRACT

An examination of the St. Jude mining claims presently held by
Mr. T. B. Matson was conducted in an attempt to determine if geological
conditions present warrant further exploration, and to evaluate the
economic potential of two mineral deposits occurring on the group of
claims,

Rocks of the Permian Cutler formation crop out on the claims,
Both mineral deposits occur in arkosic sands believed to be middle
Cutler in age,

Controlling factors of both mineral deposits appear to have been
the presence of carbonaceous material and the relatively high porosity
of the channel-like arkoses.

The origin of both deposits appears to be epithermal,

The sixteen St, Jude mining claims are located in Sections 1T-and-
12, Township 21 North, Range 2 East in the Santa Fe National Forest,

Rlo Arriba County, New Mexico, The claims are also located on a mesa
on the east flank of the San Pedro mountains, The nearest village is
Coyote, New Mexico which is approximately ten miles northeast of said
claims, An all-weather Forest Service road passes near the northern
extremity of the group of claims,

The claims have been surveyed and discovery work has apparently
been conducted in accordance with mining laws.

To my knowledge no previous geological work has been done on the
claims as such,

Exploration work by T. B, Matson consists of dozer work on the two
devosits in an attempt to reveal the extent of mineralization and the
digging of discovery pits,

Though the two deposits are in close proximity they differ greatly
in many aspects and shall be dealt with separately when conditions are
not harmonious, For clarification during this report the northermost
deposit shall be designated as Deposit No. 1 and sothermost deposit as
Deposit No, 2.

GENERAL GEOLOGY

Rocks varying in age from Pre-Cambrian to Tertiary crop out in a
radius of a few miles of the claims, Pre-Cambrian quartzite, schists,
and granite form the core of the San Pedro mountains a few miles to the
west of the St. Jude claimsy Resting on the Pre-Cambrian, with its
upnermost member a few hundred feet below the present topography, is the
Madera formation of Pennsylvanian age., Above the Madera formation is

the Cutler formation of Permian age. Both mineral deposits occur in

the middle Cutler. These are clastic rocks consisting of brownish-

red, brownish-gray, and greenish-gray arkose, interbedded with brownish-
red and red clays and silts,

The Cutler is mesa capping in the vicinity of the claims with a
gentle dip to the northeast, To the west, tertiary sedimentary rock of
the Santa Fe formation overlie the Cutler, A few miles to the southeast,
Tertiary and Quarternary rhyolitic to basaltic flows and tuffs make up
the Jemez Plateau,

Difference in relief is only slight on the claims, However, the
arkoses stand out as smoothly rounded ridges while the clsys and silts
form broad shallow valleys,

Locally, drainage is rectangular but only as part of a large den-
dritic pattern,

DEPOSIT NO. 1

This occurrence of mineralization, consisting primarily of uranium
with only insignificant trac@s of copper, is found in a brownish,
loosely cemented, fine grained arkose, The arkose, being more resistant
to weathering than the surrounding clays and siltg, stands out as a
smoothly rounded cigar shaped ridge trending N 10 W and extends in that
direction off the group of claims,

Dozer work has revealed the arkose to be lenticular in cross section
with a maximum width of 20 feet and a maximum exposed height of 8 feet,
Near the western extremity of the exposure6 laminae dip L° toward the
center and at the eastern extremity dip 20” toward the center, revealing
the arkose as a probable old stream bed,

The uranium is associated with carbonaceous material disseminated
as flakes or grains through the arkose with decided enrichment along
the carbonaceous laminae, No uranium minerals are visible, However,
chemical analysis indicates their oresence. No attempt has been made
to determine if the mineralization continues in the direction of the
probable channel,

DEPOSIT MO, 2

This occurrence is exposed on the face of an arkose outcrop 65 feet
in width and 25 feet in height. The arkose is light gray in color and
appnears to be highly bleached in comparison to other outcrops in the
general area, This also nossesses channel characteristics as did the
uranium deposit., As in the other denosit this arkose is cigar shaped
in map view with a tredd of N 70° W and extends in that direction for
at least 200 yards and off the group of claims in question,

igain a face has been expnosed by dozer work revealing the mineral-
ization, The uranium in this case is associated with disseminated
remnants of carbonized wood as are some of the copper minerals,





The relationship between the carbonized wood and the copper is by no
means general in this deposit, The major portion of the Ccopper mineral-
ization is not associated with the carbonized wood but is disseminated
in the non-carbonaceous arkose, Malachite, the most abundant, mineral,
fills fractures in quartz grains and forms gs halos around grains and
£ills pore spaces,

around bits of carbonized wood,

Some attempt on the part of the owner has been made to determine
the linear extent of the copper minebtalization by doing more dozer
work along the trend of the arkose outcrop., This work was conducted
some 60 feet from the €xnosure just described and did reveal further
mineralization to Some extent, It is felt however that the work was
not carried to a sufficient depth to encounter a contimiation of the

major copner mineralized zone,
