The properties of the Pyramid Mining'and Metal Corporation
consist of L groups of claims, the Big Three, White Cloud, Ruth and
Owl.

An application for assistance in doing work in the Miser's
Chest and Bonney mines was made in 1951 by the Banner Mining Co.,
DMA 268. The application was denied. The mines are 0,8 of a mile
northwest of the referenced cla.uns. ' - -

The referenced property has had considerable work done
upon it and some ore has been shipped. A shaft on the Owl claim is
said to be 160 feet deep and one on the Rut.h claim is 370 feet deep.
The Aberdeen shaft on the Aberdeen claim ad,)oining the Owl claim on
the north is said to be 527 feet deep. The Aberdeen claim is not
included in the project area. Within recent months, 3 _deep, prospect,
angle, drill holes have been drilled on the project claims. The holes
were drilled to satisfy contract obligations, and only general targets
were aimed at. No ore was found, tut scattered chalcopyrite minerali-
zation is mentioned ‘

The drill cores were inspected by the consulting engineer
and a report on them accompanies the application. The cores are said
to support a theory that at a depth of about 800 feet significant
copper-bearing veins are to be expected, similar to those being mined
at the Atwood mine, 2 miles to the north, and to those that have been
mined at the gfj, Miser's Chest, and Bonney mlneg. At the named mines

the veins are for the most part in basalt (lower) and granodiorite.
The granodiorite is intrusive into the basalt and may underlie the
entire area, but, as inferred, may be very deep in the vicinity of
the Owl and adjoining claims.

This suggests that the applicant may wish
to subordinate omly part of his lease-hold. It is not clearly the
case, however, and needs clarification by the agplicant.

According to data in the application the country rock is
a basic ferro-megnesiesn mass cut by east-west faults which are
mineralized and form the loci of orebodies. A rather _wordy end non-
- definitive report on interpretative analysis of recent core drill-
ing forms part of the application. This report purports to indicate
that & copper sulfide zone begins at a depth of about Loo feet, but
the greatest gquantity of copper noted im the assay results was but
0.05%. |
The spplicant proposes 8 holes, averaging 1,100 feet in
~ depth, and inclined at minus 55 degrees to explore each of 4 veins
at two points to a depth of 800 feet. The drilling is expected to
cost $6.50 per foot or about $57,200,

The application is not well prepsred, barticml&rly from
the view of Justification. No evidence is presented that wall rock
or structures exist on the claims that werrant exploration; nor is
there sempling, prcduction or other data to indicate in any way that
the structures indicated om the claim map are of significance.

I recommend that the application be ref@rred to the field
for review and recommendation. Obviously unless additiom&l evidence
is developed the application mst be denied.
