All work performed up 
to this time has been exploration operations and the proving of our 
claims. Without finding massive beryl, we have in our exploration 
work found beryl that assayed from i.% BeO content up to 12.46%. 
During the year of 1955 twelve hunderd lbs • of high grade blue beryl 
crystals in large size was recovered, also during the year of 1956 
beryl crystals and columbium in small quantities was discovered.

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INTRODUCTION 


Ray 0. Burch and. George A. Wirz of Lubbock, Texas applied 


to the. Defense Minerals Exploration Administration for aid in explo-


ration for beryl, mica, and columbium on their Rockin Chair claims 


in Rio Arriba and Santa Fe Counties, New Mexico. The application 


was received and assigned docket number DMEA J19014, December 23, 1957. 


It was reviewed by Commodity Specialists and forwarded by the Operat-


ing Committee to the Field Team, Region III for. field investigations 


and recommendations. 


The claims were examined for the Field Team May lii., 1958, 


shortly after they were clear of snow, by W. L. Emerick, geologist, 


U. S. Geological Survey, and T. M. Romslo, mining engineer., U. S. 


Bureau of Mines. They were accompanied by owners of the claims, 


Messrs. Burch and Wirz.	 ..	 . 


SUZIMARY AND RECO4ENDATION 


The beryl, mica, and columbite ..tantalite occur in pegmatite 


that intrudes schist. 


No significant reserves of the three minerals are present 


on the property. 


The applicant proposed exploratory work that comprised, the 


excavation and sampling of an open cut on each of )4 claims and the 


diamond drilling of ten 70-foot holes on each of 2 claims • The total 


cost of the work was estimated at $38,3111.oO.

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The field examiners conclude that the reserves of beryl, 


strategic grade mica and coluithite-tantalite in the ' pegmatite dikes 


on the Rockin Chair claims are not significant. However, minor amounts 


of these minerals could be recovered as by-products 1 the deposits 


could. be worked for scrap mica. 


The field examiners recommend denial of the application. 


LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, D LOCAL FACILITIES 


The Rockin Chair group of claims are in the Santa Fe National 


Forest at abou2O air-miles northeast of Santa Fe, New Mexico. They 


are situated in sec. 6, T. 20 N., R. 11 E., Santa Fe County, New Mexico 


and sec. 31, T. 21 N., R 11 E. and sec. 36, T. 21 N., R. 10 E., Rio 


Arriba County, New Mexico (fig. 1). 


The claims may be reached from Santa Fe by driving 24 miles 


north on U. S. Highway 285 to the town of Espanola and. thence about 10 


miles caster1y on State Highway 76 to the village of Cordova. A south-


easterlr trending Forest Service road that fords the Rio Quernado at 


Cordova is then followed for 5.2 miles to its junction with an access 


road. to the claims. The access road, of bulldozer construction, forks 


abruptly to the left and reaches the northeast àorner of the Rockin 


Chair claim No. 14 at 0.4 mile from the junction. It continues on to 


' the several prospect workings. 


The Forest Service road from Cordova to the claims can be 


traveled by passenger automobiles except during the winter and. early 


spring when mud or snow restricts travel to trucks . and. 4-wheel drive 
vehicles.
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The Rockin Chair claims are at a mean altitude of about 


7,900 feet on the western slope of the Sangre de Cristo Mountains. 


They extend northwesterly from Borrego Mesa along an area of gently 


rolling to moderately rugged terrain. Relief on the claims is in 


the order of about 600 feet. 


Drainage is northwesterly to the Rio del Quexnado, a peren-


nial stream. 


Vegetation consisis mainly of forage grasses and pine trees, 


some of which are suitable for mine timbers. 


Summera are mild and winters are not severe. 


Annual precipitation of about 30 inches occurs mainly as 


heavy rainstorms in the summer and heavy snowfalls during the winter 


and early spring.


PROPERTY 


History and Production 


The pegmatite dikes of the Rockin Chair claims have undoubt-. 


edly been known for many years prior to 1955, when they were first 


worked, as they crop out strongly in a readily accessible area. 


The operations of 1955 were conducted from May to the end 


of July by Raymond Hogan and Ray Burch. They comprised the bulldozing 


of access roads and an open cut on the Rockin Chair No. 2 claim and 


the sinking of shallow pits on some of the other claims. Production 


for the period was confined to 2 tons of scrap mica and about 600 


pounds of beryl. The mica was sold to the Santa Fe Mining Co., Santa 


Fe, New Mexico, for $30.00 per ton, and 500 pounds of the beryl was 


shipped to the Government buying station at Custer, S. D. Gross re. 


ceipts from the lot of beryl that averaged 12. 116 BeO were $150.75.
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•	 Subsequent operations were intermittent and were confined 


to a total of about 3 months during the summers of 1956 and 1957. 
They were conducted by Ray Burch and 1 to 3 helpers. Additional 


roads were built, a few pits were sunk, and the open cut on the 


Rockin Chair No. 2 claim was enlarged. Production from these opera-


tions was confined to about 1 ton of mica of all grades, 150 pounds 


of beryl and 20 pounds of columbite. None of these minerals were 


marketed but an approximately 5-pound sample of the highest quality 


mica was selected from a few hundred pounds of hand-sorted "book" 


mica and sent to the Custer buying station for classification. Some 


of the mica was found to be of strategic grade. 


Extent and Ownership of the Property 


The property comprises a group of 19 unpatented. lode mining 


claims, Rockin Chair Nos. 1 to 19 (fig. 1). 


Rockin Chair claims nos. 1 through 12 were located by George 


Lopez and Silvianita T. Lopez, his wife; Fred Cordova and Lena 0. 


Cordova, his wife; Ricardo Lopez and Benita R. Lopez, his wife; Eur-


jencio Lopez and Orlinda 'Lopez, his wife; Christobal Ortiz and Sabi-


nita L. Ortiz, his wife; and Melaguias Romero, a single person, on 


April 18, 1955, and were recorded at their respective County court-


houses April 10, 1955. Six of the other 19 claims, Rockin Chair nos. 


13 to 19, were located by Ray 0. Burch and Raymond Hogan May 10, 1955, 
and were recorded at the Santa Fe County courthouse May II, 1955. 


Messrs. Burch and Hogan also located the Rockin Chair claim No. 19 
/	 on May 18, 1955, and recorded it at the same courthouse May 19, 1955.
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Messrs. Burch and Hogan executed an option agreement to pur-


chase the Rockin Chair claims Nos. 1 through 12 from the locators April 


21, 1955, and each acquired a 1/2 interest in the claims by a Quitclaim 


Deed dated May 11, 1955. Mr. Hogan transferred his 1/2 interest in the 


claim to George A. 1irz during May 1957. 


According to Messrs. Burch and Wirz, encunbrances on the 


claims are confined to royal rights of 10 percent and 2-1/2 percent 


that are held by Raymond Hogan and. the Kindom Uranium Company, respec-


tively.


Present status 


The property is presently inactive. There is no mining or 


milling equipment on the property. 


GEOLOGY 


For a generalized description of the rocks in the area of 


the applicant's Rockin Chair claims, the statement in an earlier re-


port by McMillan and McLaren is essentially true. It says: 


"The rocks in the area of the Rockin Chair claims 
are schists and. gieisses of Precambrian age that have been. 
intruded by granite and peginatite." 


/ McMillan, W. D., and. McLaren, D. R., Field examination report, 
DMEâ-3895, August 30, 1955.
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The pegn1atites examined on the applicant's Rockin Chair claims 


intrude mica schists and have trends ranging from approximately east-west 


to northwest. Other pegmatites in the area may trend in different direc-


tions. The dips of the pegmatites were indeterminate but probably are 


steeply-dipping to vertical. 


The overall texture of the pegmatites is extremely coarse 


grained but it was found that in places a coarser texture prevailed on 


one side of the pegmatite than on the other. One pegmatite showed 


graphic intergrowth of the quartz and feldapars on one contact side, 


in this case on the side opposite a coarser texture. 


The dominant minerals of the pegmatite aggregate are quartz, 


feldspars and muscovite. McMiflan and McLaren recognized two zones 


an outer or wall zone and. a core zone -- in the pegmatite on the Rockin 


Chair No. 2 claims (Fig. 2) and estimated the component minerals in the 


two zones of the pegmatite to be approximately 30 to 35 percent quartz 


respectIvely, 10 to 23 percent albite respectively, 27 to 50 percent 


microcline perthite respectively, and 5 to 8 percent muscovite respec-


tively. These estimations with local variations can probably be applied 


to most of the pegmatites in the area. 


There were few showings of beryl, either as small pockets or 


as crystals, and no coluzribite-tantalite was observed.

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Rockin Chair No. 2 claIm 


The pegmatite dike on the Rockin Chair No. 2 claim (Fig. 2) 


is 60 to 80 feet wide and. has approximately an east-west trend. The 


dip is indeterminate but is believed to be nearly vertical. The peg-' 


matite is exposed for several; hundred feet along its trend. 


The pegmatite on the claim has been developed by trenching 


across the width and by shaflow scraping and. breaking of the surface 


by bulldozer. The principal working on the claim is a trench (Trench 


A, Fig. 2) about 100 feet long by about 10 feet wide and 10 feet deep 


that cuts across the north schlst-peginatite contact. An extremely 


coarse texture persists in the pegmatite from the contact for 10 to 


15 feet southward. Beyond. this extremely coarse-textured zone south-


ward the pegniatite texture approximates that of a coarse-'grained granite. 


Two or three closely-spaced lenses of schist were noted in the floor of 


the trench (Fig. 2). The south contact of the pegmatite is covered but 


lies somewhere north of a trench dug in the schist (Fig. 2). 


Quartz and feldspars compose the bulk of the minerals exposed 


in Trench A, with mica probably representing about 10 percent of the 


total composition where most heavily concentrated. The mica ranges 


from flake size to irregular books up to 3 inches square. The book 


mica represents only a small fraction of the total mica present. Most 


of the mica is heavily stained, striated and contains other imperfections. 


Furthermore, the small percentage of book mica that could be of strategic 


grade seldom has a rectangular area in excess of 3 square inches.

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Only one pocket, or remnant, of beryl was seen in Trench A. 


In this pocket the applicant stated a beryl crystal 5 feet long by 10 


inches in diameter was recOvered. The 1955 report estimated 600 


pounds of beryl had been produced from 100 tons of pegmatite from this 


trench. With enlargement of the trench by the applicant since 1955, 


it is estimated that about 600 tons of pegmatite have been excavated. 


The applicant stated that 750 pounds of beryl was recovered, which 


would include the 600 pounds of the 1955 report. The production figure 


indicates that the beryl content of the rock is insignificant. 


Colunthite-tantalite is not significant in the pegmatite 


inasmuch as none was observed and. only a few sma.0 crystals have re-


portedly been found at widely scattered locations. 


The findings in a small trench (Trench B, Fig. 2) about 200 


feet west of Trench A, and. in shallow bulldozer scrapings of the pegma-


tite outcrop about 200 feet east of Trench A, appeared to be less sig-


nificant than shown in Trench A. 


Rockin Chair No. 3 claim 


Major work performed by the applicant on the Rockin Chair No.3 


claim (Fig. 3) consists of a trench and some drilling and blasting. The 


trench was bulldozed in schist along the north contact of a 50-60 foot 


wide east-west trending pegmatite dike having a probable vertical dip. 


The pegmatite can be traced several hundred feet east but is mostly 


covered to the west. The south contact locally forms a 20- to 25-foot 


cliff face on which the applicant did some drilling and blasting to 


expose fresh rock. 


J Op..cit., 1955.
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One small pocket of beryl about 1" x 2" was uncovered along 


the north contact, and several small pockets of book mica of essentially 


the same grad5 as found on the Rockin Chair No. 2 claim also occur 


along and adjacent to the north contact. The coarsest texture of the 


quartz, feldspar and mica aggregate occurs on the north side of the 


dike. Inward (south) the dike texture approaches a coarse-grained 


granitic phase, and the applicant's blasting on the south-contact face 


of the dike shows quartz and. feldspars graphically intergrown and mica 


in zones.


The grade of the mica in the above zones and. that associatd 


with the ' above described pockets of book mica is probably not quite as 


good as that found on the Rockin Chair No • 2 claim. 


Based on the one small beryl showing in the pegmatite the 


mineral does not appear to be present in significant amounts, 


Rockin Chair No. 1 claim 


Workings on the Rockin Chair No. l claim (Fig. Ii.) consist of 


a trench about 200 feet long bulldozed in schist along the southwest


contact of a pegmatite dike. The dike trends northwest and is approxi-


mately 6o to 70 feet wide. A trench about 2 feet deep has been dug 


across the dike on the southeast end of the workings. Most of the peg-


matite surface to the northeast of the long trench and part of the sur-


face beyond the crosscutting trench has been scraped and broken by 


bulldozer.
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The pegmatite is composed of quartz, feldapars and musco-


vite. No beryl was seen. The proportion of mica to quartz and. 


feldspars is approximately 1:10. The grade of mica on this claim 


appears to be about the same as that found. on the Rockin Chair No. 


2 claim. 


Rockin chair No. 5 claim 


Workings in the northwest part of the Rockin Chair No. 5 


claim consisted of a small pit dug along an east-west trending 


fault contact. The dip of the fault is approximately vertical. 


Granite lies on the north side of the fault and. schist on the 


south side. A clayey, limonite stained gouge fills a fault zone 


about 3 feet wide, and lenses and. pockets of calcite, with possibly 


some barite, occur in places in the fault zone. Applicant stated 


a trace of beryllium was found in a granitic rock obtained from the 


pit. Nothing of significance was found in the pit. 


ORE RESERVES 


No significant reserves of beryl, strategic grade mica, or 


colunibite-tantalite are present on the property.
